In Re:  Public Hearing

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding two Zoning Matters.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to go into Public Hearing.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  SP-3-15 – Yehia Sherif

Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant wished to establish a gallery for the outside display of garden art, crafts and garden furniture located 370’ east of the Doyle’s Lake Road (State Route 604)/Ruby Trail (State Route P693) intersection in the Hicksford District.  He also stated that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval with the following conditions:
1. A Special Use Permit is issued for the establishment of a Gallery on property identified as Tax Map 33-2-9, Parcel A and to be exclusively used by the applicant.

2. The gallery must be maintained in accordance with the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code, the Virginia Health Department Rules and Regulations, and the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance.

3. The Greensville County Building Department has reviewed the application and has the following comments.

· The 62’ x 26’ office building will be classified as a Use “B” building under the building code and will be required to meet all requirement of such use, including accessibility requirements for employees and the public, if the public has access to the building.

· Construction plans will be required for all structures.

· It appears that this facility will be a retail facility only and not a manufacturing facility.  Additional building code requirement would apply if the items would be manufacture on site.

4. The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) has reviewed the application and state the following:

· A land use permit will be needed for any new entrance or other work within state maintained right-of-way.

5. If the use is not established within two (2) years, or is abandoned for a period of two (2) years, this permit will become null and void.

6. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the revocation of the Special Use Permit.


Chairman Wiley asked if there were anyone present who wished to speak in favor of or in opposition of SP-3-15.  There was no one.

In Re:  SP-4-15 – Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless


Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant requested approval of a Special Use Permit to construct a 199’ telecommunication tower on property known as Greensville County Tax Map 4222.  He stated that the property was located 2000’ southwest of the Brink Road (State Route 627)/Pine Log Road (State Route 633) intersection in Election District Two.  He also stated that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval with the following conditions:
1. A Special Use Permit is granted to Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless, or its assigns for the location of a 199’ self supporting telecommunications tower, on the property of Michael A. Harp, Jr. or Sheila D. Harp & Donald M. or Linda H. Driver, or their assigns, on Greensville County Tax Map 42-22.

2. The tower shall be erected and maintained in accordance with all local, state, and federal rules, regulations, ordinances, and laws with particular reference to the Federal Communications Commission.
3. The tower shall be erected and maintained in accordance with the regulations set forth in Article 19 of the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance.

4. As a community benefit to improve radio communications of departments, agencies, and emergency service organizations serving Greensville County, provide co-location opportunities without compensation.  Greensville County reserves the right to release the permit grantee from this condition.
5. Prior to the issuance of any permits required for the construction of the subject tower, the applicant must provide the following information:

a) A NEPA assessment must be performed and submitted to Greensville County for review.
b) A response from the State Historic Preservation Offices (SHPO) and President’s Advisory Council on Historic Preservation must be submitted to Greensville County for review.

c) Grounding specifications for the site must be submitted to Greensville County for review.

d) Air Space Study completed prior to Building Permit issuance.

e) Documentation from a licensed engineer in the State of Virginia that the tower is designed to collapse within the leased area in case of structural failure

6.
Should the telecommunications tower subject of this request become completely inoperable for a period of time, meeting or exceeding twenty-four (24) months, such tower shall be dismantled and removed from the site together with its support system and compound area. 

7.
Should any work take place within VDOT maintained right-of-way, a Land Use Permit from VDOT will be required.

8.
Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the revocation of the Special Use Permit.


Chairman Wiley asked if there were any questions or comments.


Supervisor Ferguson asked how long it would be before construction started.

Mr. Steve Blain, Representative for Verizon, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he appreciated the efforts of Staff and was in agreement with the conditions imposed with the Special Use Permit.  He stated that the project was in the construction plan for 2016.  He also stated that there was additional permitting outside of the jurisdiction that was required.  He further stated that he would like to get the tower up sooner but at this moment the construction was planned for 2016.  He then stated that additional sites were being planned and under consideration for Greensville County.

Mrs. Susan Tudor addressed the Board of Supervisors and asked if there were any health risks with the cell tower being constructed in the area.  Mr. Blain stated that the radio frequency waves were very low powered and that there were no health effects.  He also stated that the equipment itself would be fenced in and no one could gain access other than authorized personnel.

