 In Re:  Resolution #WS-14-54 Proposed Increase in Water and Sewer Rates

that the following resolution represented the proposed water and sewer rates increase.  

She stated that the resolution would give Staff authorization to advertise for a public 

hearing of a 1% rate increase on the water and sewer rates for residential, commercial, 

industrial and institutional rates for both water and sewer.  She then requested approval of 

Resolution #WS-14-54. 

 

RESOLUTION #WS14 - 54 

PROPOSED INCREASE IN WATER AND SEWER RATES 

 

 WHEREAS, the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority must establish 

rates for the provision of potable water and treatment and disposal of wastewater to cover 

the expenses necessary or properly attributable to furnishing the services; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the expenses of the Authority have increased as to warrant a rate 

increase  of one percent in the Authority’s water and sewer rates for residential, 

commercial, industrial, and institutional  for FY2015; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia requires a public hearing prior to increasing 

the rates for the provision of public water and sewer service; 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Water 

and Sewer Authority is considering the adoption of the proposed schedule of rates for 

water and sewer service, dated August 18, 2014; and 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that The Greensville 

County Water and Sewer Authority will conduct a public hearing on Monday, September 

15, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. in the Board Room located at the Greensville County Government 

Building, 1781 Greensville County Circle, Emporia, Virginia 23847.
