Chairman Wiley called the meeting to order at 3:30 P.M.

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended approval of the budget agenda.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the agenda.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Budget Session


Mr. Whittington stated that there were six or seven budget issues to resolve.  He then asked that Ms. Atkins with the CYC to come forward.
-----



In Re:  Ms. Atkins - CYC


Ms. Atkins addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that her request was for the maintenance of the pool at the CYC.  She stated that the CYC had been successful in operating the pool over the past three summers.  She then reviewed the budget handed out to the Board and stated that there were over 700 kids that used the pool over the summer.  She further stated that she calculated the percentage of participants that used the pool. There were 36.5% County residents and the remainder that attended was from the City.  Ms. Atkins stated that the total cost for this past year was $28,832. Other contributions totaled $8,000, leaving the County percentage of the $19,362, to be $7,067.13. She further stated that requested from the City was 63.4% or $12,275.  She stated that in the past, the CYC received significant help from the Greensville Memorial Foundation but now they did not pay for operational costs and salaries so this year the CYC did not have the help it received from the Foundation last year. 

Supervisor Ferguson asked if YMCA utilized the pool.  Ms. Atkins stated yes.  She stated that they utilized the pool for their summer camp program at a cost of $400 over a nine week period.  She stated that a list of County and City participants was provided at that time.  She stated that they also received support from the Boys and Girls Club if they brought a group over and that Jackson Field Home also utilized the pool.  She further stated that the Eleanor Jarrell Church also held camp at the CYC and used the pool.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Dr. Lee, to fund the CYC in the amount of $7,067.13.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.


Ms. Atkins stated that she had spoken with Jeff Robinson regarding a new roof for the building and he stated that the same type of roof could be replaced on the building.  She stated that the City stated that if CYC could come up with a plan of operation, it would consider helping with the materials and have the inmates to help with the work.  She also stated that the CYC was working on fixing items on the basketball court along with new paving and fixing up the tennis court for utilization.  Ms. Atkins then invited the Board of Supervisors to help with clean up day on April 11th from 8:00 to 3:00.

In Re:  Four For Life Funds

Mr. Whittington stated that the County received approximately $8,000 in Four For Life funds and historically Greensville County had paid the entire amount to the Greensville Rescue Squad (GVRS).  He stated that this year, Staff received a request from the Jarratt Fire Department (JVFD) to give them a portion of the Four For Life funds and that Staff had met with the JVFD Chief a couple of weeks age.  He also stated that it was indicated to the Chief that Staff would make a recommendation to the Board to give the JVFD $2,000 and the GVRS $6,000.  He further stated that approximately half of the firemen with the JVFD were EMTs but they could not transport patients which was one of the issues discussed.  If they provided transportation, the amount could be split on a 50/50 basis.


There was a consensus among the Board of Supervisors to accept Staff’s recommendation.

In Re:  Compensation for the Board of Supervisors

Mr. Whittington stated that a consensus had not been reached regarding the compensation for the Board of Supervisors in the upcoming year.  He stated that action must be taken during the budgetary process for any change to be effective January 1 of next year. He also stated that there were two options: a 4% increase for each calendar year of the next four year term or institute the entire 16% increase effective January 1, 2016.  He also stated that action needed to be taken to approve the payment of internet services for the Board Members for the next four years.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to institute a 4% increase annually over the next four calendar years and to maintain internet service expenditures for the Board of Supervisors.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Southside Regional Jail Authority

Mr. Whittington stated that the Superintendent Karen Craig did not want to meet with Staff until budget information was received from the Compensation Board.  He stated that the information may be available around May 1.

In Re:  Greensville County Public Schools

Mr. Whittington stated that he and Mrs. Parson met with Dr. Wilson that morning.  He stated that she was asking for an additional $800,000 from the City and the County to fund next year’s school budget.  He also stated that the Greensville County School Board was requesting the Board of Supervisors and Emporia City Council re-appropriate up to $96,000 of funds remaining from FY2014-FY2015 budget at the close of this fiscal year to pay the cost of having a Comprehensive Facilities Study conducted for Greensville County Public Schools.


