In Re:  Public Hearing

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors to go into Public Hearing to solicit comments regarding Zoning Matter SP-6-15.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to go into Public Hearing.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  SP-6-15 – Calvin Tyler, Jr.


Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant was requesting a Special Use Permit to establish a seasonal hunting cabin on a 15.41 acre parcel located 1,320’ northwest of the Otterdam Road (State Route 614) Allen Route (State Route 610) intersection, in Election District Four.  He stated that the Planning Commission and Staff recommended approval.


Chairman Wiley asked if there were anyone present who wished to speak in favor of or in opposition of SP-6-15.


Mrs. Nathalia Wyche addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she had property located on 3355 Allen Road.  She stated that although she had missed the zoning meeting held on August 11, she stopped by the office on August 12 to voice her concerns.  She further stated that she was before the Board of Supervisors in opposition of a seasonal hunt club that would be adjacent to her rental dwelling.  She then handed out pictures in reference to the dwelling.  She then stated that the hunt club trailer was on her property and she wanted the hunt club trailer pulled off of her property.  Mrs. Wyche requested that the Board of Supervisors authorize the County Administrator and the Inspector to go out and take a look at her concerns before the Board of Supervisors voted regarding SP-6-15.

Mr. Calvin Tyler addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he had the land surveyed by Mr. Bradley.  He stated that the proposed hunt club was not located on Mrs. Wyche’s property but was located on his 15 acres.  He also stated that for as long as they had been hunting, they had used the path that came through his and Mrs. Wyche’s property.  He further stated that there were no concerns regarding guns being located at the trailer because they were only taken out at the hunt site and that there were no concerns regarding noise violations from the hunting dogs because they were located in the back.  Mr. Tyler then requested authorization to establish his hunting club.

In Re:  Return to Regular Session


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors return to Regular Session.

Supervisor Lee stated that she would like for Mrs. Wyche’s request to be granted regarding having the County Administrator and Inspector go out to the property to see her concerns.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if Mr. Pope had gone out and looked at the property.  Mr. Pope stated no, that the applicant had not applied for the building permit yet to move and anchor the trailer down.    He also stated that if SP-6-15 was approved, the applicant would have to apply for the permit, move the trailer to where it would sit and get it inspected.  He further stated that there were proper codes set to address any concerns.

In Re:  SP-6-15 – Calvin Tyler, Jr.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve SP-6-15 with the following conditions.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

1. A Special Use Permit is granted to Calvin Tyler, Jr. for the establishment of a seasonal hunting campsite on property known as tax map 11-6, Parcel A.

2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances.

3. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the seasonal hunting camp is not established within a two (2) year period, or is not utilized for two (2) consecutive years, the Special Use Permit will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.
4. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the Special Use Permit.

In Re:  Presentation of Public Transportation by Ms. Dironna Belton with the Petersburg Area Transit


Mr. Whittington addressed the Board of Supervisors and introduced Ms. Dironna Belton, the Petersburg Area Transit General Manager, Mr. Howard Meyers, the Petersburg Mayor and Mr. William Johnson, City Manager of Petersburg.  He stated that Ms. Belton was present to give a presentation as the Southside Virginia Education Center Board of Directors had been looking at the transit issues in this community for some time.  He stated that there were two activities the Board had been working on, 1) to provide a transit system within the community to provide transportation from one place in the City or the County to another within the City or the County and 2) how to get folks to areas outside of our community, namely Petersburg and perhaps on to the City of Richmond and other tri-city areas.  


Ms. Belton addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a power point presentation stating that the purpose of meeting with the Board of Supervisors was to talk about Petersburg area transit and inner-city bus.  She stated that the Petersburg area transit had a continued commitment to make the riding experience of people both south of Petersburg as well as north of Petersburg, an option as far as mobility and public transportation.  She also stated that they currently connected people to Petersburg, Hopewell, Colonial Heights, the City of Richmond, Maguire’s Hospital, Prince George and Dinwiddie County.  She further stated that the Petersburg area transit currently provides transportation to about 42,000 people monthly and aimed to connect the people to jobs, other communities, education and health care.  Mrs. Belton further reviewed the power point presentation and requested that the Board of Supervisors approve the following Resolution in support of the application for funding.
RESOLUTION # 16-29

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE APPLICATION FOR FTA SECTION 5311(F) FUNDS FROM PETERSBURG AREA TRANSIT TO THE VIRGINIA DEPARTMENT OF RAIL AND PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION


WHEREAS, the City of Petersburg, Virginia has expressed to the Greensville County Board of Supervisors the intent and desire to expand Petersburg Area Transit’s operations in Greensville County, Virginia; and


WHEREAS, Petersburg Area Transit and its operation will require access in and around the County of Greensville; and


WHEREAS, Petersburg Area Transit has reported to the County of Greensville, Virginia their intent to apply for Federal Transit Administration Section 5311(f) funds from the Commonwealth of Virginia’s Department of Rail and Public Transportation in the amount of $149,803; and


WHEREAS, Petersburg Area Transit has requested that the Board of Supervisors for Greensville County, Virginia, provide a Resolution supporting its application for said funds, which are administered by the Virginia Department of Rail and Public Transportation.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Supervisors for Greensville County, Virginia, hereby endorses and supports the application of Petersburg Area Transit for Federal Transit Administration Section 5311(f) funds from the Commonwealth of Virginia’s Department of Rail and Public Transportation.

Supervisor Ferguson then questioned the times of pick up.  Ms. Belton introduce Mr. Mason, the System Manager in charge of scheduling and stated that if there were any other questions regarding bus scheduling to direct them to Mr. Mason.


Supervisor Ferguson also asked how many locations of pick-up and drop-off would there be in Emporia.  Ms. Belton stated there would be 10 locations.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #16-29.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
