In Re:  Construction Deed of Easement between Greensville County and the City of Emporia

Mr. Whittington stated that the easement already existed on the Courthouse Square.  He stated that the City was putting utility lines underground rather than having overhead power lines, telephone lines and cable television wires.  He further stated that the construction easement that was granted would expire within the next couple of weeks and the City had requested authorization to extend the construction easement to December 2015.  He then stated that Staff recommended approval.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the extension of the Construction Deed of Easement between Greensville County and the City of Emporia.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Resolution #16-19 – Spangler’s Lake Greensville Recreation Inc

Mr. Whittington stated that Greensville County was working towards receiving the ownership of a lake, commonly known as Spangler’s Lake.  He stated that the JM Club which existed until recently and had ownership of Spangler’s Lake had ceased to function.  He further stated that by deed restriction, the property had to be reverted back to Johns Manville.  He also stated that since Johns Manville no longer existed, since it was bought out by Georgia Pacific some time ago, he was called by the chief counsel for real estate for GP several months ago to determine the interest by Greensville County in receiving the ownership of either the lake or the JM Club House itself.  He then stated that the County had worked with the Town of Jarratt to determine their interest in the clubhouse and understood that this week, the deed to the real estate that comprises the JM Clubhouse would be transferred to the Town of Jarratt; furthermore, the Town of Jarratt had already passed a resolution to accept the ownership of that property.  Mr. Whittington stated that Greensville County had a great deal of interest in receiving title to Spangler’s Lake.  He stated that the attorneys had determined that it would best be done by a Virginia Non-Stock Corporation formed by the IDA to comply with state law.  He then stated that the IDA had the authority to set up certain Virginia Non-stock Corporations for this purpose and had done so for Greensville County at their last IDA meeting.  Mr. Whittington stated that the new Corporation would be known as the Spangler’s Lake Greensville Recreation Inc., and the County had applied for recognition and authorization by the State Corporation Commission.  Mr. Whittington stated that action needed to be taken by this resolution to appoint those persons who would serve as the initial Board of Directors of the Corporation until such time as the respective successors may be appointed.   He stated that Staff recommended that each of the members of the Board of Supervisors be appointed as a member of the Board of Directors for the Spangler’s Lake Greensville Recreation Inc by way of the following resolution.  Mr. Whittington stated that the Articles of Incorporation and By-laws were also included and would be acted upon at the first organizational meeting of the Board of Directors.
RESOLUTION #16-19

SPANGLER’S LAKE GREENSVILLE RECREATION INC.


WHEREAS, Greensville County has been offered the opportunity to acquire property in Greensville County consisting of a lake and dam (the “Property”) and to make the Property available for recreational purposes by the Boy Scouts of America and/or other uses; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County (the “Board”) and the Industrial Development Authority of Greensville County (the “IDA”) have determined that the Property should be acquired and owned by a Virginia nonstock corporation formed by the IDA; and 

WHEREAS, the IDA previously authorized the creation of the Virginia nonstock corporation known as Spangler’s Lake Greensville Recreation Inc. (the “Corporation”) and a Certificate of Incorporation was issued for the Corporation on ___________, 2015; and  

WHEREAS, the Corporation’s Articles of Incorporation state that the Board of Directors of the Corporation will be appointed by the Board.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board that the following persons are appointed to serve as the initial Board of Directors of the Corporation until such time as their respective successors(s) may be appointed:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve Resolution #16-19.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Transportation Planning

Mr. Whittington stated that there was a Transportation Committee that had been formed from the Southside Virginia Education Center Board of Directors.  He stated that the representatives included Nancy Rose - Executive Director for the Chamber of Commerce, Deborah Davis - Sussex County, John Holtkamp, DSS, Gary Cifers, SVCC, Louise Tomlinson, VEC, Ed Daley, City of Emporia, Mrs. Parson and himself – Greensville County.  Mr. Whittington stated that the project had been born out of the Board of Directors of the Education Center as well as the Board of Supervisors. The request for proposal had been properly distributed among the consultants that were qualified for conducting the feasibility study.  He further stated that the two highest ranking consulting firms had been selected and interviewed.  He also stated that the Transportation Committee was recommending the firm KFH in order to conduct the feasibility study for the transit system for the Emporia/Greensville area.  He stated that it was anticipated that their work would be finished by the middle of January 2016, in time for the County and City to apply to the Department of Public Transportation and Rail in its February 2016 grant application process for operating subsidies and subsidies to buy or purchase the capital equipment.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve Staff to negotiate a contract with KFH.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
