In Re:  Citizens Comments


Mr. Whittington addressed the public, asking anyone wishing to address the Board of Supervisors to please come forward and state their name for the record.  

Mr. Cornell Hines, 1537 Lowground Road, addressed the Board of Supervisors, stating that he presently served as the Vice-President for the Emporia/Greensville Habitat for Humanity.  He stated that they were pleased with moving forward on the 9th house and appreciated all that the Board of Supervisors had done through the years in assisting them.  He also stated that they were able to get the roof on the house today as they were concerned about the upcoming weather.


He also wished the Board of Supervisors a Merry Christmas and a prosperous New Years.  He then stated that the residents had enjoyed working with Supervisor Vaughan in District One down through the years.

In Re:  Nonprofessional Transportation Services


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff was moving forward with the Transportation Committee and developing a transit plan for the City of Emporia, Greensville County and a portion of Sussex County.  He stated that a public meeting had been scheduled for Thursday, January 7, 2016, to solicit comments from the public concerning the new transit system.  He also stated that the public meeting would be held from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. (floating), at the Emporia City Council Chambers to share more information about the proposed transit system and to give residents the chance to give their opinions.  He further stated that a copy of the advertisement, prepared by Lib Rood with KFH Group, the consultant working to plan the new transit system, had been made available to the Board of Supervisors.  Mr. Whittington stated that a number of decisions were being made on a preliminary basis and Staff was requesting input from the Board of Supervisors regarding some of the items.  He then stated the items that needed the Board’s input, incorporated herein by reference.  Mr. Whittington then requested that the Board of Supervisors authorize Staff to seek proposals rather than bids from contractors to operate the transit system. IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board has determined that procurement of services to  manage and operate a public transportation system by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens, and that the said services should therefore be procured by competitive negotiation.

In Re:  GIS Website Upgrade Resolution #16-84


Mrs. Kathy Howerton, GIS Specialist, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the GIS Department always strived to provide the best service, not only to the employees, but to the citizens of Greensville County.  She stated that the department was seeking Board’s permission to look into upgrading the GIS system that was first used in 2008.  She also stated that it was utilizing ESRI’s server 10.0 through Worldview Solutions, who hosted the site.  She also stated that the software was entering its final stages of depreciation because technology were constantly upgrading.  She then requested approval of the following Resolution #16-84 to procure the upgrade through the proposal process rather than bids.

In Re:  Dominion Power Plant


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff would be submitting the Support and Benefit Report to the Virginia State Corporation Commission on January 5, 2016 for the proposed Greensville Power Station. The SCC hearing was scheduled for January 12, 2016.  He stated that the report contained key elements of project that included the proposed site, resolutions of support from both the Board of Supervisors and the Water and Sewer Authority, road improvements, plans for the provision of utilities and also the long and short term benefits.  He then requested approval of the following Resolution #16-85.

RESOLUTION #16-85

REQUEST APPROVAL OF THE PROPOSED GREENSVILLE POWER STATION TO THE VIRGINA STATE CORPORATION 

WHEREAS Virginia Electric and Power Company (Dominion) filed a petition with the Virginia State Corporation Commission (SCC) for a certificate of public convenience and necessity and for approval to construct and operate the Greensville Power Station on or about July 1, 2015; and,

WHEREAS The location of the proposed power station in Greensville County is supported by the Greensville County Board of Supervisors and the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority; and,


WHEREAS  To support the proposed station, the County entered into an agreement with the City of Emporia to include the provision of a redundant water supply to allow up to 50% of the water demand from a water source other than the Nottoway River; and,


WHEREAS The County and Authority have partnered with Dominion in many ways to make this proposed power plant possible; and,


WHEREAS The construction of the Greensville Power Station will generate tax revenue for Greensville County in the form of Public Service Corporation taxes; and

WHEREAS Greensville County is also expected to benefit from the construction of the Greensville Power Station by the generation of construction jobs and long term jobs that will operate the Greensville Power Station after construction is complete; and,

WHEREAS the economic development of Greensville County is a priority of the Board of Supervisors.


 BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors requests the Virginia State Corporation Commission approve Dominion’s request for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and to construct and operate the Greensville Power Station.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #16-85.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

Mr. Whittington then requested approval of the following Resolution #16-86 authorizing Mrs. Natalie Slate to serve as the representative and submit a grant to the Federal EDA in support of the water extension project for the Dominion Power Plant.

Economic Development Administration

economic development assistance grant
WHEREAS Greensville County and the City of Emporia are rural areas of Virginia; and,

WHEREAS Since the US recession, the community has struggled to regain their economic ground; and,


WHEREAS With the investment and job creation of Dominion Power the County will have 45 permanent high skill, high paying jobs; and,


WHEREAS The development of MAMaC will bring a probable 1,000+ high skilled, high paying jobs; and,


WHEREAS The project will construct a new 14” waterline along Otterdam Road and replace an existing 8” waterline on Allen Road with a 16” waterline to serve both the new Dominion Generation Plant and the future MAMaC clients; and

WHEREAS the Greensville County Board of Supervisors, along with the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority, wishes to apply to the US Economic Development Administration for a grant of $2,713,774 to assist in the $3,876,820 project and allocate the additional $1,163,046 to the project; and,

WHEREAS the economic development of Greensville County is a priority of the Board of Supervisors.


 BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for $2,713,774 through the EDA Economic Development Assistance Program for the extension of water services to a new industrial client and the MAMaC site.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Natalie B. Slate, Deputy Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this Grant Application.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #16-86.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Information Technology Requests


Mrs. Brenda Parson stated that in August, the County received the resignation of an employee who was part of the IT department.  She stated that there had always been two employees in that department and since August, Ryan Aerni had been handling all of the IT work and had been doing a really good job.  She also stated that he had recommended some alternatives that Staff may want to look at regarding the future of the IT department.  She then stated that Mr. Aerni would be approaching the Board with some of those alternatives as a vision of the IT department in the future.


Mr. Aerni approached the Board of Supervisors stating that the IT Department had explored two different alternatives for budget requests.  He then stated the two alternatives were as follows:  

Alternative 1


Mr. Aerni stated that he would like to look at using a consultant for E-Mail, Anti-Virus, Web Filter, Disaster Recovery Data Backup, Patch Management, County Web Site Server, and Management Services. He stated that with these services, it would eliminate a lot of the reoccurring license and renewal fees with software and network peripherals. He also stated that it would help eliminate on site hourly consultant costs for server support.  He then stated that the total request for this option was $235,803, which was an increase of $54,235 from the current year $181,568. 
Alternative 2


Mr. Aerni stated that he had included the cost of filling the vacant Technician position and not outsourcing the consulting services. He stated that in this budget request there would be no outside services, so he had added the cost of expected hourly on-site consultant support for any network and server outages. He also stated that he included the cost of software updates and license renewals on the E-Mail server, Anti-Virus, and Web Filter. Mr. Aerni stated that the total request for this option was $308,571, which was an increase of $127,003 from the current year $181,568.


Mr. Aerni stated that he recommended Alternative 1, because of the greater efficiency and security of the network that would be gained, plus a savings of $72,768 over alternative 2. He stated that with this option, the County would have the least risk of any outages and data loss. He also stated that he believed that this option would greatly help the County’s network move forward in the right direction.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to accept the recommended Option #1.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
