In Re:  Drexel Pierce with the VPI Extension Agency – 4-H Presentation

Mr. Pierce addressed the Board of Supervisors and introduced the members from the Greensville/Emporia Teen Club who had been observing the Board of Supervisors meeting so far on Parliamentary Procedures.  He stated that in October, they had an interactive training to reinforce the importance of Parliamentary Procedures.  He also introduced the President of the Club, Mr. Jalen Anderson and the Vice-President, Ms. Tiffany Posey.  He further asked that the parents of the club members that were present to stand for recognition.

Ms. Tiffany Posey, Vice-President addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she had been in the 4-H Program for eight years.  She stated that she was currently serving as Vice-President of the Teen Club for the 2015-2016 year.  She then described the experiences and programs that she had learned from during her years with the 4-H Program.

Mr. Jalen Anderson, President of the Teen Club, also serving as one of the State Cabinet Members of the Virginia 4-H, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he had been serving as President for the past three years and Vice-President for one year and had become very involved with leadership roles.  He then described the learning experiences and activities that helped him with his leadership role in the 4-H Program.

Mr. Pierce then stated that there was a 27% increase in 4-H participation and members, leaving a total of 1,276 kids not only exposed to 4-H but that were doing different projects.  He then thanked the Board of Supervisors for its support.

In Re: E.A.G.L.E.S. Scholarship Agreement


Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that for years Greensville County was a partner in the CARES Program which sponsored classes in Grades K-12.  She stated that two classes were graduated over the span of many years and those students went on to find jobs or pursue other educational opportunities.  She also stated that Staff was looking to replace the CARES Program with support in a different way; which was going to be through the E.A.G.L.E.S. Scholarship Program.  She further stated that E.A.G.L.E.S stood for "Emporia and Greensville Leads Everyone to Success".  Mrs. Parson stated that the agreement stated that the City and the County both as joint partners would appropriate $10,000 a year to further the educational opportunities of students graduating from Greensville County High School.  She then stated that there was $10,000 in the budget for the current year that would allow any student graduating from High School to go tuition and fee free to the local college.  She also stated that the City would be approving a similar agreement and this agreement would be passed on to the community college.  Mrs. Parson stated that the college would apply  the scholarship funds as the last dollars in after other financial opportunities were exhausted for those students qualified to participate in the program.  She then requested approval of the E.A.G.L.E.S Scholarship Agreement.

In Re:  Resolution #16-73 – Approval of Temporary Closure of a Portion of Radium Road


Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating the resolution was needed as a part of the Dominion Power Project, such that Radium Road would be aligned and reconstructed from the Brunswick Road intersection to the Rogers Road intersection.  He stated that in order to complete the realignment, portions of Radium Road must be closed to thru traffic for public access.  He also stated that the road would be maintained as a 10’ traversable path and must be maintained and accessible to County and State Emergency Medical Services at all times. He further stated that the property owner’s access would be maintained at all times along Radium Road.  He then requested approval of Resolution #16-73 for temporary closure of Radium Road.

APPROVING TEMPORARY CLOSURE

OF A PORTION OF RADIUM ROAD (ROUTE 620)



WHEREAS, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors is undertaking the realignment and reconstruction of Radium Road (SR 620), from the Brunswick Road intersection to the Rogers Road intersection as a part of the Dominion Power Greensville Power Plant; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County is realigning and widening a segment of Radium Road (SR 620); and

WHEREAS, in order to complete the Realignment, Greensville County must temporarily close a portion of Radium Road (Route 620), beginning at Brunswick road intersection and ending at Rogers Road intersection, as more particularly shown on the plans entitled "Radium Road Improvements Volumes 1 ", dated October 19, 2015, and prepared by Timmons Group (the "Plans"); and

WHEREAS, Greensville County anticipates that the Closed Road Segments will need to be closed to thru traffic for public access for the following periods by segment:
1. Radium Rd. from Rogers Rd to 0.8 mile north of Rogers Road approximately and no more than 60 consecutive days during the months of January, February, March, and/or April 2016; and
2. Radium Road from Brunswick Road to 0.7 mile south of Brunswick Road  approximately and no more than 60 consecutive days during the months of April, May, June, July, and/or August 2016
 to allow for roadway widening and reconstruction and the installation of drainage improvements; and  

WHEREAS, VDOT has reviewed and supports the proposed closure, subject to the following conditions:
(i)
A Maintenance of Traffic Plan (MOT) has already been provided to VDOT for review 
and has been approved by VDOT.  

