He then stated that Staff helped erosion issues on highway 58 West by adding stone to several dirt roads and then graded them, Staff was working on problem areas on highway 139 in Jarratt, but it needed to get a little warmer to get more asphalt down because the subgrade was saturated with nothing being under the asphalt.  He also stated that he did invite the Mayor of Jarratt to an allocation hearing held in the fall.  Mr. Lomax stated that the hearings were held every spring and fall and the Mayor would be invited again to request funding for the primary road.  He stated that they formed major cross pipe work on Belmonte Circle, fixed potholes on highway 58 and highway 301 and Doyles Lake Road, cleaned out several cross pipes around the County due to beavers and cut down the high shoulder near Sadlers on Route 58.  He then stated that they had planned to work on Jarratt Avenue, fixed shoulders on Route 634 Bass Road, Route 630 River Road and Route 633 Pine Log Road.  Mr. Lomax stated that the possible completion date for most of that work was from February 6, 13, 15 and March 1st, weather permitting.  He also stated that maintenance wanted to put stone on dirt roads within the next three weeks, ditch and do pipe repair in Walnut Heights.

Mr. Lomax stated that the Route 633 old road was abandoned at the last meeting and the new section was put into the system.  He stated that the Staff would be going out there and re-scoping the project to get a better figure on what it would cost to finish the project and what it cost before the re-scoping.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that Iluka paid for over half of the project and that should cut down on the cost a great deal for the part remaining.  Mr. Lomax stated that the project was $2 million short and was not sure what the remainder of the project would cost but would inform the Board of Supervisors once he found out.  He also stated that a detour would have to be put in place to build the rest of the road.  Mr. Lomax then stated that he would include the figures with the detour and figures without the detour.


Mr. Lomax stated that he and Lin Pope, Director of Planning, had discussed the Otterdam Bridge.  He stated that if his memory served him correctly, the County had agreed to administer the project.  Mr. Whittington stated that the County would be glad to if it was funded through the Revenue Sharing Program.  Mr. Lomax stated that he hoped the application was submitted and that he had not heard anything yet.  Mr. Whittington stated that Staff was waiting on VDOT to provide revenue sharing funding to repair the badly needed section of road and bridge.  He then stated that he did not know of any better expenditure of money that could be made elsewhere in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

Mr. Lomax stated that the last items included were the two Meherrin bridges on  Interstate 95 that were scheduled to be advertised in July, 2015 with a fall construction date.  Mr. Whittington asked that a timetable be supplied regarding the project.  Mr. Lomax stated that it would be a difficult project.  Mr. Lomax stated that an estimated timeline would be about two years or more.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if any traffic would be allowed on the bridges during construction.  Mr. Lomax stated yes; that VDOT would try and maintain traffic flow throughout the life of the project with the only gap being when VDOT ties in the old and new bridges because of the short distance from Exit 11 and the bridges.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that there were a lot of ditches closed in on the secondary roads.  Mr. Lomax stated that they had a new contract that started this week to go outside of what VDOT was providing to clear the ditches.   He then asked if Mr. Lomax foresaw that the dirt could go back to the landowners when the ditches were done on their property.  Mr. Lomax stated not at this time, that the property owners would have to request a waste area.  Supervisor Ferguson stated that he would provide him a list of people that was interested in having a waste area.

Supervisor Vaughan asked that Mr. Lomax go out and look at Route 621 and Route 619 regarding the pavement being broken up along the roadside.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if research had been done on extending the overlay further up the Brink Road and Hwy 611.  Mr. Lomax stated that he did not think there was enough funding but he would check on it.  He stated that a lot of the funding went to primary roads.

Mr. Whittington asked if there was anyone present who wished to address the Board of Supervisors to come forward and state their name and address for the record. There was no one.

In Re:  Comprehensive Services Act

Mrs. Parson stated that Greensville County was the fiscal agent for the Comprehensive Services program and Kim Swenson was the Coordinator.  She stated that Mrs. Swenson notified the City and the County recently that available funds for payment of services were fast diminishing.  She also stated that by Mrs. Swenson’s estimation, a total of $135,000 would be needed to pay for billings for the remainder of this fiscal year.  She further stated that the County and the City representatives met and discussed how best to alleviate the cash flow problem by which the County and the City shared all expenses for services provided by 55%/45% respectively.  Mrs. Parson then stated that an appropriation of $100,000, split between the County and the City as designated, along with the anticipated reimbursements from the State, would provide the needed funds for the remainder of the fiscal year.  She stated that Staff recommended appropriating the funds from fund balance and issuing a check for $55,000 by Budget Amendment Resolution #15-101 contingent upon the City also approving payment of their share.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor lee, to approve Staff’s recommendation.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

