In Re:  Certification of Signatures and Address


Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Department of Housing and Community Development required all localities receiving grant funds to authorize two individuals to execute draw down requests for CDBG projects.  He then stated that Staff recommended that the Board of Supervisors authorize K. David Whittington and Brenda Parson to sign CDBG draw down requests.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Staff’s recommendation.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Appointment of Section 504 Coordinator and 504 Grievance Procedures


Mr. Pope stated that the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) adopted policies and procedures to assure non discrimination based on handicap and program activities receiving federal and financial assistance.  He stated that all local government recipients of CDBG grant funds awarded by DHCD must assure compliance regarding Non-Discrimination Notices; Appointment of 504 Coordinator; Effective Program Outreach and Communication; Grievance Procedures and Conduct a Self Evaluation.  He also stated that for the Washington Park Community Development Block Grant, Phase V, the County must appoint a 504 Coordinator and approve the Grievance Procedures.  Mr. Pope then stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors approve Charles M. Veliky, Building/Fire Official to serve as the Section 504 Coordinator and requested approval of the Grievance Procedures.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Staff’s recommendations.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan


Mr. Pope stated that as required by the Department of Housing and Community Development, the County must adopt a Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan for Washington Park CDBG Grant, Phase V.  He stated that all grantees must commit to minimizing project-related displacement and the hardships it imposes.  He also stated that the statutory and regulatory requirement of the commitment insured that individuals who were displaced or relocated because of project activity were fairly and fully compensated in LMI dwelling units demolished or converted to non-LMI dwelling uses were replaced.  He then stated that Staff recommended approval of the Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if a house had to be torn down, was it the same scenario that the person had to have a place to reside.  Mr. Pope stated yes that a vacant house or two was available as a temp house while the new house was being built and at the end of the project the temp houses would be filled with people that were qualified for the program.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve the Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Fair Housing Certification


Mr. Pope stated that as required by the Department of Housing and Community Development, the County must agree to take at least one action to affirmatively further fair housing each grant year, during the life of the project.  He then stated that Staff recommended that the County agree to take at least one action each grant year to further fair housing.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Fair Housing Certification.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Adoption of Section 3 Business and Employment Plan

Mr. Pope stated that as required by the Department of Housing and Community Development, the County must adopt a Business & Employment Plan for Washington Park CDBG Grant, Phase V.
