In Re: Tommy Catlett, Residency Administrator with VDOT

Mr. Catlett addressed the Board of Supervisors and reported on the following:
· I-95 Meherrin River Bridge Project – Mr. Catlett stated that the contractor was grading and adding top soil on the slope in both directions.

· The contractor is continuing to address punch list items and the project should be completed next week.

· There will be no lane closures after Wednesday afternoon and would not begin back on project until noon on Monday.
· Have 13 bridge repairs on I-95 that was currently ongoing and the crew was currently working on Exit 12 that would be closed for another two-three weeks.

· The contractor had completed mowing throughout the County.

· Liberty Road was under review for safety improvements.

· Chambliss Road was under review for speed limits.

· VDOT had met with the contractor for the Jarratt Avenue FDR; however, they have not received a schedule from him yet.

Supervisor Conwell stated that Otterdam Road had not been mowed at all.  

Chairman Ferguson stated that on the Brink Road there was a speed limit sign as you enter into the City limits at the bridge.  He stated that there was not a speed limit sign on the other side going out of town and that a man had received a ticket for speeding.  He then asked Mr. Catlett if a speed limit sign could be installed on the right hand side, leaving the City limits, to avoid confusion.  Mr. Catlett stated that Staff would have the sign installed.

Supervisor Cain stated that he and Mr. Catlett had met on Liberty and Low Ground Road and wanted to know how things were progressing.  Mr. Catlett stated that VDOT was waiting for the outfall ditches to be cleaned. He stated that VDOT would not be cleaning the outfall ditches and that it was the responsibility of the County.  He also stated that environmental permits would need
 to be obtained.  He then stated that he had sent information to the County regarding what would be required or needed from an environmental standpoint.
Supervisor Bryant stated that he had called VDOT several months ago regarding a beaver dam and he still had not received a call back.  Mr. Catlett stated that he had been told the beaver dam had been removed.  Supervisor Bryant stated that the beaver dam had been moved two spaces down.

Supervisor Conwell asked if VDOT intended to clean any ditches and shared some photos of Grassy Pond Road.  Mr. Catlett stated yes.  Supervisor Conwell stated that water running across the roads could cause some serious accidents.
Chairman Ferguson stated that there was a serious problem with water standing in the roads.

Supervisor Cain stated that the ditches needed to be cleaned on Moonlight Road and the ditch needed to be cut at Mr. Bryant’s house on Sussex Drive.

Supervisor Bryant commented on pipes under highways caving in in some areas, specifically on Hilltop Lane that was causing water to build up.

Mr. Catlett stated that VDOT had rules and regulations in place for people to put in driveway pipe.  He stated that unfortunately, VDOT did not get the call for assistance.

Chairman Ferguson asked if some type of protocol needed to be in place.  


Supervisor Cain stated that Mr. Catlett told him that if people bought the pipe for the driveways, VDOT would install them.  Mr. Catlett stated that it was a case-by-case basis.

Supervisor Conwell wanted to know the status of Jarratt Avenue.  Mr. Catlett stated that he did not have a start date from the contractor yet.  He stated that the project had been awarded and VDOT was waiting on a schedule and the necessary paperwork before starting
.  He also stated that some of the drainage issue
s stemmed from outfalls about 10 years ago and they do not do outfall ditches anymore.

Chairman Ferguson and Supervisor Bryant stated that they had an issue regarding Moores
 Ferry Road and the community had presented the Board with a petition at the
ir last meeting.  He also wanted to know if there was anything that could 
be done to make the road safer for the residents of that area.  He then stated that log trucks were speeding and vehicles were struggling to stay in the road.  Chairman Ferguson then stated speeding log trucks combined with the condition of the ditches, forced drivers off the road.

Mr. Herbert Scott addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that VDOT installed pipes where they wanted to install
 them.  He stated that he had asked VDOT to put in a pipe for him and VDOT told him that they no longer provided that service.  He also stated that he notice
d that VDOT had put in a pipe
 for another resident.  He further stated that after talking with Mr. Lomax, he sent someone out to put in the pipe, as well as another person’s pipe.  Mr. Scott stated that either VDOT had an existing policy or not. 

