In Re:  Mrs. Pamela Lifsey, Treasurer – Delinquent Real Estate and Personal Property Tax List

In Re: Contract with the Commonwealth of Virginia, Department of Health

Mrs. Brenda Parson stating that the FY2015 Local Government Agreement between Greensville County and the Virginia Health Department identified the amount that Greensville County contributed to the operation of the local health department.  She stated that the contribution was in the amount of $97,410 which was approved in the County’s budget process.  She then stated that Staff was recommending approval of the agreement.

In Re:  Resolution #16-10 in Support of the Special Projects Application for a Wetland Bank to Support the RIFA Projects


Mrs. Natalie Slate stated that currently there was only one wetland mitigation bank in the watershed for Greensville County that sells wetland’s credits.  She stated that it was becoming an issue as the County was doing more and more projects, especially with the Mega Site Project.  She also stated that a preliminary estimate had been conducted by Enviro-Utilities to build the County’s own wetland mitigation bank so that the County could mitigate wetlands on different project sites into the County’s own bank without having to buy from the wetland bank in the watershed.  She further stated that an estimate had been put together for a consulting engineer to complete engineering land purchase and permit for a 78 acre wetland bank.  Mrs. Slate stated that it was not to only purchase the land but to get through all of the studies and have the design done was approximately $81,000.  She then stated the Tobacco Commission had a Special Projects Grant which had to be three localities together applying for the grant in which the County had through RIFA that included Greensville County, Mecklenburg County already and the City of Emporia.  She stated the grant was a $1 for $1 match so in order to apply for the $81,000; the RIFA would have to commit to $40,500 match.  Mrs. Slate stated that by way of Resolution #16-10, the County’s Board of Supervisors was allowing Staff to apply under Greensville County’s name for the $40,500 in supporting the application for the RIFA to submit and authorization that Mr. Whittington sign appropriate documents.

TOBACCO COMMISSION SPECIAL PROJECTS GRANT 

WETLAND MITIGATION BANK ENGINEERING
WHEREAS currently there is one wetland mitigation bank in the watershed for Greensville County that sells wetland credits; and,

WHEREAS the MAMaC RIFA has several projects coming up in the future that will require wetland mitigation; and,


WHEREAS the MAMaC RIFA members have the same issue of a lack of wetland mitigation banks in their watershed; and,


WHEREAS the MAMaC RIFA was organized with a revenue sharing component to develop industrial projects in the three partner localities; and,


WHEREAS a preliminary estimate has been conducted by EnviroUtilities, a consulting engineering firm, to complete the engineering and permitting for a 50 acre wetland bank; and

WHEREAS the Greensville County Board of Supervisors, with the support of the MAMaC RIFA wishes to apply to the Tobacco Commission Special Projects Committee for a grant of $40,500 to assist in the $81,000 project and allocates the additional $40,500 to the project; and,

WHEREAS the economic development of Greensville County is a priority of the Board of Supervisors.


 BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for $40,500 through the Tobacco Commission Special Projects Grant for the wetland mitigation bank engineering and permitting.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that K. David Whittington is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this Economic Allocation Grant Application.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #16-10 in support of the Special Project Application.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Procurement of Computer Software for the Sheriff’s Office

Mr. Whittington addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Resolution #16-11 was a determination to Procure Goods and Non Professional Services by Competitive Negotiation and that the Code of Virginia required that Goods and Non Professional Services to be procured by competitive negotiation rather than competitive sealed bidding and that the Governing Body should adopt a resolution declaring its intent to procure by competitive negation and stating the reasons therefore.  He stated that Staff wished to secure the services to update the computer aided dispatching software and the recording equipment operated out of the Sheriff’s Office as well as the mapping software for the GIS.  He further stated that all of the software and equipment would be used by the Sheriff’s Office.  He also stated that the maintenance by the vendor of the software and equipment would terminate as of September, 2015. He then stated that Staff now needed to start looking for the next generation of software so that the dispatching office could function as its usual high level of efficiency. Mr. Whittington stated that Staff would much rather solicit new software and the equipment by RFP rather than by bids.  He then requested approval of the following resolution.
RESOLUTION #16-11

DETERMINATION TO PROCURE GOODS AND NONPROFESSIONAL SERVICES BY COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATION


WHEREAS, Virginia code Section 2.2-4303.C requires that when goods and nonprofessional services are to be procured by competitive negotiation, rather than by competitive sealed bidding, the governing body shall adopt a resolution declaring its intent to procure by competitive negotiation, and stating the reasons therefore; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia (“Board”), wishes to request proposals for updating of the 1) computer aided dispatching software , 2) mapping software for GIS and 3) voice recording equipment, all of which are used by the Greensville County Sheriff’s Office; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that procurement of said equipment and services by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the best interests of Greensville County citizens would be served by procurement of said equipment and services by competitive negotiation to afford vendors some flexibility in making proposals, and enable the County Staff to evaluate the proposals regarding equipment and services to be procured.


IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board has determined that procurement of computer software services and voice recording equipment by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens, and that the said services and equipment should therefore be procured by competitive negotiation.
