Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, addressed the Board stating that on July 8, 2020, at 3:00 p.m., Staff received RFP’s from two vendors for a new Caterpillar D6 Tract Type Dozer or equivalent for the County’s Landfill.  He stated that James River Equipment Company submitted an RFP for a John Deer 850L Waste Handler Crawler Dozer LGP at a quote of $404,507.  He also stated that Carter Machinery also submitted a quote for a Caterpillar D6 Track Type Dozer at a quote of $491,148. He then stated that Staff was recommending approval of the following resolution for the RFP submitted by James River Equipment Company for a 2020 John Deere 850L Waste Handler Crawler Dozer LGP.
RESOLUTION #21-11
PROCUREMENT OF CATERPILLAR D6 TRACK TYPE LANDFILL DOZER OR EQUIVALENT FOR THE GREENSVILLE COUNTY LANDFILL

WHEREAS, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors at their June 1, 2020 meeting authorized County staff to begin the RFP process for the procurement of a new Caterpillar D6 Track Type Landfill Dozer or equivalent; and
WHEREAS the existing landfill dozer was out of service and the landfill was having to rent a dozer until a new one could be procured; and
WHEREAS, on July 2, 2020, Carter Machinery Company, Inc. submitted a proposal for a new 2020 caterpillar D6 Track Type Dozer; and
WHEREAS, on July 7, 2020, James River Equipment submitted a proposal for a new 2020 John Deere 850L Waste Handler Crawler Dozer LGP; and
WHEREAS, after reviewing and evaluating all proposals submitted in response to the RFP, Greensville County Staff has determined that the contract should be awarded to James River Equipment Company for the lease of a new landfill dozer.


IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Greensville County Board of Supervisors as follows:

1. The Board hereby awards the contract to James River Equipment for a new 2020 John Deere 850L Waste Handler Crawler Dozer LGP; and
2. Adoption of this Resolution constitutes publication of the Board’s award of said contract; and

In Re:  COVID-19 Update


Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board stating that based on the positive case numbers from Crater Health District as of Friday, July 15, 2020, Greensville and Emporia now had 482 positive cases of COVID-19 in the community.  He stated that due to the increase in positive cases, citizens should practice social distancing (6 feet apart), wash hands frequently or use hand sanitizer when soap and water were not available, limit gathering to groups of 10 or less people, wear a mask when in public and clean frequently touched surfaces often.  
Mr. Owens stated that Greensville County would distribute masks and hand sanitizer on Monday, July 27, 2020 from 9:00 a.m. until 11:00 a.m. behind the Golden Leaf Commons and from 2:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m. at the Jarratt Fire Station.  He also stated that the same would be completed on Tuesday, July 28 from 9:00 a.m. until 11 a.m. at the Washington Park Community Center and from 2:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m. at the Skippers Voting Precinct.  He further stated that supplies for the giveaway was part of the Governor’s Task Force for a healthier Virginia.  Mr. Owens stated that Delegate Tyler and her Staff was instrumental in having Greensville County as part of this “Pilot Program”. He stated that supplies were bagged and would be distributed in a “Drive Thru” layout that did not require citizens to get out of their car to receive their free PPE during the giveaway.

Mr. Owens stated that Greensville County and the Crater Health District conducted a “Drive Thru” testing clinic at the Jarratt Fire Station on July 9, 2020 from 6:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m.  He stated that a total of 20 people were tested with 10 citizens pre-registered and 10 citizens registered on site.  He also stated that Staff timed the pre-registered citizens and they were in and out in less than three minutes.
