In Re:  Public Hearing

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding the Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code, the Six Year Plan and the 2015 Tax Ordinance.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to go into Public Hearing.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code 

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff was recommending approval of the proposed amendment to the Greensville County Code Section 18-24. Fees and Charges: to increase the tipping fees at the landfill for household, commercial and industrial waste from $47.00 per ton to $48.00 per ton and for institutional waste from $53.00 per ton to $55.00 per ton.

Mr. Owens stated that the amendment was advertised for two consecutive weeks as required by the procurement law.  He stated that Staff had not received any comments and was requesting approval of the Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code.


Mr. Whittington asked if there were any public comments regarding the proposed increase of tipping fees at the landfill.  There were none.

-----



In Re:  Six-Year Plan


Mr. Jerry Kee addressed the Board of Supervisors and reviewed the 2016 funding for Greensville County.  He stated that Greensville County had $37,529 in telecommunication fees which was basically all of the new funding for Greensville County.  He stated that money was being funded towards the Otterdam Road Project.  He then reviewed the Priority List as follows:  Independence Church Road (Route 633) 1.5 mile south of Route 693 was completed and awaiting financial closure and taken off the next plan. He also stated that the next Independence Church Road project funding was in the amount of approximately $1.4 million for the second half of construction and the project needed funding of about $2.4 million to complete.  Mr. Kee stated that the third project on the list was the Otterdam Road Project which was being funded by Revenue Sharing and the County was conducting a LAP.  He stated that he received approval Friday for the additional Revenue Sharing funds and would be sending the paperwork to the County.  He further stated that he had received approval on the next section of Otterdam Road in the amount of $1.2 million and would be preparing the paperwork on that also.  He then mentioned the remaining projects on the priority list, a copy of which is incorporated herein by reference.  He then asked the Board of Supervisors if there were any questions.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if he knew when the next portion of Independence Church Road would begin.  Mr. Kee stated that the estimated date would be 2018.  Supervisor Ferguson stated that the project had been on the six-year plan for 32 years.


Mr. Whittington stated that the highway department had arranged for the repaving of streets in Westover Hills and Walnut Heights and that the contractor had done a wonderful job thus far.  He also stated that there had been some questions about the extension of the paving further down Riverview Road.  Mr. Kee stated that he had spoken with the contractor today and it was noted that they should be in there by the end of the week for completion.  Mr. Whittington further stated that in certain areas there were some driveways and mailboxes that still needed rock in order to match the elevation of the pavements in front of the driveways and mailboxes. He asked if the contractors were completely finished or would they be coming back.  Mr. Kee stated that they would be returning to do the driveways and mailboxes and if the contractor did not, VDOT would have it taken care of.   Mr. Whittington then stated that the construction contract for Otterdam Road, Phase I had been discussed and now the appropriate authorizations from VDOT had been received to award the construction contract to Curtis Contracting this week.  Mr. Kee stated that the paperwork should be received by the County within a day or two.

Supervisor Lee asked if it was scheduled to cut the shoulders for grass in the area.  Mr. Kee stated that Kevin was working in the areas right now but he was unsure of which area he was in at this time but would get back with Mr. Whittington to give an update.  He also stated that the contractor had completed all the primaries. 


Supervisor Ferguson asked about the ditch cleanouts.  Mr. Kee stated that the ditch cleanout contractor was under contract now but he did not think he was in Greensville County but Kevin would be getting with him on cleaning some areas.  He also stated that they were limited to three trucks and the contractor was being used in about six places.

Supervisor Ferguson then asked if there was anything the County or state could do regarding the six year plan projects that had been on the list for years.  Mr. Kee stated that the only option available was the Revenue Sharing Projects.  He stated that the funding was so limited for state funding that if the Revenue Sharing money was there, it could be used.  Mr. Whittington asked how much additional funding was needed for Route 633 in order for it to be completed.  Mr. Kee stated that it needed $2.4 million and $1.5 million was available.  Mr. Whittington stated that the County would have to come up with $900,000 on the project to be split between Revenue Sharing Program and Greensville County.  Mr. Kee stated yes.  Mr. Whittington stated that if the County wanted to pursue completing the project, it would cost Greensville County $450,000.  He then stated that it would be very difficult to borrow the money for road projects unless the road could be used as collateral and, of course,  that could not happen.


Mr. Whittington then asked if there were any public comments regarding the Proposed Six-Year Plan.  There were none.


