In Re:  SP-5-15 – Gayle Gilliland

Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant wished to construct a cabin on property owned by his family located 5000’ east of the Gaston Road (State Route 603)/Spring Church Road (State Route 631) intersection.  He also stated that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval with the following conditions:
1. A Special Use Permit is issued for the establishment of a residential dwelling on property identified as Tax Map 54, Parcel 25 to be exclusively used as a cabin.
2. The cabin shall be constructed in accordance with the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code, the Virginia Health Department Regulations and utilize the principle set-back requirements of the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance.

3. The cabin shall not be utilized as rental property.

4. Occupancy shall be limited to 120 days per year.

5. If the family ever wishes to utilize the cabin as a residence, the structure and property must conform to all applicable requirements of the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance as it relates to required road frontage, lot size requirements, etc.

6. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the Special Use Permit.
