Mrs. Parson stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding a Notice of Proposed Amendments to the Greensville County Code – Chapter 18, Solid Waste Management:  Section 18-24. Fees and Charges (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f), a Zoning Matter, SP-4-19 - Sadler Solar Project and a Notice of the Proposed FY20 Budget.

In Re:  Proposed Amendments to the Greensville County Code – Chapter 18, Solid Waste Management:  Section 18-24. Fees and Charges (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f)


Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he had provided an ad to the Independent Messenger to hold a Public Hearing on June 17, 2019. He stated that in 2016, Draper Aden and Associates submitted a report of a financial evaluation on the landfill and gave the County a 20-year plan.  He also stated the plan indicated how much the County would need to increase the tipping fees in order to keep up with the equipment reserve fund and the post-closure reserve fund. Mr. Pope further stated that in keeping up with that schedule, Staff was recommending a proposed increase of $2.00 per ton for solid waste, which would increase the solid waste from $54.00 to $56.00
 per ton.  He stated that a proposed increase of $2.00 was being recommended for institutional waste, which would increase from $59.00 to $61.00 per ton.  He then stated that both increases would become effective July 1, 2019.

In Re:  Zoning Matter, SP-4-19 - Sadler Solar Project


Ms
. Denise Nelson with the Berkley Group, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she would be presenting the Commission’s Report.  She stated that the project was located along Dry Bread Road up
 to the Meherrin River approximately midway between Jones Mill Road and I-95 approximately two miles west of Emporia.  She also stated that the applicant for the project was Virginia Electric and Power Company.  She further stated that the applicant proposed to construct a 100-megawatt (alternating current) photovoltaic solar energy generation facility on two parcels consisting of approximately 1,491 acres.  Ms. Nelson stated that the site was zoned Agricultural and currently consisted of fields, farm paths, wooded areas and natural wetlands. She stated that most of parcel 26-2A and parts of parcel 26-2 were timbered within the last two years.  She also stated there was an existing transmission line on the eastern border of the parcels that allowed for interconnection to the grid.  Ms. Nelson stated that the project involved constructing a permanent switchyard on a five acre parcel that would be divided
 from parcel 26-2A and conveyed to Dominion Energy.  She stated that the switchyard would be permitted by the special use permit in perpetuity and would not be subject to decommissioning.

Ms. Nelson stated that the proposed solar project is the largest presented to Greensville County to date.  She stated that the proposed site was approximately two miles from the City of Emporia and abuts an existing single-family residential land use in the urbans services district
.  She also stated that adequate setbacks and buffer plantings were necessary to mitigate impacts to the rural character and neighboring land use.  Ms. Nelson further stated that in the application material dated March
, 2019 should be included as Attachment A, the applicant stating that the project was designed to minimize impacts on surrounding properties and the neighborhood, avoid, minimize and mitigate impacts to cultural resources, wetlands and streams and preserve the natural environment.  She then stated that a draft decommissioning plan was submitted.
Ms. Nelson stated that the Planning Commission
 had reviewed the application with similar conditions proposed on previous solar generation site applications.  She stated that the Planning Commission recommended approval of the application with few modifications to the conditions in which the County Attorney was in possession of to ensure the conditions were met.  She also stated that the Planning Commission requested moving the switchyard back further from Dry Bread Road to facilitate an easement of at least of 150 feet and the site identified was over 3,000 feet from the road minimizing views or any potential noise impacts.  She further stated that the Planning Commission requested that the fence be included as a typical structure requiring it to be
 within the setback limits suggested.  Ms. Nelson stated that the drawings had been revised to include moving the fence to the 150 feet setback where required except for one small place where they were not able to meet the specifications and the terms were documented in the most recent handout.
Ms. Nelson stated that the Board had three options on whether to approve, defer or deny the application.  She stated that draft language was included in the Planning Commission’s Report for the Board to use but the Board was free
 to make any revisions it saw fit.  She then asked if the Board had any questions.  There were none.

Chairman Ferguson then asked if the citizens had any questions or comments.

