Old Concerns
Little Low Ground Road

Commissioner Hines previously advised the pavement was still in need of asphalt repair.  Mr. Jerry Kee with VDOT stated temporary patches are being placed on the potholes; paving is scheduled for this summer.

Purdy Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection

Westover Drive

Pleasant Shade Drive
Commissioner Drummond stated there are deep tractor-trailer ruts on west bound lane of Pleasant Shade Drive near Sadler Drive and Westover Drive between the pavement and the ditch.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.
