	In Re:	Old Concerns

Moores Ferry Road
Mr. Pope advised he had not received the Hydraulic Study yet.  

Maclins Creek Road
Commissioner Fetko asked Mr. Kee if more rip-rap had arrived yet.  Mr. Kee stated he would check on this.

Little Low Ground Road
Commissioner Hines stated the contractor has not returned yet to repair the asphalt.

Purdy Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection
Commissioner Hines asked about the intersection.  Mr. Kee advised that an additional stop bar would be placed at the intersection.

Raes Lane
Mr. Pope advised that Mr. Kee had been notified about the crumbling culvert at the entrance to Raes Lane, across from 1983 Allen Road, Jarratt, VA.

Hwy 301 South
Commissioner Hines indicated that the speed limit sign was missing as you travel south on Highway 301 near Gordon’s Garage.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

	In Re:	New Concerns

5110 Fiddlers Road
Mr. Pope stated a county resident had called to advise there is a pothole at 5110 Fiddlers Road.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

Rolling Acres Road/Taylors Mill Road
Mr. Pope stated a county resident had called to advise the trees have grown to form a tunnel and wishes they could be cut back.  He further says that dead limbs are forever falling in the road and could damage a vehicle if a limb should fall on one.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

James River Junction
Commissioner Hill stated there are terrible potholes.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

Low Ground Road
Commissioner Moore stated a dead pine tree has limbs falling into the road near the Batt’s gate.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT add this to the contractor’s tree trimming/removal list.

Massey Branch Road
Commissioner High stated there is sand in the road from a wash in the field near Jerusalem Church.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

Westover Drive
Commissioner Drummond stated the stop sign is down.

	In Re:	Other Matters

Skippers Road/Moores Ferry Road
Mr. Pope advised that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors requested a study be done at this intersection.  A press release shall be prepared and placed on the County’s webpage indicating this request.  Mr. Kee indicated double signage would be erected approaching the intersection with larger “stop” signs replacing the existing ones and should be completed within the next 45 days.

Sussex Drive bridge
Commissioner Hines asked when work would begin on the Sussex Drive bridge.  Mr. Kee stated the project will be bid this month with work most likely to begin in February 2015.

I-95 Meherrin River bridge
Commissioner Fetko asked when work would begin on the I-95 Meherrin River bridge.  Mr. Kee stated the project is scheduled to begin in February 2016.

Grasscutting
Commissioner Garrett stated the grass cutting appeared to be wider and looked very nice on the county’s secondary roads.  Mr. Kee advised with the landowner’s permission, they are cutting with a new cutter that reaches approximate 25’, where before it only reached 12’.

I-95, Exit 13 landscaping project
Mr. Pope advised the landscaping project will be rebid within the next week.

Sidewalk extension on Sussex Drive to Crescent Road
Mr. Pope advised funds through the Transportation Enhancement program have been provided to complete the sidewalk extension from the Greensville Elementary School to Crescent Road.

Streetlight outage
Mr. Pope advised there are a number of streetlight problems in the Walnut Heights area and he has been in touch with the power company.

Washington Park
Mr. Pope advised that Greensville County would soon begin the next phase of the Washington Park rehabilitation project with the next phase including a pedestrian crossing, sidewalk and interconnector road at Ellington Street and Carver Street.  

Otterdam Road
Mr. Pope advised the project will soon be bid out.  Commissioner Hines asked how wide the Otterdam Road will be.  Mr. Kee stated it was originally designed for four lanes but only two will be installed initially with an industrial shoulder.  



Independence Church Road
Mr. Pope advised that a portion of the road would be relocated for Iluka to mine the titanium.  He further advised that there will be a detour for approximately 2 to 3 weeks for the residents.  Emergency vehicles will be allowed during the time of the detour.
