Old Concerns
Taylors Mill Road

Mr. Pope stated he had spoken with Mr. Jerry Kee with VDOT and the section of Taylors Mill Road near Antioch Baptist Church did not warrant a speed study.

Caney Branch Road/Taylors Mill Road

Commissioner Moore stated he was not sure if the pothole had been repaired.  Mr. Pope stated he would check on this and advise Jerry Kee.
Low Ground Road

Mr. Jerry Kee advised that the ditch had been cleaned out and some grading was scheduled to be done to keep water from standing in the curve at the 800 block of Low Ground Road.  

1570 Brink Road
Mr. Jerry Kee advised the pothole near 1570 Brink Road had been repaired.
Brink Road
Mr. Jerry Kee advised the City of Emporia repaired the pothole on the right side of Brink Road near the Emporia city limits.  

Beef Road
Mr. Jerry Kee stated the potholes have been repaired.  

Otterdam Road
Mr. Pope stated the Otterdam Road plans for the bridge and curve are preliminary at this point and will be provided when they are finalized.  
Solid Waste Collection Site
Mr. Pope stated each received a Solid Waste Collection Site Brochure which shows the location of the sites and the days the sites are open.  The brochure also provides examples of acceptable recyclable waste.

Highway 301 Bridge
Mr. Jerry Kee advised the bridge is scheduled for construction Spring 2014.

I-95 Entrance and Exit ramps at Exits # 4, 8 and 11

Mr. Jerry Kee advised money has been received for bridge replacement and paving.  He further stated a VDOT coordination meeting has been set for the scheduling of the closing of the entrance/exit ramps and/or detours that will be necessary for the paving.  Commissioner Hines asked if this paving would be done during the day or at night.  Mr. Kee stated that would be decided in the meeting and he would strongly suggest that it be done at night.  Mr. Kee further stated he would provide Mr. Pope a copy of the closing/detour schedule when he received it.
Moore Ferry Road
Mr. Kee stated a Hydraulic Study has been scheduled for the washout area on Moores Ferry Road and a report with the results of that study will be provided to Mr. Pope when he receives it.
Exit 13 at Otterdam Road

Commissioner Drummond asked what was being built at the Exit #13 ramp on Interstate 95.  Mr. Kee stated it will be a chemical storage facility for the snow on the interstate.

Hwy 58 West speed limit
Commissioner Hines asked if the speed limit between Emporia and Lawrenceville would increase from 55 mph to 60 mph now that the trees had been removed.  Mr. Kee stated he could provide a copy of the result of the study but he felt the speed limit would not be increased due to the hills, narrowing of the pavement, shoulder widths, and guard rails.

Interstate 95, Meherrin River Bridge

Mr. Jerry Kee advised the bridge is in the design phase.  Mr. Kee stated the bridge construction would most likely begin in Spring 2015.  Mr. Kee further stated there would be severe traffic problems but the bridges have to be replaced.
Little Low Ground Road/Low Ground Road
Commissioner Hines stated the pavement at the intersection has a waller as you near the intersection.  Mr. Kee stated the stop and go of the traffic at the stop sign has probably done this to the pavement.  He further stated he would have VDOT look into this.

201 Shore Drive

Mr. Pope stated the creek has undercut the pipe and there has been a cone there for two years.  Mr. Kee stated the pipe has been fixed and he would have VDOT cut the pavement and dig it out and fix the settlement spot.
Maclins Creek Road

Commissioner Fetko stated there is a wash on Macklins Creek Road leading to the Landfill near the creek.   He further stated the County put some rock in the wash.  Mr. Kee asked if it was the road or the shoulder.  Commissioner Fetko stated it was the whole pipe and requested that Mr. Kee have someone look into this matter.

Other Matters

Hwy 58 W, Lutheran Church driveway, City of Emporia
Commissioner Fetko asked as a member of the church if the crossover at the Lutheran Church driveway on Hwy 58 W could be moved so the turn around would not be in the church driveway or a No U-Turn sign be placed at that crossover.  Mr. Pope advised that this concern was not in the County but is in the City of Emporia.  Mr. Kee stated a No U-Turn sign could be placed at that crossover.
Bowen Road
Mr. Pope advised that a resident on Bowen Road stated VDOT had hit her mailbox.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into it.

Secondary Roads

Commissioner Fetko stated he believed every secondary road should have at least a painted center line.  Mr. Kee stated there are several things that the secondary road needs for it to have painted lines:  18’ width of pavement (most secondary roads are 16’ to 17’); 400 cars per day (not very many secondary roads have 400 cars per day); and, the geometrics of the road: i.e. how many driveways/entrances on the road, how sharp is it, average speed driven on the road.
