Old Concerns
Little Low Ground Road

Commissioner Hines previously advised the pavement was still in need of asphalt repair.  Mr. Jerry Kee with VDOT stated this had been addressed.

Purdy Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection

Mr. Pope previously stated the stop bar had not been placed at this intersection.  Mr. Kee advised striping was being done this week by the contractor.
Barley Road
Commissioner Fetko previously stated the patching repairs are not holding up; the road is  breaking apart and needs to be looked at again.  Mr. Kee advised VDOT may have to do what was done in Southampton County by taking it back to dirt, place stone on it until after the logging was complete and then pave it.
Zion Church Road/Little Low Ground Road
Commissioner Moore previously advised that the ditch is stopped up and water stands in the road all the time.  Mr. Kee stated this has been completed.
775 Grassy Pond Road

Commissioner Fetko previously stated there is a hole in the curve at 775 Grassy Pond Road.  Mr. Fetko stated loose rock was placed in the hole and the first heavy rain washed all the rock out.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT review this again.
76 Little Low Ground Road

Commissioner Hines previously stated the pipe is stopped up.  Commissioner Hines further stated he talked to the resident and believes the resident may need to move his mailbox because the carrier gets in the ditch to deliver mail.  They believe once the mailbox is relocated the issue will be resolved.
City of Emporia, Pleasant Shade Drive near Lutheran Church
Commissioner Drummond previously advised that reflective barrels had been near the Lutheran Church on Pleasant Shade Drive for a long time.  Mr. Kee stated VDOT would be fixing this problem.  
Westover Drive
Commissioner Drummond previously stated the post at Westover Drive is missing the street name and route number.  Commissioner Drummond stated this problem has been corrected.
Hunt Lane

Commissioner Hobbs previously telephoned Mr. Pope to advise there is broken asphalt where the mining of titanium has occurred on Hunt Lane.  Mr. Kee stated Iluka should be fixing this.  Mr. Kee further stated that section of Brink Road near Hunt Lane is scheduled to be paved next Summer.
Grassy Pond Road
Commissioner Garrett previously stated the road where the timber is being cut has sunk in and is steadily cracking.  Mr. Fetko stated this was near Charlie Kei’s home and that something really needed to be done with the ditch.  Mr. Kee stated VDOT would be fixing this problem.  

Fiddlers Road
Commissioner Moore previously stated a High Water sign has been posted but the pipe that was stopped up by beavers has not been repaired.  Mr. Kee stated the beaver guy was scheduled to trap/remove the beavers.
Taylors Mill Road

Commissioner Moore stated this section of road near Little Low Ground Road where a car burned has big holes and needs skin patching.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

Pleasant Shade Drive
Mr. Pope previously advised something needed to be done about the beavers at the old dumpster site.  Mr. Kee stated the beaver guy was scheduled to trap/remove the beavers.

Commissioner Fetko previously stated the Hwy 58E exit to Interstate 95 South has terrible potholes.  Mr. Pope stated VDOT has patched those.

Low Ground Road street light

Commissioner Hines previously asked if Mr. Pope had contacted Mecklenburg Electric about the street light outage.  Commissioner Hines stated the street light is now working. 
Batts Drive
Commissioner Moore previously stated the stop sign is down.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT replace the stop sign.
Independence Church Road

Mr. Pope previously stated there are potholes before the bridge; and the new construction portion needs to be striped.  Mr. Kee stated VDOT is scheduled to cut out the potholes at the bridge and further stated the contractor is in the area for the next 45 days to do the striping and should be done soon.
Interstate 95 North

Commissioner Fetko stated Interstate 95 North from Jarratt to Stony Creek has potholes everywhere.  Mr. Kee stated the contractor is working on the potholes and there is a contract out now for the north bound to be repaved.

Meadow Bank Road
Commissioner Fetko previously stated there are potholes between 614 and 815 Meadow Bank Road.  Mr. Fetko advised they have been repaired.

Chapmans Ford Road/Grassy Pond Road intersection

Commissioner Fetko stated the tar is slick in the heat of the day and when it rains.  Mr. Kee advised he would have VDOT look into this.

Interstate 95, Exit 4
Commissioner Fetko stated the bridge has numerous potholes that need to be repaired.  Mr. Kee stated the bridge was scheduled to have deck work done.

New Concerns

Tryall Mill Road/Whitehorne Road intersection
Commissioner Garrett advised there are potholes on the right side at the stop sign.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.
Tryall Mill Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection

Commissioner Garrett advised the culvert pipe at this stop sign is stopped up and that water stands in this intersection.  Mr. Kee stated he would have VDOT look into this.

Tryall Mill Road/Grassy Pond Road intersection

Commissioner Garrett advised there are tall trees at the power line that need to be removed because the next storm may throw them across the electrical lines.  Commissioner Fetko advised that the owner of the property would not allow those trees to be cut when the timber was removed.  Mr. Kee advised that VDOT could get with the power company to have the tops removed from the trees and then VDOT could remove the rest of the tree.  Mr. Pope stated he would contact Mecklenburg Electric to advise the trees needed to be removed.
Little Low Ground Rd near Zion Church Road

Commissioner Moore stated the bridge needed to be leveled.  Mr. Kee stated it may be possible to wedge it.
Meadow Bank Road/Allen Road
Commissioner Fetko advised there is a tree limb leaning towards the road that needs to be trimmed because it obstructs the view at the stop sign.

Skippers Railroad Crossing
Commissioner Moore stated there is a bad hump in the road at the train crossing.  Mr. Kee stated previously the railroad line maintenance guy had plans to fix the crossing.

Other Matters

Interstate 95 bridge
Commissioner Drummond asked what was planned to be done on the Interstate 95 bridge over the Meherrin River area.  Mr. Kee stated the bridge is scheduled for construction in November or December 2015 and the construction would last for about 24 months.  Mr. Kee further stated the south bound lane would shift to the north bound lane while a bridge was built; and, would be raised about 1-1 ½ feet.
Low Ground Road sidewalk
Commissioner Hines asked Mr. Pope what was the status of the sidewalk.  Mr. Pope stated he would be advising the Board of Supervisors at their August meeting about the need to apply in November for funds to construct the sidewalk from the city limits to the trailer park due to the pedestrian traffic.  Hopefully the Board of Supervisors will approve this request.
