Old Concerns
Purdy Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection

Mr. Pope previously stated the stop bar had not been placed at this intersection.  Mr. Kee advised the contractor has it on his list to do.
Grassy Pond Road

Mr. Pope stated the ditch cleaning still needs to be completed.  Mr. Kee advised this has been scheduled.
Tryall Mill Road/Smokey Ordinary Road intersection

Mr. Pope advised the pipe must be replaced.  Mr. Kee advised this is complete.
Ruritan Drive and Van Dyke Circle
Mr. Pope advised there is a need for some ditch work to be done.  Mr. Kee advised this is complete.
Purdy Road

Moores Ferry Road
Commissioner Moore advised that patching of potholes is needed on Moores Ferry Road.  Mr. Kee advised the patching should be done within the next two weeks.
