	Mr. Pope addressed the Commission with an update of old concerns.  
	
	Caney Branch/Elm Road  
	Mr. Pope stated that the new sign had been installed.

	James River Junction
	Mr. Pope stated that shoulder repair work was done but other repairs were partially 	complete.

	Brink Road – near Daniel Allen – Telephone lines hanging low
	Mr. Pope stated that, as of this date, this situation had not changed.

	Dry Bread Road – near Tony Clements - Telephone lines hanging low
	Mr. Pope stated that this situation had not changed.

	Route 301 at Otterdam Swamp – Telephone lines rubbing road sign
	Mr. Pope stated that this situation had not changed.

	Exit #8 at Route 301 – A light is needed in area for safety of pedestrians
	Mr. Pope stated that a light has not been installed.

	Independence Church Road – at Jack Phipps driveway where water washes
	Mr. Pope stated these repairs are incomplete.

	CURVE and SPEED LIMIT signs from Brink Store down Independence Church Road 
Mr. Pope stated that these signs had not been installed.

Cedar trees need to be trimmed at 1373 Elm Road
Mr. Pope stated this was complete.

NEW CONCERNS

	Mr. Pope stated that water is standing in County roadways because shoulders have accumulated dirt and need to be scrapped.

	Mr. Pope stated that South Allen Road between Veliky’s and the railroad track had four or five culvert pipes that were stopped up and all the rain we had experienced had backed up into yards.

	Mr. Pope stated that in the area where Otterdam Road Phase I & II join there is water undercutting the pavement.

	Mr. Pope stated that Len Hobbs had sent his issues via email. He stated that there is water seeping out of the ditch in front of Boonie Powells.  Commissioner Allen stated that these repairs were complete but they had pushed the dirt in front of mail boxes.

	Mr. Pope stated that Commissioner Hobbs had also commented that the YEILD sign at Exit 8 off I-95 is faded beyond legibility.  He stated that these needed to be replaced.

	Commissioner Allen stated that on the Brink Road at Fountain Creek Church between the Tudor’s and Powell’s, water is running over ditches and into road.  He suggested that the pipes may need to be cleaned out. He also stated that at 3682 Independence Church Road there is a driveway (path that leads into the woods) washing into the road.

	Commissioner Moore stated that at Little Low Ground Road the ditches are clogged and overflowing into road.  Mr. Pope stated that there is a new VDOT representative, Tommy Catlett that is planning to meet with the Board of Supervisors to discuss issues in various areas of the County.

	Commissioner Moore stated that, on Elm Road, people are hauling and discarding junk in the area of the old store.

	Chairman Hill stated that at Brickyard Road/Sunnyside Road there is an underground pipe that is sinking and starting a “dip” in that area (west side of road).

	Commissioner Hines stated that a culvert pipe near 76 Little Low Ground Road is clogged.  He stated that water backs up.

	Commissioner Drummond stated that on Satterfield Drive the pavers are still on the edge of the road and go across her driveway.  Mr. Pope stated that it is VDOT’s responsibility to resolve this issue.
	
	Commissioner Fetko stated that there are potholes in the area of Purdy Road where the second entrance into Sadler Travel Plaza is located.  He also stated that on Tryall Mill Road near Peggy Wiley there are deep potholes.

	Commissioner Allen stated that there are potholes in Gaston Road near the State Line Market.

	Commissioner Fetko asked if the issue of a stoplight in front of Greensville Elementary School had been discussed in the Board of Supervisors last meeting.  Mr. Pope stated that VDOT would make a study to determine if a stoplight is feasible.

	Commissioner Fetko asked when the old I-95 bridge demolition would be completed.  Commissioner Hines stated that he thought it would be complete in July 2019.

	Commissioner Fetko stated that VDOT had cut the cedar trees on Wyatts Mill Road.

OTHER MATTERS

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Mr. Pope gave an update of future projects.

1. 301 North Sidewalk (near Elementary School) came in over budget.  Starting in August 2019 TAP Funding is opening up.
2. 301 South Sidewalk – Had applied for Smart Scale Funds (can only be used on a sufficient corridor – only ones in GC are Route 58 and Route 301.  This project has been suggested for approval by the district in Richmond.
3. Low Ground Road Sidewalk – Applied for Smart Scale Funds but was denied.  Will apply for TAP Funds in August 2019
4. 301 South Interchange – Median Crossover (Exit 8) Had applied for Smart Scale Funds for this project, has been approved and is totally funded by the State.  Engineering has begun, have met with property owners, surveyed layouts, Lin will handle property acquisitions (saving over $150,000).  Project is moving forward.
5. Independence Church Road – BoS has asked VDOT to shift the RoW to the opposite side of road and make re-alignment.  VDOT is calculating new budget figures for this change.
6. Otterdam Road Phase II – Preparing to submit the 90% Plans to VDOT for review and start property acquisitions.
7. Route 301/Jarratt Avenue – Full Depth Reclamation from Jarratt Avenue to Georgia-Pacific.
