OLD CONCERNS

	Mr. Pope addressed the Commission with an update of old concerns.  
	
1.	James River Junction
	Mr. Pope stated that the road is on the paving schedule.

2.	Brink Road
	Mr. Pope stated that the telephone line is still hanging low.  He will contact Verizon.

3.	Dry Bread Road
	Commissioner Fetko stated that the telephone line had been extended to a normal height.

4.	Route 301 at Otterdam Swamp – Telephone lines rubbing road sign
	Commissioner Hobbs stated that this line had been moved to a better height but still just 	4” above road sign.

5.	Exit #8 at Route 301 – A light is needed in area for safety of pedestrians
	Mr. Pope stated that this had not been resolved.

6.	Independence Church Road – at Jack Phipps driveway where water washes
	Commissioner Allen stated that every time it rains hard the water washes the driveway 	into the road.  Mr. Pope stated that now that asphalt plant was open proper repairs could 	be made.

7.	CURVE and SPEED LIMIT signs from Brink Store down Independence Church Road 
Commissioner Hobbs stated that this sign had not been replaced.

 8.	All County roadways need to be scraped to prevent standing water
Mr. Pope stated the Board of Supervisors had been working with VDOT on this problem.

9.	Otterdam Road where Phase I & Phase II join
Mr. Pope stated that this had not been repaired.

10.	YEILD sign at Exit 8 off I95 needs to be replaced
Mr. Pope stated he would investigate.

11.	3682 Independence Church Road – Red mud washing into road
Mr. Pope stated that this had not been repaired.

12.	Elm Road – Discarding junk in area of old store
Commissioner Moore stated that junk had been removed.

13.	Brickyard Road/Sunnyside Road – “Dip” on west side of road
Mr. Pope stated that this had not been repaired.  He stated that when VDOT did re-	surfacing, they would take care of this problem.

14.	76 Little Low Ground Road – Culvert Pipe is clogged.
Commissioner Moore stated that this had not been repaired.

15.	Satterfield Drive – Pavers
Mr. Pope stated the pavers are still there.

16.	Tryall Mill Road – Deep potholes near Mrs. Wiley’s home.
Mr. Pope stated he would investigate.

17.	Gaston Road near State Line Market – Potholes
Mr. Pope stated he would investigate.






NEW CONCERNS

	Commissioner Allen stated that the signs at the corner of Independence Church and Dry Bread Roads is down.

	Commissioner Moore stated that the ditches in front of Keith Bottoms are stopped up.
	
	Commissioner Garrett asked about the cleaning of ditches by VDOT.  Mr. Pope stated that since the Board of Supervisors have talked with VDOT, they have done a better job. He stated that they had a lot of “catching up” to do.

	Commissioner Hines stated that the signs are reversed at Brantley Moore Turnpike/Livesay Road.

	Commissioner Hines asked about length of pipe needed for driveways.  Mr. Pope stated that 24’ was the requirement.

	Commissioner Drummond stated that the pavers are still on Satterfield Drive.  Mr. Pope stated that he would talk with the County Attorney to determine if anything can be done.  He stated he would talk with Joshua Norris with the VDOT Franklin Residency.

	Commissioner Hobbs stated that it is so dangerous for pedestrians to walk at night wearing dark clothing on the Brink Road.  He was afraid that someone would be hit and it would be the driver’s fault.  Mr. Pope stated that he had talked with Jerry Pauley with Smart Scale concerning sidewalks for the county.  He stated that he would investigate what could be done to help with this situation.

	Commissioner Drummond stated that there is a pothole over the culvert pipe on Westover Drive in front of his house. 
 
OTHER MATTERS

	Mr. Pope gave an update of future projects.

1. Low Ground Road Sidewalk – Applied for Smart Scale Funds but was denied.  Will apply for TAP Funds in August 2019.
2. Highway 301 Sidewalk – VDOT working on project.

Commissioner Fetko asked if the meeting time in the summertime could be changed to 7:30 p.m.  Mr. Pope asked everyone to give the meeting time consideration until the next meeting and then a decision could be made at that time.  Chairman Hill stated that a vote would be taken at the meeting in July.
