Chairman Hill called the meeting to order, seconded by Commissioner Fetko, with all voting aye to call the April 24, 2018 Transportation Safety meeting to order. Mr. Pope called roll call.

	Chairman Hill entertained a motion to approve the Agenda, Commissioner Drummond moved to approve the Agenda, seconded by Commissioner Fetko, with all voting aye, to approve the Agenda.

	Chairman Hill entertained a motion to approve the Minutes of January 23, 2018, Commissioner Hines moved to approve the minutes of January 23, 2018, seconded by Commissioner Garrett that the Staff recommended approval of the minutes, with all voting aye, to approve the Minutes.

OLD CONCERNS
	
Purdy Road/Smokey Ordinary Road Intersection
Mr. Pope stated that the stop bar had not been placed at the intersection, yet. Mr. Kee advised VDOT was going to review the whole intersection to make improvements at the intersection. 

 He stated that a home study was made but he had not gotten the results as of this date.

Purdy Road
Mr. Kee advised the power company, not VDOT, had sprayed the trees. Commissioner Fetko said the trees were dead and needs to be taken away. 

Wyatts Mill Road/Allen Road Intersection
Mr. Pope advised the Cedar trees needed to be taken down. Commissioner Fetko advised the owner had passed and there should not be any problem getting them removed. Mr. Kee stated it is hard for VDOT to cut down Cedar trees because the regulations for getting them cut down.

Mr. Kee stated that Kevin would talk with the homeowner to obtain permission to cut down the cedar tree at the corner.  He stated that the VDOT tree cutter would not cut down trees until he had a signed contract. 

Grassy Pond / Chapman’s Ford Road Intersection
Mr. Pope advised there was a drainage issue. Mr. Kee stated that all the ditches and shoulders have been pulled and there is one cross pipe that has to be replaced when the weather gets better.

Mr. Kee stated that this was on VDOT schedule and they had just received the permit. He stated that when the weather breaks they will take care of this situation.

Maclins Creek Road
Commissioner Fetko stated no changes had been made and the hole is getting worse. Mr. Kee stated the Bridge Crew is scheduled to replace it. 

Mr. Kee stated that they had patched this with asphalt.  He stated that VDOT had run a camera in the pipe and found nothing wrong with the pipe.

Moores Ferry Road 
Mr. Pope stated one shoulder had been fixed, but the next rain washed it out and the patching has not been done. Mr. Kee advised it had been fixed, the ditch had been moved back, and the shoulder had been widened. Mr. Pope stated another issue for concern was by the old Mitchell farm, before the bridge, where the pipe had been taken out and washed out the ditch. Mr. Kee advised he would look into it. 

Mr. Pope advised that the asphalt plant was starting up now.  Mr. Kee stated that VDOT would apply asphalt in this area.

Caney Branch Road/ Low Ground Road
Mr. Pope stated it was not complete and the culvert pipe was still clogged up. Mr. Kee stated the pipe in the curve was clean and draining fine. 

Mr. Kee stated that Kevin had looked into this and found that the pipe needs to be replaced.

Grassy Pond Road
Commissioner Fetko stated there was rock placed in the hole, but the log trucks have pushed the rock out of the hole.

Mr. Kee stated that repair work was done in this area.  Commissioner Fetko stated that the hole is getting bigger.

Chapmans Ford Road
Mr. Kee stated patching had been completed, and the drain is scheduled to be replaced.

Little Low Ground Road
Vice Chairman advised about 500 feet on Little Low Ground Road water stands. 

Mr. Kee stated that VDOT had gone in with the ditch truck.  He stated he did not know if the problem was solved completely.  Mr. Hines stated that water is still standing.  

Spring Hill Drive/ Lifsey Road
Vice Chairman Hines stated signs are missing at S & J Drive, Spring Hill Drive and Lifsey Road. Mr. Pope stated he would talk to Maintenance about getting signs made.

Lifsey Road
Mr. Kee advised the metal pipes are rusted and needs to be replaced. 

