In Re:  Budget Session


Chairman Wiley called the meeting to order.


Mr. Whittington stated that Budget Session started a little late due to an Industrial Announcement by the Governor regarding 510 Nano bringing an $11 million investment to Greensville County and the creation of 113 jobs.


He also stated that there were a number of appointments regarding the FY2016 Budget.

In Re:  Gladys Mason with the Crater District Agency on Aging


Ms. Mason, the new Executive Director, stated that she was before the Board to share some vital programs that the Agency on Aging provided here in Greensville County.  She also passed out some packets regarding the Charter from 1975 and stated that Greensville County actually owned part of the agency by signing the Charter back in 1975.  She further stated that when Greensville County signed the Charter it stated that it would support the agency financially by providing matching funds so that the agency could request other federal funds.  She then stated that accompanying her were Mr. Cornell Hines, County appointee to the Board for the Area Agency on Aging, her Finance Director, Tim Hartless and a senior volunteer at the senior site for Emporia/Greensville.  

Mr. Hartless addressed the Board of Supervisors and provided the names of the programs conducted in this area and the funding amount for each.  Mrs. Rae George, volunteer for this area, addressed the Board of Supervisors and commented on how good the program was for local seniors and requested that the Board of Supervisors help get the word out to other seniors regarding the programs held here.

Mr. Mason then stated that the Crater District Agency on Aging was requesting $7,060 in matching for funds.

In Re:  Law Enforcement – Sheriff Edwards

Sheriff Edwards addressed the Board of Supervisors and the Law Enforcement/Sheriff budget was reviewed.  Mr. Whittington stated that budgeted for the current year was $2,019,320 and Staff was recommending $2,154,667 for next year.  He also stated that Staff was recommending additional funding for body cameras in the amount of $6,000 and vehicle cameras in the amount of $25,000.

In Re:  Boys and Girls Club/Washington Park Recreational Center


Mrs. Stacey Gray addressed the Board of Supervisors and distributed a handout.  She stated that she was not there to ask for an increase but wanted to take the time to say thanks and to report on how the previous funds were being used.  She also stated that the club had been  serving kids in the Emporia/Greensville area for 15 years.  She then stated that the club’s budget had increased a little but they had found other grant sources to help secure $38,000 for the programs that were instituted.  Ms. Gray then reviewed the different types of programs offered to about 90 kids per day.

Mrs. Gray stated that the Washington Park Recreational Center was doing well.  She stated that at this time there were 20 kids enrolled.  She stated that the center was also used by kids referred from the Department of Juvenile Justice to perform community service, and once their service was over often they joined as club members.  Mrs. Gray also stated that the computer lab had reopened for three days per week.  She then stated that the basketball court was being used regularly but funds were needed to fix the ball field.

In Re:  Commissioner of the Revenue


Mrs. Brenda Parson stated that Mrs. Swenson was before the Board because after she submitted her budget request, she had three different lines items that needed to be revised.


Mrs. Swenson stated that she was requesting an increase in the following line items: line item 3160-NADA needed to be increased by $100 for next year; line item 3162-New Construction Assessment needed to be increased by $150 for next year and line item 3165-Contractual Services M&W Printers needed to be increased by $263.

In Re:  Crater District Area Agency on Aging


There was a consensus among the Board of Supervisors to provide half of the $7,060 requested contingent upon funding by the City.

In Re:  Southside Regional Jail (SRJ) and the Greensville County Public Schools System (GCPS)


Mr. Whittington stated that the SRJ budget had not been finalized as of yet but there should be a meeting of the budget committee within the next couple of weeks.  He stated that the biggest outstanding issue was what the Compensation Board was going to do for the correctional officers.  

Mr. Whittington stated that staff had not yet met with the schools.  Mrs. Parson stated that she was waiting to hear from Rick Perky.  Mr. Whittington stated that there was an extra $150 thousand recommended for the use of the schools.

In Re:  2% Cost of Living Increase


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff was requesting approval of a 2% Cost of Living Increase for the employees.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the 2% Cost of Living increase for the employees.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.  Supervisor Ferguson voted no.

There was a consensus among the Board of Supervisors to approve the increase in the three line items presented by the Commissioner of the Revenue.

