In Re:  Mr. Matt McClearen with Robinson Farmer Cox – Audit





Mr. McClearen addressed the Board of Supervisors to present the Fiscal Year 2015 Audit results for the County of Greensville.  He stated that there were a few required communications between the auditor and the governing body.  He also stated the first required communication was to report any difficulties encountered in performing the audit and he was pleased to report that there were no difficulties encountered.  He further stated that the second item was corrected and/or uncorrected statements or adjustments in the financial records and he was pleased to report there were no uncorrected misstatements.  He then stated that the next was that there were no disagreements in applying accounting principles and there were no consultation with other auditors, also known as opinion shopping.  Mr. McClearen stated that there were no material violations or significant audit findings for the fiscal year of 2015.  

Mr. McClearen stated that the balance sheet of the County’s general fund, which was known as the equity, was showing an approximate amount of $5 million as of June 2015.  He also stated that the classification of the unassigned balance was approximately $3.8 million available for appropriation.  He further stated that the statement of revenues, expenditures and changes in fund balance should show an increase or decrease and he was pleased to report that it showed an increase of approximately $1 million since June 30, 2015.  Mr. McClearen went on to review the solid waste fund which was reported separately and considered a business type activity under governmental reporting standards and stated that it showed that the equity had decreased approximately $168,000 and ending net position for the year was approximately $2.7 million.  He further stated his firmed had issued no significant deficiencies or material weaknesses in the reporting structure nor had they identified any violations with laws or other matters relating to the audit process.  Mr. McClearen stated that the County received a clean and unmodified report upon receiving federal awards.  He then asked if there were any questions.

Mr. Whittington stated that it sound like the financial condition was healthy for the County of Greensville.  Mr. McClearin stated yes the County was in a sound financial position.

In Re:  Introduction of the new Family Consumer Science Agent, Ms. Donna Daniel


Mr. Pierce addressed the Board of Supervisors and stated that he had the pleasure first to introduce his co-worker Ms. Donna Daniel who had successfully transferred from the Lunenburg Office.  He stated that she had served in Lunenburg County since 2007 as the Family Consumer Science Agent and had gone through a rigorous process for the internal transfer process and was now successfully in Greensville/Emporia.  He then stated that Ms. Daniel had a Bachelor’s of Science in Management from Saint Paul’s College and also held a Master of Science in Counseling from Virginia State University and was also taking some courses at Liberty University.  Mr. Pierce stated that his faculty was very excited about having Ms. Daniel on their team.


Ms. Donna Daniel stated that she was excited to be in Emporia/Greensville.  She stated that she worked in the area a while in the past and was glad to be back.  She then reviewed some of the programs she have implemented and would be implementing in the future.  Ms. Daniel thanked the Board for their time and stated that she would be bringing a lot to this area.

In Re:  Request that Vacancy Funds be Used to Cover the Cost of Summer Interns


Mr. Pierce also addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that when Amy transferred to Mecklenburg County, there was a significant amount of salary savings on the agencies behalf because she did not retire or leave the system.  He stated that the total was $5,271 and because it was already approved for salary and fringes in their line item budget, he was requesting that they utilize the funds to meet the state requirements of half for two local interns in their office for the summer.  He also stated that one would work with the 4-H Agent and the other would work with Nikki Norton, the Agriculture Agent, but both would see all sides of their programming.  He further stated that the breakdown came up to be 61% to Greensville County that added up to be $1,464 per intern.  He then stated that he was requesting $2400 combined from the City and the County to meet the $2400 that the state provided as well.  Mr. Pierce stated that the state also provided a small travel budget for the interns because they would be doing programming, not just essential duties in the office, but would be out with the agents and conducting business with the agents.  He also stated that the requirements for the interns was that they must be a local uprising junior or senior in college or recent graduate with a Bachelor’s Degree or entering into a graduate program. He then stated that they would do everything in their power to look for and request for the applicants to be local citizens which would enhance the experience for them.  Mr. Pierce requested that if they did not get a local applicant pool of interns that they have permission to look outside of the area because Virginia Tech would send the applications to sixteen different universities across the state.  He then asked if there were any questions.  There were none.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Dr. Lee, to approve the request that vacancy funds be used to cover the cost of summer interns.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Ferguson, Lee, and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Mrs. Joanne Conner with the Greensville County Circuit Court Clerk’s Office


Mrs. Conner addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she was requesting funds for an outstanding bill that the office had with Springport of Virginia.  She stated that it was an RMS bill that stood for Records Management System.  She also stated that they should be receiving an additional bill this week and with that the total was $19,430.01.  She then explained the process of RMS and how the Library of Virginia maintained their records.  Mrs. Conner stated that the Clerk’s Office had funding coming in to offset the cost of the bill.  She stated that any money that was collected for copy fees were paid to the County and all of the maintenance fees through money collected could go toward the bill.  She also stated that assessed credit cards fees, secure remote fees, TTF (Technology Trust Funds) fees, etc. could go toward the bill.  She further stated that currently the County was holding $2,193.72 which was a combination of all funds collected as she mentioned earlier.  She then stated that there was $1,059.54 available in Technology Trust Fund money and had requested it but was not sure how long it would take to be refunded to the Clerk’s Office.  Mrs. Conner requested that the Board of Supervisors appropriate $16,176.75 to clear the bill with the Supreme Court of Virginia.  She then asked if there were any questions.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if this was a yearly fee.  Mrs. Conner stated yes; that it was billed in two parts.  She stated that in the new budget, a request was made to cover the bill for every year forward.  Supervisor Ferguson asked if they knew of the bill last year and why were funds not requested then.  Mrs. Conner stated yes they knew of the bill, but this is a new position for her and she did not know why the funds were not requested last year.


Mr. Whittington stated that it was disappointing that Mr. Wrenn, the Clerk, was not available.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant to approve the request for $16,176.75.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Ferguson, Lee and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Resolution #16-115, Submittal of VDHCD Grant for Waterline to Serve Dominion and MAMaC

She stated that funds would be used to help bring the waterline extension necessary to serve the new Dominion Natural Gas Plant to Greensville County.

DHCD GRANT – WATER LINE EXTENSION FOR DOMINION


WHEREAS Dominion Virginia Power announced plans for a power generation facility to be built in Greensville County, and;


WHEREAS providing sufficient amounts of water to the new facility requires utility extensions from the Jarratt Water Treatment Plant down Otterdam Road, and;


WHEREAS the cost of the Jarratt and Otterdam Road extension construction is $3,876,820 and the County is requesting $700,000 from DHCD, and;

WHEREAS Dominion has projected 42 new full-time jobs will result from the implementation of this project and 23 of those will benefit low-to-moderate income persons. 


 BE IT RESOLVED that pursuant to two public hearings, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for $700,000 of Virginia Community Development Economic Development Grant funds for the water line extension to serve the Dominion power generation facility and the Mid-Atlantic Advanced Manufacturing Center.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that K. David Whittington, County Administrator and Natalie B. Slate, Deputy Administrator/Director of Economic Development are hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this Virginia Community Development Block Grant Proposal.
