In Re:  SP-1-16 – Real Tree Wood Corporation (Richard Short)


Mr. Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stated that Mr. Jeff Robinson Associates, applied on behalf of Real Tree Wood Corporation, Richard Short, for a Special Use Permit in order to establish a shop facility and office for a private farming and logging operation located 225’ from the southwest corner of the Brunswick Road (State Route 607)/Grassy Pond Road (State Route 606) intersection in Election District Three.  He stated that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval with conditions.


Mr. Whittington asked if there were anyone present who wished to speak in favor of or in opposition of the zoning matter.  There was no one.

In Re:  SP-1-16 Real Tree Wood Corporation (Richard Short)


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant, to approve SP-1-16 with the following conditions.  Voting aye: Supervisors Bryant, Ferguson, Lee and Chairman Wiley.

1. A Special Use Permit is issued or the establishment of Truck and Machinery Repair within an enclosed building on property identified as Tax Map 18, Parcel 9C.

2. The shop must be constructed in accordance with the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code, the Virginia Health Department rules and regulations, the Greensville County Erosion & Settlement Control Stormwater Management Ordinance, and VDOT rules and regulations.

3. The majority of the service work will be performed inside the building.

4. All exterior lighting must be kept to a minimum for security, and shall be designed and installed to avoid glare on adjacent properties.

5. The entire developed site shall be covered with grass, gravel or asphalt to minimize dust.

6. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the agricultural machinery service shop and office is not established within a two (2) year period, or is not utilized for two (2) consecutive years, the Special Use Permit will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

7. Failure to abide by the above condition may result in the revocation of this Special Use Permit.

In Re:  Ms. Catherine M Faulkner, Principal Engineer Regulatory/Real Estate with

           Verizon Wireless Network – Virginia


Ms. Faulkner addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave out maps regarding the sites they had been looking at to erect towers.  She stated that one of those sites was located on Pine Log Road and that it took about two years from the time the RF Engineers issued a search range to the point where they would be in a position to build the tower.  She stated that the process included leasing, zoning, permitting, FAA, FCC, Shippo State Historic Preservation and checking for wetlands.  She also stated that after looking at the Pine Log site and it was in the budget, Verizon had provided them certain objectives for each year and gave them a budget.  She further stated that Verizon stated that they could build sites that fell in to the category and at the time they were zoning the Pine Log site, the budget and the objectives lined up together.  She then stated that since that time, the Skippers site was on the air and was almost exhausting which meant it was almost full in the sector that went to the south.  Ms. Faulkner stated that for now Verizon was saying, they did not want a new site on Pine Log if there was a site that was getting ready to be exhausted.  She stated that they were told the sites that were getting full had to be taken care of first before building something else.  She stated that currently Hollyhock Trail was in the budget to be worked on and in the budget for next year also because it was an 18-24 month process.  She also stated that if there were an existing tower in which she thought one was at the Hollyhock site, it would cut down on the time line.  She further stated that if that was the case Hollyhock Trail would be the next site in line.  Ms. Faulkner stated that in the past two years, they had constructed Otterdam Road, West Atlantic Street and Southampton Parkway. She stated that the Southampton Parkway site also served Greensville County.  She stated that she understood things were not perfect and that there were dead spots but Virginia was a big state.  She then stated that she, Tim Dykstra and the engineer wanted things to be better but there were only limited things that they could do.  Ms. Faulkner stated that she was very proud that Verizon was able to build three cell sites in Greensville County.

Supervisor Ferguson stated that there were a few things that really concerned him because he had been on the Board of Supervisors for quite awhile and was promised 10-12 years ago that another competitor was coming in to put in a cell tower.   He stated the competitor at that time that the only reason he would vote for it was if they could would give cell service in the Brink area.  He also stated that at that time that he was promised that when they came here, they would put it in.  He further stated that since then, Verizon had come in the area and had looked at the Pine Log site.  He then stated that to his understanding, they had secured the land, permit approved and nothing has happened.  Supervisor Ferguson stated that the service that was being provided now was not helping people in the outlining areas, emergency services and calls were being dropped all the time.  He stated that it seemed to him that Verizon was more concerned about the people traveling the interstate than they were about the people that lived in this community.  He then stated that he was told to put an antenna on his house to get internet service and he felt it was not an expense that the community should have to bare.

Ms. Faulkner stated that there were no guarantees that any towers would be erected in Greensville County within the next two years.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if it was true that Verizon had a lock on other companies providing service with the landline phones in the state of Virginia. Mrs. Faulkner stated that to her understanding, the Government gave licenses for certain areas so if Verizon had a license in a certain area, another company may not be able to use that area.  She stated that since she did not work for the landlines, she was not 100% sure.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if the antennas on the towers located on the North Carolina boarder could be faced toward the state of Virginia going north to help the people with cell service.  Ms. Faulkner stated that was a question for a RF Engineer and she would be glad to have someone call him regarding that situation.  She did state that if Verizon did not have a license in that area, it could not broadcast in to another carriers area or Verizon would be severely penalized.

Supervisor Ferguson then asked that the citizens present who wished to speak on the issue to come forward and state their name for the record.


Supervisor Bryant stated that he felt the same way as Supervisor Ferguson.  He stated that regarding the landlines, the cable was old and when it rained, people lost service to their home.


Concerned citizens addressed Ms. Faulkner and stated their displeasure with the service provided by Verizon.  One suggestion made was that the County look into trying to obtain a grant, along with the help of the County, to try and erect Greensville County its own tower and then maybe Verizon could reimburse the County.  The citizens stated that they did not feel like Greensville County was important to Verizon and felt that they need to help themselves by Greensville County erecting its own tower.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that he would have Staff look into obtaining a grant to erect Greensville County’s own tower. 


Ms. Faulkner stated that she would take all the concerns addressed tonight regarding the towers and landline services back to Verizon.

Mr. Linwood Matthews addressed the Board of Supervisors and requested that the Board of Supervisors provide a recycling bin for cooking oil.  He also stated that the County needed to provide a position for a Game Warden.

Supervisor Ferguson stated that it had been addressed but there were no funding and that a lot of Counties did not have a Game Warden at this time.
