Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding the FY2016 Recommended Budget and Disposition of Real Property Matters.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to go into Public Hearing.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  FY2016 Recommended Budget

Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, stated that the FY2016 Recommended Budget had been advertised and was for informative and fiscal planning reasons only.  She stated that the inclusion of any items in the synopsis did not constitute a commitment or an obligation on part of the Board of Supervisors.  She also stated that the Public Hearing was held pursuant to the Virginia Code 1950 as amended and was for the purpose of allowing the public to question or comment on the proposed budget.  She further stated that the FY2016 proposed budget included the following:  General Fund - $16,049,472; Fund 17-Solid Waste Enterprise Fund - $896,636 and Fund 75-Local Capital Improvements - $12,111,250.  She then stated that the School Fund was separate and apart from the remainder of the budget.  Mrs. Parson stated that Superintendent, Dr. Wilson, was present to give a short presentation on the school’s request.


Mr. Whittington stated that he had a comment to make regarding the City/County funds.  He stated that the School Board was requesting from the City and the County funds in the amount of $8,197,555.  He stated that County Staff had met with the City Staff and the County was prepared to increase its funding level by $200,000.  He also stated that giving the percentages of the cost sharing agreement between the City and the County, that would generate in City/County money $361,663.  He further stated that the most the both could agree upon was a total of $150,000 and of that amount; the County’s portion would be $82,950.  He then stated that as he previously announced, the County was prepared to recommend up to $200,000.  Mr. Whittington stated that if the City’s recommended funding level was secured and approved, the total City/County funds would be $7,548,139. 

Dr. Wilson addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave an abbreviated presentation of the school’s budget and stated that a handout of the full presentation for the school’s budget had been provided for them.  She summarized the highlights of the school division's funding needs and closed the presentation by stating the entire school’s budget was in the amount of $30,360,205 and of that amount about 8/10% of the entire budget was for priority #1 which was Direct Services for Students; 8/10% of the entire budget was for priority #2 which was staff salaries and benefits and about 1% of the budget was for maintenance and everything else was what was already included in the current’s year budget.  Dr. Wilson stated that the budget amounted to about an increase of 2.6% in the overall $30 million budget. She then stated that she would be leaving the Board of Supervisors with a question, “How Much Is Too Much”, to spend on educating the young people of Greensville County Public Schools.  Dr. Wilson requested that the Board of Supervisors make its decision regarding funding for the school’s budget based on what the County could afford on educating the children.  She stated that she understood the County operated under a contract for funding with the City but asked that the Board’s decision be based not on the minimum amount required in the established contract but on the best that the County could do and according to the needs of Greensville County’s children.
Mrs. Arletha Cain, who resided at 2726 Sussex Drive and was President of the Greensville County Education Association, addressed the Board of Supervisors.  She stated that she was before the Board of Supervisors to ask for its support in the funding of the school’s budget.  She then noted several reasons why she was asking for the Board’s support.  She further stated that she thanked them for their time and consideration in digging a little deeper than what was required in the contract with the City in funding the school’s budget.

Mr. Whittington asked if there were anyone else who had comments.  There was no one.

In Re:  Disposition of Real Property Matters


Mrs. Natalie Slate, Director of Economic Development, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the County had properly advertised notice of the Public Hearing to sell a portion of property owned by the County of Greensville in the Greensville County Industrial Park.  She stated that the County proposed sell and conveyance of 1.01 acres and a 20’ wide utility drainage easement that was located in the Belfield District.  She further stated that it would be conveyed to Royce and Janice Carville.


Mr. Whittington asked if anyone had any comments regarding the Disposition of Real Property Matters.  There was no one.
