ZTA-1-14 County of Greensville
Mr. Pope reviewed the staff report and stated the changes are necessary due to the County’s development of a Stormwater Management Ordinance to be adopted and made effective as of July 1, 2014.  Mr. Pope advised that the 2013 legislation required that all localities adopt the Stormwater Management Program allowing the state to get out of enforcement.  The 2014 legislation gave localities an option to either “opt-in” or to have the state mandate the program.  Greensville County decided to “opt-in” to better serve developers.  Greensville County received a grant to hire Joyce Engineering to develop the Stormwater Ordinance and review the Zoning Ordinance, Erosion and Settlement Control Ordinance, and Subdivision Ordinance for amendments.  The County of Greensville with assistance from Joyce Engineering proposed amendments for the following:  

1)  Revision to Article 1:  Purpose and Intent of this Ordinance; 

2)  Revision to Article 3:  Applicable General Regulations; 

3)  Revision to Article 7:  Planned Residential Development Districts; 

4)  Revision to Article 10:  Floodplain Overlay District; 

5)  Revision to Article 12:  Site Plan Requirements; 

6)  Revision to Article 16:  Amendments, Conditional Uses & Conditional Zoning; 

7)  Revision to Article 20:  Intensive Livestock, Dairy, Poultry Facilities; and, 

8)  Revision to County Code, Chapter 9 - Erosion and Settlement Control

9)  Revision to County Code, Appendix A - Subdivision Ordinance

Chairman King asked if there were any comments from staff or the commissioners.  Commissioner Robinson asked if the fees were new.  Mr. Pope stated the fees were state mandated.  Commissioner Robinson asked how many counties have “opted in”.  Mr. Pope stated he did not know; but he had been advised by Joyce Engineering who is handling this project for 11 counties that 6 of those counties had chosen to “opt-in”.  Commissioner Robinson advised that there is one change needed in the County Code, Chapter 9 – Erosion and Settlement Control, Sec. 9-2. - Definitions as follows:
District or soil and water conservation district refers to the J. R. Horsley Chowan Basin Soil and Water Conservation District. 
Mr. Pope thanked Commissioner Robinson and stated that this revision would also be requested.  
Commissioner Hobbs asked if the surrounding counties had chosen to “opt-in” the stormwater program.  Mr. Pope stated Sussex County had not but he believed Brunswick County would be opting-in.  Mr. Pope further stated he was not sure yet how Town of Jarratt would be handled because it lies within two jurisdictions.  

Commissioner Jones asked if the commission members could receive a copy of the stormwater ordinance.  Mr. Pope stated he would provide one at the next meeting.
Chairman King asked if there were any further comments from staff or the commissioners.  There were none.
