Mr. Pope reviewed the staff report with the commission members stating that the applicant’s request is to hold a Special Event (a motorcycle and car show) at the family center on Taylors Mill Road.  Staff recommends approval with the following conditions:

1. A Special Use Permit is granted to Lisa Wright, hereinafter operator, for a Special Event, a motorcycle and car show, separate and distinguishable from any other special event held in Greensville County, on property known as Tax Map 46, Parcel 44.  This Special Event shall not exceed a period of time exceeding four (4) calendar days within any calendar year.

2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances, with special attention given to the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code and the Health Departments Rules and Regulations.

3. The operator is responsible for securing all permits for all subordinate aspects of the event and adhering to all terms and conditions imposed by this permit.

4. The entrance to the property must be widened to accommodate two (2) vehicles widths.  Entrance must be gravel from the edge of the pavement to the edge of the VDOT right-of-way.

5. No parking is to occur within the right-of-way of any public road.

6. A sign, no larger than thirty (30) square feet, which advertises the event may be erected on the premises no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the event.  Said sign must be removed within seven (7) days of the event.  While posted, said sign shall be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the right-of-way of all state maintained roads.

7. The operator may erect any signage deemed necessary to direct pedestrians and motorist on the event premises and related parking areas.  The operator may erect any off-site signage directing pedestrians and motorists to the event, but that signage must be removed immediately.

8. The event hours shall be established between 12:00 noon and 9:00 p.m. exclusive of set up and dismantling.

9. Noise generated by the event shall not be discernable at any point at, or further than, one (1) mile from the event.

10. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the event is not held for two (2) consecutive years, the event will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

11. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the Special Use Permit.

Chairman King asked if there were any other questions or comments from the commissioners.  There were none.  Mr. King asked if there were any comments from those in favor of or opposed the case.  There were none.

Mr. Pope stated the establishment of an enterprise zone enabled the County to offer incentives to industries such as machinery & tool tax rebates sometimes for a 10 year period and allows the County to be competitive with other locations for future industrial development.
Commissioner Robinson asked about TransTech referenced within the Economic Development Strategy.  Mr. Pope advised that TransTech is the regional marketing group comprised of Brunswick, Mecklenburg, Nottoway, Lunenburg and Charlotte Counties and the City of Emporia to increase/encourage industrial growth.
