2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances.

3. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the seasonal hunting camp is not established within a two (2) year period, or is not utilized for two (2) consecutive years, the Special Use Permit will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

4. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the Special Use Permit.

Chairman King asked if there were questions or comments from the commissioners.  There were none.
Mr. King asked if there were any comments from the applicant.  Calvin Tyler, Jr. stated it is the intent of the Jarratt Chuckatuck Hunt Club to set up a single wide trailer with no plumbing facilities to enable hunters to have a dry spot to sit down, to gather, and to talk.  He further stated the facility would only be used during deer hunting season beginning in November through the end of the deer hunting season. 
Mr. King if there were any further questions or comments from the commissioners.  Commissioner Jones asked how many members were in the hunt club.  Mr. Tyler stated there are approximately 18 members.