In Re:  Mr. Drexel Pierce, 4-H Agent and Unit Coordinator


Mr. Pierce addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave out a packet pertaining to upcoming programs in the area.  He stated that he would like to come before the Board of Supervisors again in August to share great news about how successful the programs were over the summer.  He also stated that now an in-school program was being conducted and there had been great success with the fourth grade classes.  He then elaborated on how the program was being conducted in coordination with the fourth graders and the science teachers.  Mr. Pierce thanked the Board of Supervisors for their continued support.

In Re:  Jerry Kee, VDOT Representative


Mr. Kee stated that two or three pipe replacements were completed on State Route 621 and 608.  He stated that his Staff was doing shoulder repair work and was in the first cycle of mowing in three different areas of the County.  He also stated that the contracted mowing for Hwy 58, 611, 627, 619 and 610 was completed.  He then stated that the paving contractor should be close to finishing in the Sadler Drive area and should be moving to the Walnut Heights area.  

Mr. Kee stated that he had met with Dave and Lin and discussed the Otterdam Road Phase I Project regarding funding issues.  He also stated that his Staff was waiting for approval on the Revenue Sharing for the last part of the project and that it would complete the funding regarding Otterdam Road Phase I.  He further stated that regarding Otterdam Road, Phase II, it was in the engineering phase and his Staff was looking at Revenue Sharing funds to get that phase completed.  Mr. Kee stated that regarding Independence Church Road there was about $700,000 available for that project and that they were in the process of doing the preliminary engineering and design but the project was far from having enough funding for completion.

Supervisor Ferguson stated that he did not understand what happened with the funding that was supposed to be saved in order to complete the second portion of the project.  Since Iluka completed a portion of the project that should have cut down on the funding needed.  Mr. Kee stated that there was not much funding towards that project in the beginning and some of the funding was moved to a previous project on the six year plan.  He also stated that only $37 thousand a year was being funded towards the project.


Supervisor Ferguson also stated that VDOT personnel needed to ride the County roads more because edges of roads were gone and ditches needed to be cleaned. He stated that he was wondering why VDOT personnel did not ride once a week anymore to look at the conditions of the County roads.  Mr. Kee stated that it was still being done.  He stated that the secondary roads were supposed to be checked on once a month and the primary roads were supposed to be checked once a week.  Supervisor Ferguson also asked that when cutting the grass, would the workers also be using the slope mower.  Mr. Kee stated that they would do the cutting first and then come back at a later date with the slope mower; now that VDOT had a contract sprayer, once Staff cut the slopes, he would be spraying to retard the growth and slow the growth down to save funding.

Supervisor Lee stated that she was called about the ditch on Hwy 58 and Ruritan Road needing to be cleaned.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that there was a terrible drop off on the right shoulder on Macedonia Road.  Mr. Kee stated an extension of pipe would be put there and the asphalt would be widened a little.

In Re:  Citizens Comments


Mr. Whittington addressed the public stating that anyone wishing to address the Board of Supervisors to please come forward and state their name for the record.  

Mrs. Shikee Franklin, Head Start Director at the Improvement Association, addressed the Board of Supervisors and recognized May as the Community Action Month and that the Improvement Association was a non-profit community action agency.  She also stated that the Improvement Association had several community programs and was excited that today marked 50th Anniversary of Head Start.  She then gave a brief history of the Head Start Program.  Mrs. Franklin then thanked the Board of Supervisors for its support of the Head Start Program.  She stated that the program here started in 1991 and since then they had served close to 5,000 kids.