There was a consensus to defer action until another meeting was held with Emporia City Council within the next two-three weeks.

In Re:  Area Agency on Aging


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff did not have an answer for the Board of Supervisors.  Mrs. Parson stated that more information was provided but it did not provide answers to the questions that the Board of Supervisors asked at the last budgetary meeting.

In Re:  Kristen Vaughan, Director of the YMCA

Mrs. Vaughan addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she had met with Mr. Whittington and Mrs. Parson last month as a representative of CHAT (Community Health Advocacy Team).  She stated that CHAT was requesting that the Board of Supervisors adopt the following Resolution that would focus on access to healthy food options for residents of the County.  She also stated that if the County approve the Resolution,  the County would receive the definition of being a “HEAL County”(Healthy Eating and Active Living) which also included a logo that could be used in any marketing that the County did to promote County events.
RESOLUTION #15-126

SETTING FORTH COUNTY OF GREENSVILLE’S COMMITMENT TO PUT HEALTHY OPTIONS WITHIN REACH FOR ALL RESIDENTS


WHEREAS, the County of Greensville has the ability to affect the health of its residents; and

WHEREAS, high rates of costly chronic disease among both children and adults are correlated to environments with few or no options for healthy eating and active living; and

WHEREAS, more than half of Virginia’s adults are overweight or obese and therefore at risk for many chronic conditions including diabetes, heart disease, cancer, arthritis, stroke, and hypertension; and

WHEREAS, one in three youth in Virginia is overweight or obese; and 

WHEREAS, more children are being diagnosed with diseases linked to overweight and obesity previously seen only in adults, such as Type 2 diabetes and heart disease; and

WHEREAS, the current generation of children are expected to have shorter lives than their parents due to the consequences of obesity; and 

WHEREAS, obesity takes a tremendous toll on the health and productivity of all Virginians; and


WHEREAS, the annual cost to Virginia – in medical bills, workers compensation and lost productivity – for overweight, obesity, and physical inactivity exceeds $3 billion; and

WHEREAS, teens and adults who consume one or more sodas or sugar sweetened beverages per day are more likely to be overweight or obese; and

WHEREAS, supporting the health of residents and the local workforce would decrease chronic disease and health care costs and increase productivity; and

WHEREAS, the County of Greensville ranks 107 out of 133 in health outcomes and health factors; and

WHEREAS, 34% of the adult population of the County of Greensville is obese; and


WHEREAS, 19% of the population of the County of Greensville is food insecure.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors does hereby recognize that obesity is a serious public health threat to the health and wellbeing of adults, children and families in the County of Greensville, and a commitment is needed to put healthy choices within reach of all residents.  While individual lifestyle changes are necessary, individual effort alone is insufficient to combat obesity’s rising tide.  Significant societal and environmental changes are needed to support individual efforts to make healthier choices.  To that end, the County of Greensville adopts this Healthy Eating Active Living resolution: 

· To include healthy goals and policies related to access to healthy food in the general plan update;

· To examine racial, ethnic, and socio-economic disparities in access to healthy foods and adopt strategies to remedy these inequities.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Community Health Advocacy Team (CHAT) will report back to the Board of Supervisors annually regarding steps taken to implement the Resolution, additional steps planned, and any desired actions that would need to be taken by the County of Greensville.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator, or his designee, shall work with HEAL Cities & Towns Campaign Staff to explore HEAL policies and to identify those policies that are suitable for the County’s unique local circumstances.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Community Health Advocacy Team (CHAT) will report back to this Board of Supervisors with recommendations not later than sixty days from the date of this Ordinance.