(ii)
A minimum ten-foot (10') traversable path must be maintained and be accessible to 
County and State Emergency Medical Services (EMS) at all times during the closure of 
the Closed Road Segment.

(iii)      Property Owner access along the closed portions will be maintained at all times along 
Radium Road.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that, for purposes of public necessity, convenience and general welfare, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the temporary closure of Radium Road (State Route 620) during the months of January, February, March, April, May, June, July and/or August, 2016 as more particularly shown on the attached Plans and in accordance with the above-stated conditions.

In Re:  Resolution #16-74 – Temporary use of Rogers Road Relocation


Mr. Pope stated that as part of the Dominion Power Project, a portion of Rogers Road (State Route 605) must be relocated to the north of the existing road.  He stated that in order to complete the realignment, traffic must be directed to the new portion of Rogers Road with a gravel surface prior to its completion, so that the old portion of Rogers Road could be demolished.  He then requested approval of Resolution #16-74 for the temporary transfer of traffic prior to the completion of Rogers Road.

WHEREAS, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors is undertaking the realignment and reconstruction of Radium Road (SR 620), from the Brunswick Road intersection to the Rogers Road intersection as a part of the Dominion Power Greensville Power Plant; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County is realigning of a segment of Rogers Road (SR 605); and

WHEREAS, in order to complete the Realignment, Greensville County must temporarily sequence the construction for Rogers Road (SR605) relocated to allow traffic on the relocated portion with a gravel surface prior to final paving and completion, and the demolition of existing Rogers Road within the construction limits ” beginning at the Brunswick road intersection and ending at  2.55 miles west of Brunswick Road on Rogers Road, as more particularly shown on the plans entitled " Virginia Electric and Power Company - Greensville County Power Station – Volume IV – Stormwater, Erosion Control & Rogers Road Realignment with latest revision ", dated September 24, 2015, and prepared by Timmons Group (the "Plans"); and

WHEREAS, Greensville County anticipates that the Temporary Road Segment will need to be open to public access for approximately and no more than 180 consecutive days during the months of February, March April, May, June, and/or July 2016 to allow for roadway demolition and realignment and the installation of drainage improvements; and 

WHEREAS, VDOT has reviewed and supports the proposed closure, subject to the following conditions:
3. (i
A Maintenance of Traffic Plan (MOT) has already been provided to VDOT for review 
and has been approved by VDOT.  

4. (ii)
Plans shall be approved by VDOT 

5. 
Right of Way shall be dedicated from DVP to Greensville County

6. 
Rogers Road Relocated shall be constructed per plan to the point of drainage, earthwork 
and Stone base completion, and tie-in to existing Rogers Road at design locations at 
which time traffic will be diverted to the relocated portion of Rogers Road.

7. 
Fluor shall maintain road in a satisfactory operating condition per VDOT direction and 
requirements to include snow removal. Fluor shall pave Rogers Road relocated as soon as 
is practical, and allowed by VDOT.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that, for purposes of public necessity, convenience and general welfare, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the temporary transfer of traffic prior to completion of Rogers Road (State Route 605) during the months of February, March, April, May, June and/or July, 2016 as more particularly shown on the attached Plans and in accordance with the above-stated conditions.

In Re:  Coyote Bounty Program


Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff had received numerous inquiries as to the reinstatement of the Coyote Bounty Program.  He stated that Staff was requesting that the Board of Supervisors consider funding the program that was in the Animal Control budget in the amount of $5,000 for this fiscal year. In Re:  Child Care Center


Mrs. Parson stated that the Board of Supervisors approved a Child Care Center Initiative a while back regarding the provision of a possible child care center being constructed in Greensville County to cover an unmet need in the community.  She stated that it consisted of child care services  that would include times later in the evenings or earlier in the mornings, beyond the normal hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. each day.  She also stated that Staff had procured services of a consultant to provide a program design from the public and one organization responded, which was the YMCA.  She further stated that they had sufficient experience in the field as they had a child care center in their facility and were well equipped to provide Staff guidance regarding the matter.  She further stated Staff was requesting approval of the contract that would also have to go to VDHC for their approval before the YMCA signature could be approved.

Supervisor Ferguson asked how late at night would the hours be extended.  Mrs. Parson stated that Staff had not set the hours at this time but were looking at anywhere from 6:00 p.m. to midnight for afterhours because of all the shift work at the industries and the students who attended the college at night.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Child Care Center Agreement.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