WHEREAS, the month of February has been set aside as a time to recognize accomplishments by African-Americans; and


WHEREAS, two natives of Southside Virginia, the late Dr. Charles Drew and Dr. Carter G. Woodson, and many others were instrumental in initiating scholarly studies of black history and other historical endeavors; and


WHEREAS, the late Garland P. Faison, was the first African-American to hold elected office in Greensville County; first as Justice of the Peace and then as a member of the Board of Supervisors for 20 years where he was dedicated to improving conditions in the County for all citizens; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors does hereby recognize February 2015 as Black History Month in Greensville County.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors encourages all Greensville County residents to actively pursue information that will enlighten them on the many valuable accomplishments to Greensville County by African Americans.

In Re:  Industrial Development Announcement – CIMC Intermodal Equipment Press Release

Mrs. Natalie Slate, Director of Economic Development addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors welcomed CIMC Intermodal Equipment, an American division of the China International Marine Containers family, the largest builder of shipping containers and chassis in the world. She stated that CIMC Intermodal Equipment had corporate offices in California and would make significant investments to expand its chassis assembly production from South Gate, California to the Greensville County Industrial Park.  She also stated that the new operation with renovations currently was well under way in the former Quality Culvert facility and would create an estimated 40 new jobs as the operation matured.  She also stated that CIMC Intermodal Equipment was a significant employer in Greensville County, and their investment and new job creation was a win for the region as it continued to bounce back from the economic dive in recent years.  She then stated that the new facility in Greensville County would provide the gateway for the east coast market and a production, repair and assembly point for CIMC equipment along with chassis and container parts sales for their domestic customers.  Mrs. Slate stated that the company had provided tens of thousands of chassis to the US intermodal market customers consistently with quality and durable design.  She stated that the CEO, O.H. Buzz Hagen, had appointed Mr. Jim Connell, the company’s Vice President of Engineering Processes, as oversight manager for the project. She also stated that other management team members would be hired from the local available labor pool along with numerous needed employee skilled sets from parts, fork lift drivers, yard truck drivers, assembly persons and office staffing.  Mrs. Slate stated that the new facility would serve as the primary location for chassis production focused on utilizing the Port of Norfolk Virginia for component shipment, all of which required additional US supplied parts with assembly to be completed in the new operation. She then stated that employees interested in applying for positions with CIMC should contact the local Virginia Employment Office and that operations would begin mid February.

In Re:  Grant Award from the Tobacco Commission – Potable Water Storage-Exit #4

Mrs. Slate stated that Greensville County had been awarded $42,865.00 by the Virginia Tobacco Commission in order to enhance the water supply during peak demand at Exit #4.  She stated that about three or four months ago, she presented to the Board of Supervisors that Staff was submitting an application for a $47 thousand project to put a storage tank on the water supply at Ext #4 to serve Wilco Hess, Loves and other commercial development in that area.  She then stated that Staff was excited to receive the award and hoped to get started on the project very shortly.  Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended approval of the contract.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Grant Award from the Tobacco Commission.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Introduction of the new Agriculture Agent, Ms. Nikki Norton


Mr. Drexel Pierce, the Associate Extension Agent with VPI, addressed the Board of Supervisors and introduced Ms. Nikki Norton, the Extension Agent for Agriculture Resources in the central area of crops and soil sciences for the farmers here in the area.  He also stated that her background was in horticulture and she looked forward in developing programs with home and commercial application.  He then stated that she had a Bachelor’s of Science Degree from Old Dominion University and a Master’s of Science Degree in horticulture from the University of Florida.

Ms. Norton addressed the Board stating that she moved here from Fairfax, VA and was happy to be here.  She stated that she was working on different initiatives to help increase profitability and sustainability here in Greensville/Emporia.


The Board of Supervisors welcomed Ms. Norton to the area.  


Supervisor Ferguson stated that he worked for DOC in Lawrenceville, VA and had three greenhouses where he grew hydroponic tomatoes and lettuce and would love for Ms. Norton to take a look at the greenhouses and give him some ideas.  She stated yes.


Mr. Drexel stated that there was now a fully staffed Extension Office that consisted of a Family Consumer Science Agent, an Agriculture Agent and that he ran the 4-H Youth Development Program.  He stated that it was very rare to have County partnership with three agents and they were working very hard for the citizens of the County.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if there were good participation.  Mr. Drexel stated that there were 2200 members enrolled in 4-.  He then thanked the Board of Supervisors for their support.