Mr. Scott stated that for the last 24 years he had been fighting to get a bridge installed.  He stated that it finally happened.  He also stated that after all that work a crew came to install the railings, installing them to narrow.  Mr. Scott stated that he was told that the bridge was supposed to have four railings only 25 feet on each end for a total of 100 feet.  He further stated that 100 feet was put in on each end instead of 25 feet and the black top was not installed up far enough inside the railings 
making the bridgework horrible.  Mr. Scott wanted to know if the bridge could be fixed because it was too narrow to pass another vehicle and could cause a serious accident.


Chairman Ferguson asked Mr. Catlett to have his crew go out and see what could be done.

Mr. Neal Mitchell, Moores
 Ferry Road, thanked VDOT for the work that was done in the past week.  He stated there was a big improvement with the drainage issues but there was still more ditch work to be done.

Mr. Jamie Bryant, Low Ground Road, stated that during heavy rains, coming off of Little Low Ground Road onto Creek Road, was an accident waiting to happen as water stood there because it was nowhere for it to go. He also stated that the drop off to the ditches was steep and the culvert pipes (underneath the roads) were caving in, including Hill Top Lane.

Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board stating that when people put in new entrances and came in for a building permit, they had to get a land use permit from VDOT.  He stated that Staff had been directing people to Mrs. Temple, 
with VDOT
, because she handles those permits and there was a process for installation of driveway pipe.


He also stated that regarding the issues on Low Ground Road and other areas in reference to the ditches that were stopped up, VDOT did not have outfall easements.  He stated that Staff would have to start a project and get a Preliminary Engineering Report prepared to determine which environmental permits would be needed.  He also stated that the report would come with an estimate and Staff would have to find the resources to
 fund the project.  He further stated that the cost would be determined by the site and drainage area.  Mr. Pope stated that this would determine what federal and state permits were necessary and then Staff would receive a budget.  He stated that once Staff received the budget, it could develop a project
.

Mr. Catlett stated that he would have a safety study done on Moores
 Ferry Road incorporating all the curve advisory signs or any other type of signs needed in the area.  He stated that he could also have a speed limit study done in the area.

Supervisor Cain asked if anything had been done regarding signs and speed limit for the EW Wyatt School.  Mr. Catlett stated that he had notified an individual on the School Board and told her that VDOT was in agreement with them installing the signs but they would have to enter into the agreement.  He then stated that he would provide the school with the cost to install the signs.

In Re:  E.A.G.L.E.S Scholarship Program Administrative Agreement

Mrs. Parson stated that this agreement was between the County and the Southside Virginia Education Center Board of Directors.  She stated that there were a few small changes noted in red on the second page of the agreement.  She further stated that Staff had incorporated into the scholarship program, the Fast Forward Certification Programs.  She also stated that the cost associated with those programs were much higher than full-time enrollment in the academic programs. Mrs. Parson stated that Staff believed that the County could not fund the full amount for those programs.  She stated that a cap had been placed on the Fast Forward Programs of $2,500.  She also stated that the E.A.G.L.E.S Scholarship funds would be determined after other grant funds had been applied noting that Greensville County would be the last dollar in.  Mrs. Parson stated that Staff was requesting approval of the agreement.


Supervisor Bryant moved, seconded by Supervisor Conwell, to approve the Administrative Agreement.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.

In Re:  Greensville/Emporia Transit Policies


Mr. Reggie Owens addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Greensville/Emporia Transit Advisory Board worked on developing the advertising policy to 
offer advertising inside and outside of the GET buses.  He stated that doing so, Staff would rent space on the bus to business
es and developed a guideline for the type
s of material, rules and regulations regarding what you could and could not advertise.  He also stated that the advertising rates for outside advertising was
 one-quarter
 period or you could use three months, one time at the rate of $600 and if the businesses elected to do consecutive advertising, then there would be a small discount.  Mr. Owens stated that the advertising contract was pending the final approval by the County Attorney.

Supervisor Conwell moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant, to approve the Greensville/Emporia Transit Policies.  Voting aye: Supervisors Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.