Supervisor Ferguson then asked if the state was still maintaining the dirt road beside Macedonia Road that was never paved.  Mr. Kee stated that it was scheduled to be done with the reclamation machine to fix the bad spots and VDOT would be paving the road.  Supervisor Ferguson also stated that he had contacted Kevin twice regarding Gaston Road where a couple of bad holes were located at the store right before you turn to go to Gaston NC.  He stated that it had been patched two or three times but the holes kept coming back.  Mr. Kee stated that he would  have Kevin go out there.  


Mr. Kee stated that the intersection at Macedonia Road should be completed by tomorrow.

AMENDMENT TO GREENSVILLE COUNTY CODE

Chapter 18

SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT

Section 18-24. Fees and Charges, (a), (b) (c)and (d)

(a) A fee of $0.24 per pound ($48.00 per ton) shall be charged for all household solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(b) A fee of $0.024 per pound ($44.00 per ton) shall be charged for all commercial solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(c) A fee of $0.024 per pound ($48.00 per ton) shall be charged for all industrial solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(d) A fee of $0.027.5 per pound ($55.00 per ton) shall be charged for all institutional solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(e) A fee of $0.0475 per pound ($95.00 per ton) shall be charged for all tires disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(f) A fee of $0.005 per pound ($10.00 per ton) shall be charged for clean un-bagged yard waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

SIX-YEAR PLAN


WHEREAS, Sections 33.1-23 and 33.1-23.4 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, provides the opportunity for each county to work with the Virginia Department of Transportation in developing a Secondary Six-Year Road Plan; and


WHEREAS, this Board had previously agreed to assist in the preparation of this Plan, in accordance with the Virginia Department of Transportation policies and procedures, and participated in a public hearing on the proposed Plan (2016 through 2021) as well as the Construction Priority List (2016/2021) on June 1, 2015 after duly advertised so that all citizens of the County had the opportunity to participate in said hearing and to make comments and recommendations concerning the proposed Plan and Priority List; and


WHEREAS, Joseph E. Lomax, II, Residency Administrator, Virginia Department of Transportation, appeared before the Board and recommended approval of the Six-Year Plan for Secondary Road (2016 through 2021) and the Construction Priority List (2016/2021) for Greensville County.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that since said Plan appears to be in the best interests of the Secondary Road System in Greensville County and of the citizens residing on the Secondary System, said Secondary Six-Year Plan (2016 through 2021) and Construction Priority List (2016/2021) are hereby approved as presented at the public hearing.


Supervisor Vaughan moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #15-150.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Rick Franklin with the Emporia-Greensville Airport Commission

Mr. Rick Franklin addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave an update regarding the projects at the airport.  He reviewed some of the projects completed or underway stating that there were some interesting points regarding some projects for FY2016.  He also stated that some significant projects were planned and some had increased compared to some of the same instruments he had given before regarding the capital outlay plan.  He further stated that problems existed with both the construction of a hanger in an attempt to attract more airplanes so that the airport could get more federal money, and also in addition to that, the Commission was working to try and get a taxi way constructed for the whole length of the runway.  He stated that it also had wetlands.  Mr. Franklin stated that they were currently conducting a wetlands delineation that would add several hundred thousands of dollars in cost and they would continue to get grants for those costs.  He stated that federal grants would provide 98% and state grants 80% of the funding.  He also stated that the adjustment of the tax on aircraft was an attempt to attract more aircraft so that the Commission could retain $150,000 per year in federal funds that they gave to small airports.  He further stated that small and medium size airports did not qualify for large funds unless it was for safety reasons.  He then stated that the Commission would be getting $150,000 per year, for the next few years, if certain criteria were met.  Mr. Franklin stated that it required 10 aircraft and currently seven aircraft were based here.  He then asked if there were any questions.  There were none.
----------



In Re:  Mr. Joe Hubbard and Ms. Carol Webster with District 19 Community Services Board


Mr. Hubbard addressed the Board of Supervisors in reference to the reduction in the FY2016 funding for MHMR.  He asked that the Board of Supervisors consider restoring the funding that was cut from District 19’s budget.  He stated that to his understanding, approximately 75% of the budget was cut due to the closing of the Adult Activity Center.  He also stated that the Board took the action based on a 20 year resolution and over those years, District 19 was not aware of the resolution but had been funding the Adult Activity Services well beyond the appropriation of Greensville County.  He further stated that last year, District 19 funded the Adult Activity Services $137,000 and the amount related to what the Board was cutting amounted to $38,244.  He then stated that there were seven Greensville residents that had attended the Adult Activity Services and were currently being served.  Mr. Hubbard went on to explain in detail the services provided by District19, the amount appropriated to the Adult Activity Services each year by District19 and the amount funded by the County each year to District19.  He again asked that the Board of Supervisors restore the funding cut for the next fiscal year.