Mr. Bert Lynch, 2820 Dry Bread Road, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he was the most southern neighbor bordering the Sadler Solar Project and wanted to come to the meeting in a very appreciative manner.  He stated that last week they attended the Planning Commission meeting to address the substation and switchyard that was 150 feet north of his dwelling.  He also stated that through the efforts of James Tew and Dianne Corsello meeting with them last week were very instrumental in having the substation and switchyard’s setbacks moved to 3,000 feet.  Mr. Lynch stated for them to come out and stand in his driveway spoke as value to him.  He stated that he never opposed the Sadler Solar site but was opposed to the switchyard and substation being directly in front of his home.  He stated that he thought it was a commitment of the community for a project of that magnitude to be in this community.

Mr. Elliott Sadler, 5225 Dry Bread Road, addressed the Board of Supervisors thanking it for all the hard work and research over the past months in reviewing all the projects.  He stated that he appreciated the hours in working with them to make sure they took the necessary steps to do a good job and present a good project, but also to have the least amount of effect on their neighbors.  He also stated that a lot of people knew what type of company Dominion was and what they had done for this community and surrounding areas for the past years regarding both plants that had been built.  He further stated Dominion held itself to high standards, invested in local communities and who they conducted business with, told the true story.  Mr. Sadler stated that he had been able to work with Dominion on this project and they talked about what they could do for local communities and the youths in the community.  He further stated that he knew the people and the Board knew a lot about the project but he wanted everyone to know about the company and what type of people worked for the company.

Ms. Dianne Corsello, the Director of Business Development with Dominion Energy, addressed the Board of Supervisors and thanked them for the time in reviewing their application.  She stated that she appreciated the citizens that spoke on their behalf tonight.  She then reviewed the proposed site plan.  She asked if there were any questions or comments.  There were none.

Mrs

In Re:  Skills USA Group from the Greensville County High School


Ms. Jacqueline Grove, 547 Fiddlers Road, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating she was present with four fellow members of the Greensville County High School USA Group.  She stated that they would be attending the National Convention in Louisville, Kentucky the week of June 24 through June 29.  She also stated that while at the convention, Chapter Display would be competing and two of them would be receiving the Gold Presidential Service Award.  She stated that they had worked hard to get to that level and took pride in representing the Greensville
 County High School.  Ms. Grove then asked for
 a grant for the seven students to help offset expenses towards the trip giving those students an opportunity to grow in many ways.  

Chairman Ferguson asked Ms. Grove what the program entailed.  Ms. Grove stated Skills USA was an organization that was centered on their Career Development Program.  She also stated that all the classes taken helped lead them to whatever career they chose for the future.


Supervisor Bryant asked how much w
ere they requesting.  She stated any amount would help. Supervisor Ferguson then asked how much it would cost per student.  Mr. James Wright stated $3,000 per student which included a week’s stay plus meals, etc.  He stated that the state would be paying for two meals and the school was providing the transportation.

Supervisor Bryant stated that last year the Board approved $600 for them to go to the convention and they did a good job. 

 Supervisor Bryant moved, seconded by Supervisor Conwell, to fund the Group $600.  Chairman Ferguson stated that he would like to fund more to the group, in the amount of $1,000.


Supervisor Bryant amended his motion, seconded by Supervisor Conwell, to fund $1,000.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.

In Re:  Agreement between Greensville County and the Commonwealth’s Attorney


Mrs. Parson stated that Mrs. Watson was present to request a new Assistant Attorney position.


Mrs. Patricia Watson, 6200 East Atlantic Street, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Compensation Board nor the Governor had ever told the County what had to be funded regarding her office.  She stated that this was a new concept that started a couple of years ago when all the body worn cameras were introduced.  She also stated that the Supreme Court and the State Bar involved themselves and basically stated that the Commonwealth Attorney had to review all of the body worn camera footage for every case submitted.  Mrs. Watson further stated that this increased her office’s workload substantially.  She stated that a work study group was formed which included VACo, Commonwealth’s Attorneys, the Supreme Court and others that came up with the arrangement and the figures that for every 75 body worn cameras in your area, there should be one additional attorney funded by the locality.  She also stated that there were more than 50 here with the County and City having about 27 each that did not include the fleet car cameras or the Virginia State Police. She then explained the amount of hours that may be needed to view the footage, the number of attorneys the County had and the number of cases that needed to be viewed.  Mrs. Watson then stated that she was requesting to hire one additional attorney to be effective January 2020, an increase for her Assistant plus fringes and supplemental for Administrative Staff
.

Chairman Ferguson asked Mrs. Watson when did she find out about needing the extra funding because budget preparation was done.  She and Mrs. Parson stated the Comp Board notice was date
d May 31, 2019.