Satterfield Drive
Mr. Kee stated VDOT and the State Police have met with the property owner about the landscape stones and advised the issue would be turned over to the State Police if the stones were put back.

Mr. Kee stated that the State Police had asked VDOT to issue a formal letter to the homeowner.  He stated that the letter was issued. 

Zion Church Road	
Mr. Kee stated the “ditch head” is a temporary solution to open the ditch up until VDOT could get a truck.

Mr. Kee stated that they got a tractor with a ditching head attachment and went in to open up the ditch.

Brink Road
Mr. Kee advised VDOT would do a safety study, which included a speed study to be done by the dumpster site. Mr. Kee stated the safety study would include the speed study and “watch for turning vehicle” signs up.

Mr. Kee stated that he asked for a study of the entire area for speed, turning vehicles and other safety issues.
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“No Littering Signs” (Hwy. 58 and Chapman’s Ford Road)
Mr. Kee stated that VDOT had picked up litter in this area approximately three weeks ago.  He stated that he had the signs and they would be installed.  He further stated that signs would go on the east and west sides.  Commissioner Fetko stated that inmates were also picking up trash.

Low Ground Road
Vice Chairman Hines asked Mr. Kee about a hole on Low Ground Road. Mr. Kee advised that it has to be repaved.

Mr. Kee stated that VDOT will cut out the damaged area and make necessary repairs. 

Brink Road/Lighting
Commissioner Hobbs asked about the lighting on the building on the piece of land on the Brink Road which needs to be pointed down. 

Mr. Pope stated that he would talk with the owner of this property about the lighting concerns. 

Grassy Pond Road/Fetko Farm
Commissioner Fetko stated that the three holes had not been repaired or the pipe replaced.

__________

NEW CONCERNS

	Commissioner Moore stated that the ditch located after Glenn Hawkins farm before the Little Low Ground Road continually holds water.  He stated that he thought that the newly constructed house on the corner caused the ditch to be stopped up with debris.

	Commissioner Garrett stated that a driveway pipe at a new modular
home on Little Low Ground Road is higher than the road.

	Commissioner Fetko stated that on the Hwy. 58 west by the Lutheran Church there are holes in the shoulders of the road.  

	Mr. Pope asked about “tractor signs” for Otterdam Road.  Mr. Kee stated that VDOT had received the signs and would install them.

__________

OTHER MATTERS

	Mr. Kee stated that they were working with some permit issues on the I-95 Bridges project but that everything was on schedule.  He stated that VDOT was gearing up to make repairs to other bridges on I-95 and there would be periodic lane closures but would not be starting on that until the end of May 2018.  

	Mr. Kee stated that the Hwy. 301 Bridge at Three Creeks will have single lane closures during deck repair and epoxy application work. 	
	
	Mr. Pope stated that Otterdam Road Phase I is close to completion and that the 50% Plans for Phase II had been submitted to VDOT for review.

	Mr. Kee stated that another pipe on Old Halifax Road (Hwy. 689) at the City/County line would be replaced at the box culvert.  He stated that this road would be closed for approximately 60 days.

	Mr. Pope asked who VDOT used for trapping beavers.  Mr. Kee stated that Erin Smith, who works for USDA, was the trapper they used.  He stated that he would send Mr. Pope her contact information. 

	Mr. Kee stated that VDOT had renewed all their mowing contracts, they had litter removed from the sides of the main routes and they had begun spraying growth regulator on the grass and broadleaf weed killer.

	Mr. Kee stated that VDOT is paving a section of Hwy. 58 west of Emporia, paving the rest of Brink Road from Hunt Lane to the North Carolina line.  He stated he had no report for Independence Church Road but the geotechnical review is in process.

	Mr. Pope asked Mr. Kee to give an overview of the Corridor Study.  Mr. Kee stated that the VDOT Planning Section in conjunction with the Central Office is in the process of doing a “Corridor Study” on Highway 58 that runs from Suffolk to the Brunswick County line.  He stated that they are looking for areas where there are congestion issues.  He also stated that they are looking for ways to help with flow and improve safety.