In Re:  CYC


Mrs. Parson stated that she received a phone call this week from Mrs. Thelma Atkins-Riley who submitted the application for funding for the CYC but was unable to be here today.  She stated that at the last meeting there was discussion regarding funding the CYC at 1/3 of the amount requested, leaving 2/3 to be funded by the City.  She also stated that the numbers provided by Mrs. Riley actually showed a split of about 1/3 to 2/3 on the number of participants using the pool last year.  She then stated that in reviewing the request after the phone conversation with Ms. Riley, it was bought to her attention that the amount requested from the County, which was $7,067, was actually 36.5% of the total amount needed.  Mrs. Parson stated that the CYC was also requesting from the City an amount of $12,000.  She stated that their projected budget showed only $19,000 that was requested from the City/County after they received funding from outside sources.  She then stated that the Board had previously approved only $2,300 but the request was for $7,067.

There was a consensus among the Board of Supervisors to invite the Director to come to the next regular board meeting to discuss the issue a little further.

In Re:  Theresa Lindberg, Agriculture Education Teach/Congressman Forbes Task Force Team for Agriculture

Mrs. Lindberg addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she was a middle school Agri-Science Teacher and recently a graduate of the Virginia Agriculture Leader Program.  She stated that the program had opened a lot of doors and one of the things that were suggested by the committee was to speak with the Board of Supervisors because she was now on the committee for the Randy Forbes Advisory Council.  She also stated that her door was now open and if the Board of Supervisors had any communication regarding agriculture/industrial issues on family farms to please contact her.

In Re:  Mrs. Pamela Lifsey, Treasurer


Mrs. Lifsey addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a report regarding delinquent tax collections and booting of vehicles.  She stated since July, 2014, over $7 million had been collected.  She also stated that of the $7.9 million assessed for 2014, about 91% had been collected which was about $7.2 million.  She stated that left an outstanding balance for 2014 in the amount of $721,000.  She further stated that for the past five years regarding real estate and personal property tax collection, there was an outstanding balance of $1.1 million.  

Mrs. Lifsey stated that at the last meeting held with Mr. Black, he had stated that he was having issues with staffing so his services had not been utilized.  She stated that she had looked into other avenues and had found one company called the Taxing Authority Consulting Services.  She also stated that the company was started by an attorney who, in the past, had worked for the Department of Taxation, the Arlington County Treasurer’s Office and for the Arlington County Commissioner of the Revenue.  She further stated that the main focus of the company was the collection of governmental receivables.  She then stated that there were three attorneys on staff and 24 support staff.  Mrs. Lifsey stated that she had a meeting with the founder of the company two weeks ago and he had stated that he would be more than willing to come to a board meeting but she stated that she would advise the Board of his available services.  She stated that if the County decided to retain the company's services, she would send accounts that were at least two years delinquent and her Staff would focus on the new accounts.  She also stated that they charged a 20% fee that would be passed on to the taxpayer with no cost to the County.  She then requested authorization to proceed with the company and passed out a brochure regarding the consulting services.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, authorization for the Treasurer’s Office to proceed with Taxing Authority Consulting Services.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

WHEREAS the Mid-Atlantic Advanced Manufacturing Center is located at Interstate 95, Exit 13 in Greensville County approximately three miles north of the City of Emporia along the CSX mainline rail; and,
WHEREAS, McCallum Sweeney certified the MAMaC site on January 28, 2008 and the Mega Site remains as the only mega site certified by McCallum Sweeney in the Commonwealth of Virginia as of this date; and,

WHEREAS, the development of a mega site in Southside Virginia will have a transformational impact on the economic conditions of the County of Greensville through the creation of new jobs, higher wages and increased business activity within the region; and,

WHEREAS, Greensville County has created a Regional Industrial Facilities Authority with the County of Mecklenburg and the City of Emporia for the development of MAMaC.

 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for $3,805,320 of Virginia Tobacco Commission Special Project Funds for the expansion of utilities including right of way acquisition, the provision of natural gas to the Mid-Atlantic Advanced Manufacturing Center, and the engineering of additional upgrades to Otterdam Road.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that K. David Whittington is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this application and accepts responsibility for the accuracy of the application and the appropriate use of funds, should they be granted.