In Re:  Construction of Otterdam Road, Phase I


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff had two requests regarding Otterdam Road, Phase I.  He stated that Staff was requesting that the Board of Supervisors approve the budget that totaled $9,136,660.50 and that the approval of the budget would be contingent upon VDOT’s approval.  He stated that during Mr. Kee’s briefing, he stated that the only thing that was needed was verification of the Revenue Sharing Funds for FY2015 in the amount of $364,414.   Mr. Whittington further stated that Staff was requesting approval of the construction contract, also contingent upon receiving project approval from VDOT.  He then stated that Staff was asking that the base bid and additive #1 for Otterdam Road Phase I, be awarded to Curtis Contracting, Inc., in the amount of $6,253,780.50; and finally, authorize the County Administrator to execute the construction contract.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to accept Staff’s recommendations.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Selection of a Consulting Engineer for Otterdam Road, Phase II


Mr. Whittington stated that Mr. Clements was recommending the awarding of the design engineering contract to Reynolds Clark, contingent upon the satisfaction of VDOT and the Tobacco Commission requirements.  He stated that Otterdam Road Phase II was being funded primarily by VDOT and the Revenue Sharing Program as well as the Tobacco Commission.  He stated that the awarding of the contract would be appropriate this evening.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded Supervisor Vaughan, to accept Staff’s recommendation.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code

Mr. Reggie Owens addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff was requesting approval to advertise a Public Hearing to be held at the next regularly scheduled Board Meeting.  He stated that the Public Hearing was regarding an amendment to the Greensville County Code, Chapter 18: Solid Waste, to increase the tipping fees at the landfill for household, commercial and industrial waste from $47.00 to $48.00 and for institutional waste from $53.00 to $55.00.  He then stated that if approved, the Amendment would go into effect July 1, 2015.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the advertisement of the Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Wood Fuel Developers – Resolution #15-141


Mr. Whittington stated that the resolution was in reference to a $350,000 Irrevocable Standby Letter of Credit No. 40446281 issued by Easter Virginia Bank on October 28, 2014.  He stated that Wood Fuel Developers had been an industrial client that Staff had been working with for quite a while.  He also stated that Wood Fuel received a $175,000 from the Tobacco Commission and a $175,000 from the Governor’s Opportunity Fund.  He further stated that when the funds came in, they were provided to the company but the Greensville County Board of Supervisors required the company to issue it an Irrevocable Standby Letter of Credit to secure the funds in case the jobs and investment targets were not met by the company.  He then stated that after several years, it became clear that the company would not be meeting their targets in the amounts that had been specified by the Tobacco Commission and that now the Tobacco Commission had requested its $175,000 back.  Mr. Whittington stated that with the Board of Supervisors being progressive and good money managers, the County now simply had to call in the Letter of Credit in order to secure the $175,000 back from Wood Fuel Developers.  He stated that the funds had been received and the County Attorney, Russell Slayton, was recommending that the Resolution be approved so that once the $175,000 had been received and transferred to the Greensville County Treasurer’s Office to reimburse the Tobacco Commission, the Letter of Credit would be reduced from $350,000 to $175,000 that represented the Board’s protection of default by the company in regards to the Governor’s Opportunity Fund.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #15-141.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  FY2016 School Contribution Resolution #15-142


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff was requesting approval of the resolution for a portion of the budget for the FY2015-2016 school system.  He stated that at the last meeting, a Public Hearing was held in which Dr. Wilson eloquently stated the school’s position for the need of additional funding from both the City and the County.  He also stated that since that time, Dr. Wilson had worked with County and City representatives and an agreement was reached that the additional appropriation from both localities would total an additional $350,000.  He further stated that it had been reviewed and approved by City Council and at the County’s last Public Hearing, it was indicated that Staff recommended the same.  Mr. Whittington then stated that Staff recommended approval of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #15-142

APPROVAL OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY

SCHOOL BUDGET FOR FY2015-2016


WHEREAS, the Greensville County School Board initially adopted a budget on March 24, 2015 for the 2015-2016 fiscal year; and


WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia, 1950, section 22.1-93, states that the governing body of a county shall approve an annual budget for educational purposes by May first or within thirty days of the receipt by the County of the estimates of state funds, whichever shall occur later; and


WHEREAS, the County and the City of Emporia have met and determined the amount of local funding to be provided to the schools.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors approves a budget consisting of $7,745,123 in local funds of which $4,162,127 is projected to be the County of Greensville share and $3,582,996 is projected to be the share of the City of Emporia.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve Resolution #15-142.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