In Re:  Jerry Kee with VDOT – Road Matters


Mr. Kee addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a report on the following:


301 Bridge Project - Mr. Kee stated that the road had not been closed yet due to the contractor having issues with trying to get railroad approval.  He stated that as of now, it may be mid-May before the road would be closed for construction.  He also stated that a meeting was scheduled with all the first responders on the 23rd of the month to discuss the detour and to come up with a plan to respond to incidents that may occur while the bridge was closed.

Paving Contractor – He stated that the contractor would be in the area next week.  He further stated that the contract would be in the Walnut Heights area, Brunswick Road and US Route 58 doing paving that was not finished last year.  He then stated that it would probably take about 2-3 weeks to finish the work.


Ditch Work – Mr. Kee stated that ditch work was being done Hwy 621, 608 and 629.  He stated that Staff was still filling potholes every day.


Independence Church Road – He stated that the construction representative provided an estimate regarding having a detour versus not having a detour during construction.  He stated that the estimate provided shown without the detour, it added about six months of construction time to the project and would cost about $300,000 more.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if a revised price was received to complete the remainder of the Independence Road project.  Mr. Kee stated that the new estimate was $1.4 million but he did not know how much was allocated towards the project right now but would get him that information.  Supervisor Ferguson stated that with the work Illuka had performed should have dropped the cost of construction significantly.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that he had called several time regarding Pine Log Road, heading towards the church on the right side was a 6-8 inch drop off on the right shoulder all the way down to the church that needed to be fixed.


Supervisors Ferguson also asked that the shoulder be rechecked on Macedonia Road.  Mr. Kee stated o.k.


Mr. Whittington asked for an update on the I-95 Bridge crossing of the Meherrin River.  Mr. Kee stated that it was anticipated that advertisement of the job for construction would be sometime in July.  Mr. Whittington then asked for the scope of the work.  Mr. Kee stated that the bridges would be raised a foot or so.  He stated that they would build one bridge first and shift traffic to that bridge in order to build the other bridge.  He further stated that it would be built 3 lanes wide in order to shift traffic.  He then stated that the estimated project time was 24-30 months but he had not received a final time frame regarding the project.

In Re:  Presentation by Baxter Bailey & Associates – Courthouse Security
Baxter Bailey and Michael Nonnenmann gave a powerpoint presentation regarding the Preliminary Architectual Report for a courthouse security enhancements project. Mr. Bailey stated that he, the Sheriff, Mike Veliky and Judge Sharrett had met in reference to the enhancement of court security at the front entrance of the courthouse. He further showed slides of four different options of reconstructing the front entrance of the courthouse for security purposes that had been developed by the committee of county, city, court and sheriff’s personnel.

He stated that the committee all agreed option number 1 was the best option. He stated that Judge Sharrett had a lot of questions about the building on the corner but was convinced that the building could not serve a useful purpose in this project and should be demolished to allow room for the proper expansion. He also stated that the judge would be providing a letter of support for the project. He then stated that the total estimated costs of the project would be $1,250,000.

In Re:  Citizens Comments

There were questions regarding the historical significance of the building on the corner and whether it would affect the historical designation of the Courthouse if it were torn down. Mr. Veliky stated that US Rural Development was undertaking an environmental assessment of the courthouse square and would be looking into the historical significance of the building as part of the review.

In Re:  Refinancing of various County capital projects by Virginia Resources Authority (VRA)