Mr. Whittington asked Mr. Hubbard how the County could fund District19 with the same appropriation as before when the Adult Activity Center were no longer in operation and the same services not being provided to the County.  He also asked if the Staff’s recommendation of cutting District 19 was not reasonable considering that the Adult Activity Center was not operational, what did he think was a reasonable level of funding from Greensville County.  Mr. Hubbard stated the funding that had been requested was very reasonable because there were and still are other services provided to the Greensville County residents other than just the services provided by the Adult Activity Center services.  He also stated that District 19 contributes to the Regional Jail in over $500,000 annually each year for the individuals who needed help. He further noted that a formula was agreed upon in a past meeting that the funding be based on 50% population and 50% on services and that the formula had been followed throughout the years and had fairly justified the request from District 19 to the County each year.

Ms. Sherri Saunders with District 19 addressed the Board of Supervisors and reiterated the significance of the funding being restored to District 19 from the County and explained other services provided by District 19 to the Greensville County residents.  She stated that although the Adult Activity Center was no longer operating, the services, case management, medication services, etc., had not stopped and was still being provided by District 19. 

Mr. Whittington asked if the Board deliberated over the issue and decided to appropriate an amount not equal to 6.64% of the total but 6.43% - the actual percentage derived by the formula, which would be a small reduction -would District 19 be satisfied.  Mr. Hubbard stated absolutely.

In Re:  Citizens Comments

Mr. Whittington addressed the public stating that anyone wishing to address the Board of Supervisors to please come forward and state their name and address for the record.  

Mr. Ed Low, representative of the Emporia/Greensville Recreational Association:  He stated that the Association was very excited to announce that Dixie Softball District I Girls Softball Tournament would be coming on June 19 beginning at 6:00 p.m.  He stated that 36 teams of Southside Virginia would be in the tournament at the Meherrin River Park.  He stated that the event was so large that it had to be divided into two weeks with 17 teams playing the first week and 19 teams on the second week.  He also stated that there would be two opening ceremonies, one on June 19 at 6:00 and the second ceremony would be Friday, June 26 at 6:00, weather permitting.  He then invited the Board of Supervisors to attend at least one of the events, if not both, so that they could be recognized for all the support that had been given to the organization.  He also asked that a list be provided stating who would be attending the events.

Mr. Tony Conwell, County Representative in the Nottoway District for the Greensville County School Board for 22 years, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he would not be seeking re-election on the School Board and thanked each Board Member for the continued years of support and commitment shown to him during his tenure.

Mr. Whittington stated that the Board of Supervisors had heard a request from District 19 that the Board of Supervisors restore most, if not all, of the funding that was being recommended by the Staff and tentatively approved by the Board of Supervisors.  He stated that the Board of Supervisors had a choice of staying with the lower figure which was $12,724 or another figure of $49,337 which represented that agreed to local funding amount by formula as discussed in 1999.  He also stated that the decision would affect everything else that was done as far as the General Fund, etc.

Mrs. Parson read the resolution into record stating that if the Board of Supervisors made a change to Fund I, the operating fund, it would increase by $36,613 to allow a higher appropriation for District 19; otherwise, all the totals that were given before would remain the same.

In Re:  Resolution #15-153 – Determination to Procure Goods and Non-Professional Services by Competitive Negotiation

Mr. Whittington stated that there was a need to procure the services of a contractor to transport solid waste containers from the collection sites to the Greensville County Landfill and to various recycling sites. Staff had determined the most efficient way to procure the needed services would be through competitive negotiation to afford vendors some flexibility in making proposals. He recommended approval of the following Resolution # 15-153 authorizing the process. 
RESOLUTION #15-153

DETERMINATION TO PROCURE GOODS AND NONPROFESSIONAL SERVICES BY COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATION


WHEREAS, Virginia code Section 2.2-4303.C requires that when goods and nonprofessional services are to be procured by competitive negotiation, rather than by competitive sealed bidding, the governing body shall adopt a resolution declaring its intent to procure by competitive negotiation, and stating the reasons therefore; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia (“Board”), wishes to request proposals for the transport of solid waste in 20, 30 and 40 cubic yard containers from the eleven (11) solid waste collection sites to the Greensville County Sanitary Landfill and the recycling contractors approved by the Greensville County Board of Supervisors; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that procurement of said equipment and services by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the best interests of Greensville County citizens would be served by procurement of said equipment and services by competitive negotiation to afford vendors some flexibility in making proposals, and enable the County Staff to evaluate the proposals regarding equipment and services to be procured.


IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board has determined that procurement of solid waste transportation services by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens, and that the said services should therefore be procured by competitive negotiation.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #15-153.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