Supervisor Bryant asked if the Comp Board would be funding any of it.  Mrs. Watson stated no.


Supervisor Ferguson asked what was the total figure being requested.  Mrs. Parson stated that a good estimate would be about an additional $19,000 over the regular $70,000.  Mrs. Watson stated it would also be about $9,000 additional plus fringes for Staff.


Supervisor Conwell moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant, to approve $9,000 additional for Staff and to approve the new Assistant’s position to go into effect on January 1, 2020.  Voting aye:  Supervisor Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.

In Re:  Citizens Comments


Mrs. Parson addressed the public stating that anyone wishing to address the Board of

Supervisors to please come forward and state their name for the record. 

Mr. McKinley Jordan, 2850 Sussex Drive, addressed the Board of Supervisors on behalf of the Greensville County Training School and thanked them for their support. He stated that they were constantly working on the project and that the Special Project Committee had become members of the Citizens United to Preserve the Greensville County Training School Board.  He also stated that they had elected new officers
, began working to put the strategic plan in a formal format, and updated the by-laws and budget.  He further stated that Mr. Robert Smith had started removing debris from the site and had delivered sand that would be used to build up the area that would be recognized as the outdoor park.  He stated that he would begin spreading the sand soon that was purchased by the organization and some donated by Greensville County. Mr. Jordan stated that once the sand work was completed, Mr. Frank Batts would begin the work on putting down the floor for the park. He stated that the roof being replaced and repaired to the outside of building #1 was complete.  He further stated that the building now had access to electricity and they had started the process to get water turned on. Mr. Jordan stated that Mr. Hill with Hill’s Construction should begin work to replace the roof and repair building #2 no later than September 2019.  He stated that the profit from the black and white affair held November, 2018 was $1,649.64 and the 2019 Annual Gospel Concert was a success again this year with a profit of $4,125.00.  Mr. Jordan stated that the next fundraiser was a fish fry scheduled for August 9, 2019.

In Re:  Resolution #19-184 – Local Funding for the FY20 School Budget


Mr. Russell Slayton, County Attorney, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that this year was an unusual and unprecedented situation.  He stated that the Board of Supervisors had requested him to make some comments. He also stated that he would be reviewing the status of the school contract.

Mr. Slayton stated that in Greensville County, the public schools were Greensville County Public Schools, unlike most other localities; it was under a shared system. He stated that the County educated the City’s children under a contract, not under state law.  He also stated that the contract was signed on January 7, 2003 and in the 17-18 years since then, the issue of local funding for school costs had been determined every year by the County and City by negotiating, talking and arriving at a figure.  He further stated that this year, for the first time, that did not prove possible.  Mr. Slayton stated that the County had one figure and the City had another.  He stated that it appeared the two could not be reconciled. 
M
r. Slayton stated that in FY19, the total local school funding was approximately $7,900,000.  He also stated that in the spring of FY19, the School Board, as it has always done, submitted a budget request for FY20 from the County and the City.  He further stated that after the County considered the School Board’s request, the County proposed increased local funding for FY20 over FY19, by 
about $900,000.  Mr. Slayton then stated that
 the City decided to increase its local school funding over FY19 by about $400,000.  He also stated that the two parties were about
 a half million dollars apart.  He further stated that it appeared that difference would not be reconciled.  
Mr. Slayton stated that the school contract provided a means for reconciling differences of that nature.  He stated that the means were that the school contract provided language that if there was no settlement, a conference committee would be appointed
.  He also stated that the conference committee consisted of the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, the Mayor of Emporia and the two of them would select the third member to the committee.  He further stated that the conference committee then met and had to decide the issue of how much local school funding would be for the year of FY20.  Mr. Slayton then stated by the contract, the authority in the power of that committee was very narrow and limited to two choices only.  He stated that the committee could only choose the County’s figure or the City’s figure.  He also stated that the Committee had no authority to negotiate a settlement.  Mr. Slayton stated that on June 6
th, the conference committee convened to begin the process of resolving the FY20 local school funding issues.  He stated that the City came forward with a new figure of $562,566.  He further stated that another aspect of the City’s proposal in the budget that was under consideration was that there was a proposal to purchase three school buses at a cost of approximately $324,000.  The proposal that was now on the table was to provide the school with five new buses that would be under a lease purchase agreement that would spread the cost.  Mr. Slayton stated that cost of the debt service from year one for the five buses was about $85,000.  He stated that if the $85,000 were subtracted from the $325,000, it would be a savings of $250,000.  