Mrs. Parson stated that the following Resolution would authorize the lease financing and the financing with Virginia Resource Authority of two of the County’s current projects.  She stated that the first one was the re-financing of the Greensville County Government Building along with the Sheriff’s Department and the Health Department. She also stated that the second one was for the shell building that was currently occupied by OSG. She further stated that there would be substantial savings to the County of approximately $45,000 per year by going forth with the refinancing. She also noted that the term was not being extended.  Staff was requesting approval of the following resolution along with the Prime Lease with the Virginia Resources Authority and the use of this building as security in future projects.
A RESOLUTION #15-127 OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA AUTHORIZING THE LEASE FINANCING AND REFINANCING WITH VIRGINIA RESOURCES AUTHORITY OF VARIOUS CAPITAL PROJECTS FOR THE COUNTY
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors (the “Board of Supervisors”) of Greensville County, Virginia (the “County”), subject to the conditions set forth in this Resolution, intends to refund or cause the refunding of the outstanding principal amount of all or a portion of the following indebtedness issued for the benefit of the County by the Industrial Development Authority of Greensville County, Virginia (the “Refunding”): (i) $6,660,000 Lease Revenue Bonds (County of Greensville, Virginia Governmental Projects), Series 2003 (the “2003 Bond”), and (ii) a Note dated March 31, 1997, as modified, renewed and restated on July 11, 2007, in the original amount of $1,576,000, payable to the order of Branch Banking and Trust Company (formerly F&M Bank-Emporia) (the “1997 Note,” and together with the “2003 Bond,” the “Prior Obligations”);

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has determined that it is in the best interest of the County to enter into lease arrangements with the Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”) in order to accomplish the Refunding; 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is authorized, pursuant to Section 15.2-1800 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended (the “Virginia Code”), to lease any improved or unimproved real estate held by the County;

WHEREAS, the County intends to enter into a Prime Lease (the “Prime Lease”) with VRA whereby the County will lease to VRA certain real estate constituting the Greensville County Administration Building located at 1781 Greensville County Circle, Emporia, Virginia 23847 as required by VRA (the “Real Estate”), and the associated improvements and property located thereon (the “Improvements”), and, pursuant to Section 15.2-1800 of the Virginia Code, the execution and delivery of the Prime Lease does not require that a public hearing be held by the Board of Supervisors; 


WHEREAS, the County intends to enter into one or more Local Lease Acquisition Agreement and Financing Leases (the “Financing Leases”) with VRA pursuant to which VRA will lease the Real Estate and the Improvements (together, the “Leased Facilities”) back to the County and the County will make rental payments corresponding in amount and timing to the debt service on the portion of the bonds to be issued by VRA (the “VRA Bonds”) to finance the Refunding (the “Rental Payments”); 


WHEREAS, similar to the debt service on the Prior Obligations, the County intends to pay the Rental Payments from annual appropriations from the County’s General Fund; and


WHEREAS, the County has requested of VRA lease proceeds in an amount sufficient to undertake the Refunding, fund maximum annual debt service reserve funds and pay costs of issuance, or such other amount as requested by the County and approved by VRA in advance of VRA’s bond pricing (the “Proceeds Requested”);

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA:

1. 
Approval of Lease-Leaseback Arrangement.  The lease-leaseback arrangement with VRA to accomplish the Refunding is hereby approved.

2. 
Approval of Prime Lease. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in paragraph 4 of this Resolution, the leasing of the Leased Facilities by the County, as lessor, to VRA, as lessee, pursuant to the terms of the Prime Lease is hereby approved. 


3. 
Approval of the Financing Leases. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in paragraph 4 of this Resolution, the leasing of the Leased Facilities by VRA, as lessor, to the County, as lessee, pursuant to the terms of the Financing Leases is hereby approved.


4. 
Authorization of Refunding. The County’s participation in the Refunding is hereby authorized provided that (i) with respect to the 2003 Bond, the Rental Payments set forth in the applicable Financing Lease shall be composed of (a) principal and interest components reflecting an original aggregate principal amount not to exceed $4,935,000, such amount being sufficient to refund the 2003 Bond, fund a debt service reserve fund and pay certain costs of issuance, (b) the minimum savings threshold to be realized shall not be less than three percent (3.0%) savings on a present value basis compared to the existing and outstanding payments due under the 2003 Bond or portion thereof to be refunded, and (c) a final rental payment date not later than December 31, 2028; and (ii) with respect to the 1997 Note, the Rental Payments set forth in the applicable Financing Lease shall be composed of (x) principal and interest components reflecting an original aggregate principal amount not to exceed $1,200,000, such amount being sufficient to refund the 1997 Note, fund a debt service reserve fund and pay certain costs of issuance, (y) a true interest cost not to exceed 4.50% per annum, taking into account any original issue discount or premium (exclusive of Supplemental Interest, as defined below), and (z) a final rental payment date not later than December 31, 2028.