Mr. Slayton then stated that the Chairman, Mr. Ferguson, was bringing this situation back to the Board of Supervisors for its consideration for adoption and endorsement or if they fail to do so, the issue would go back to the conference committee for a decision by the committee
. He further stated that if the Board vote to support the settlement, it would have to be presented to City Council at their next meeting
.  He stated that the settlement would only be implemented if both the County and the City supported the settlement.  Mr. Slayton stated that the Chairman was only given two choices as stated above.
Chairman Ferguson stated that the floor was open for a motion or discussion regarding the budget.

Supervisor Conwell moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant, to approve the following resolution.  Voting aye:  Supervisor Bryant, Cowell and Chairman Ferguson.  Supervisor Cain stated that he opposed.

The Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority (the “Authority”) presently owns, operates and maintains water and sewer facilities (the “System”) to provide for the water and sewer needs of the residents of Greensville County, Virginia (the “County”).

The Authority proposes to issue its Water and Sewer System Revenue Bond, Series 2019A (the “2019A Bond”), to finance (a) the construction of a new Wastewater Treatment Plant near Skippers, Virginia and (b) the costs of issuing the 2019A Bond including the funding of any capitalized interest and required reserves, if applicable, and to cause the 2019A Bond to be sold to the Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”) pursuant to the terms of a Local Bond Sale and Financing Agreement to be dated a date specified by VRA, between VRA and the Authority (the “Financing Agreement”).

The Authority has requested the Board of Supervisors of the County facilitate the issuance and sale of the 2019A Bond by entering into a Support Agreement to be dated a date specified by VRA, among the Authority, the County and VRA (the “Support Agreement”), the form of which has been presented to this meeting and filed with the County and to acknowledge certain matters as conditions to VRA’s purchase of the 2019A Bond.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA:

1.
The Board of Supervisors of the County acknowledges that (i) the obligations of the Authority to determine, and of the County to pay, the charges for the use of and for services to be furnished by the System (as defined in the Financing Agreement) are crucial to the security for the 2019A Bond, (ii) VRA would not purchase the 2019A Bond without the security and credit enhancement provided by the Support Agreement, (iii) VRA will be a third party beneficiary of the Support Agreement for so long as the 2019A Bond remains outstanding, and (iv) VRA is treating the Support Agreement as a “local obligation” within the meaning of Section 62.1-199 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended (the “Virginia Code”), which in the event of a nonpayment thereunder authorizes VRA or the trustee for VRA’s bonds to file an affidavit with the Governor that such nonpayment has occurred pursuant to Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code. Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code provides that if the Governor is satisfied that such nonpayment has occurred, the Governor will immediately make an order directing the Comptroller to withhold all further payment to the County of all funds, or of any part of them, appropriated and payable by the Commonwealth of Virginia to the County for any and all purposes, and the Governor will, while the nonpayment continues, direct in writing the payment of all sums withheld by the Comptroller, or as much of them as is necessary, to VRA, so as to cure, or cure insofar as possible, such nonpayment.

2.
The Support Agreement is approved in substantially the form presented to this meeting, with such changes, insertions or omissions as may be approved by the Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board of Supervisors of the County or the County Administrator, any of whom may act, whose approval shall be evidenced conclusively by the execution and delivery of the Support Agreement on the County’s behalf.  The Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board of Supervisors of the County or the County Administrator, any of whom may act, is authorized to execute and deliver the Support Agreement and such other documents and certificates as such officer may consider necessary in connection therewith.

3.
As provided in the Support Agreement, the Board of Supervisors of the County hereby undertakes a non-binding obligation to appropriate to the Authority such amounts as may be requested from time to time pursuant to the Support Agreement, to the fullest degree and in such manner as is consistent with the Constitution and laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  The Board of Supervisors of the County, while recognizing that it is not empowered to make any binding commitment to make such appropriations in future fiscal years, hereby states its intent to make such appropriations in future fiscal years, and hereby recommends future Boards of Supervisors of the County do likewise during the term of the Support Agreement.

4.
The County Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to take such actions and give such notices as may be required of him under the Support Agreement.


5.
All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.


6.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