It is determined to be in the best interest of the County to accept the offer of VRA to enter into the Financing Leases with the County for an amount determined by VRA to be fair, subject to the conditions set forth in this Resolution, which Financing Leases shall be executed by the Chairman, the Vice Chairman or the County Administrator, any one of whom may act.  The actions of the Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, in accepting the final terms of the Rental Payments with respect to the Proceeds Requested and the compliance of the financing of the Refunding within the limits and conditions set forth in this paragraph 4 shall be conclusive, and no further action shall be necessary on the part of the Board of Supervisors. 


5. 
Other Payments under Financing Leases. The County agrees to pay all amounts required by the Financing Leases, including any amounts required by Section 5.1(b) of the Financing Leases, including the “Supplemental Interest,” as provided in such section. 


6. 
Execution and Recordation of Documents. The Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, are authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Documents and the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors and any Deputy Clerk of the Board of Supervisors, any one of whom may act, shall affix the seal of the County thereto. The Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, and such officers or agents of the County as any of them may designate, are further authorized to cause the Documents to be recorded in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of Greensville County, Virginia. 


7. 
Form of Documents. The Documents shall be in substantially the forms on file with the County Administrator, which are hereby approved with such completions, omissions, insertions and changes as may be approved by the Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, with the execution and delivery of the Documents by the Chairman, the Vice Chairman and/or the County Administrator constituting conclusive evidence of the approval of any such completions, omissions, insertions, and changes. 


8. 
Essentiality of the Leased Facilities. The Leased Facilities are hereby declared to be essential to the efficient operation of the County, and the County anticipates that the Leased Facilities will continue to be essential to the operation of the County during the term of the Financing Leases.


9. 
Annual Budget. While recognizing that it is not empowered to make any binding commitment to make Rental Payments and any other payments required under the Financing Leases beyond the current fiscal year, the Board of Supervisors hereby states its intent to make annual appropriations for future fiscal years in amounts sufficient to make all such payments and hereby recommends that future Boards of Supervisors do likewise during the term of the Financing Leases. The Board of Supervisors directs the County Administrator or Deputy County Administrator, or such other officer who may be charged with the responsibility for preparing the County’s annual budget, to include in the budget request for each fiscal year during the term of the Financing Leases an amount sufficient to pay the Rental Payments and all other payments coming due under the Financing Leases during such fiscal year. If at any time during any fiscal year of the County throughout the term of the Financing Leases, the amount appropriated in the County’s annual budget in any such fiscal year is insufficient to pay when due the Rental Payments and any other payments required under the Financing Leases, the Board of Supervisors directs the County Administrator or Deputy County Administrator, or such other officer who may be charged with the responsibility for preparing the County’s annual budget, to submit to the Board of Supervisors at the next scheduled meeting, or as promptly as practicable but in any event within 45 days, a request for a supplemental appropriation sufficient to cover the deficit. 


10. 
Rental Payments Subject to Appropriation. The County’s obligation to make the Rental Payments and all other payments pursuant to the Financing Leases is hereby specifically stated to be subject to annual appropriation therefor by the Board of Supervisors, and nothing in this Resolution or the Documents shall constitute a pledge of the full faith and credit nor taxing power of the County or compel the Board of Supervisors to make any such appropriation. 


11. 
Disclosure Documents. The County authorizes and consents to the inclusion of information with respect to the County to be contained in VRA’s Preliminary Official Statement and VRA’s Official Statement in final form, both to be prepared in connection with the sale of the VRA Bonds. If appropriate, such disclosure documents shall be distributed in such manner and at such times as VRA shall determine. The County Administrator and Deputy County Administrator are authorized and directed to take whatever actions are necessary and/or appropriate to aid VRA in ensuring compliance with Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12, as amended. 


12.
Tax Documents. The Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, are authorized to execute a Nonarbitrage Certificate and Tax Compliance Agreement or any related document to be delivered simultaneously with the issuance and delivery of the Financing Lease with respect to the refunding of the 2003 Bond (the “Tax Documents”) setting forth the expected use and investment of the proceeds of the VRA Bonds to be received pursuant to such Financing Lease and containing such covenants as may be necessary in order for the County and/or VRA to comply with the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Tax Code”), with respect to the VRA Bonds and such Financing Lease including the provisions of Section 148 of the Tax Code and applicable regulations relating to “arbitrage bonds.” The County covenants that the proceeds of the VRA Bonds to be received pursuant to such Financing Lease will be invested and expended as set forth in the Tax Documents and that the County shall comply with the other covenants and representations contained therein. 


13.
Refunding.  The Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, are authorized and directed to take such steps as may be necessary to accomplish the Refunding. If required, the Chairman, the Vice Chairman and the County Administrator, any one of whom may act, is authorized and directed to execute and deliver an escrow agreement with an escrow agent acceptable to VRA to be selected by the County Administrator providing for the refunding of the Prior Obligations.

14.
SNAP Investment Authorization.  The Board of Supervisors hereby determines that it is in the best interests of the County to authorize and direct the County Treasurer and Director of Finance to participate in the State Non-Arbitrage Program (“SNAP”) in connection with the investment of the proceeds of the lease-leaseback transaction.  The Board of Supervisors acknowledges that the Treasury Board of the Commonwealth of Virginia is not, and shall not be, in any way liable to the County in connection with SNAP, except as otherwise provided in the documents provided in connection with SNAP.


15. 
Other Actions. All other actions of the officers of the County in conformity with the purpose and intent of this Resolution are hereby approved and confirmed. The officers of the County are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver all certificates and instruments and to take all such further action as may be considered necessary or desirable in connection with the execution and delivery of the Prime Lease and the Financing Leases and the refunding of the Prior Obligations. 


16. 
Repeal of Conflicting Resolutions. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 


17. 
Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

In Re:  Extension of Contract for Debris Removal


Mr. Reggie Owens addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff recommended approval to extend the current contract with Ashbritt, Inc. for debris removal, if needed, during the event of a major disaster in order to clear roads in emergency situations.  He stated that this was for one year and at the end of the one year term it would have to be rebid order to have debris removal services in an emergency situation.  He then stated that there would be no financial obligations regarding the extension of the contract until the County utilized the services.

In Re:  Financing for Fire Truck Resolution #15-128


Mr. Whittington stated that the Emporia Volunteer Fire Department was requesting authorization to re-chassis the utility truck #3 at a cost of $200,000.  He stated that it was also known as the air truck that had air bags in the event of fighting a fire.  He also stated that Rural Development now had grant funds up to $50,000 for the re-chassis of the vehicle and was willing to finance $100,000 for the project.  Mr. Whittington stated that the City and the County were willing to allocate up to $50,000 in existing Fire Program Funds to make up the $200,000 needed to re-chassis the truck.  He then requested approval of the following resolution.

WHEREAS, the Emporia Volunteer Fire Department requests authorization to re-chassis the utility truck #3 at a cost of $200,000; and


WHEREAS, Rural Development currently has grant funds available up to $50,000 to assist localities with the costs associated with emergency service vehicles; and 


WHEREAS, Rural Development also offers financing to assist with emergency service vehicles and an application for $100,000 can be submitted for funding; and


WHEREAS, available Fire Program Funds will be used to cover the remaining $50,000.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors approves applying for the needed grant and loan funds from Rural Development, and using Fire Program Funds to pay the costs associated with replacement of the chassis for the air truck.
