Approval of Agenda


Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended approval of the agenda as submitted.


Mr. Brown moved, seconded by Mrs. Whitman, with all voting aye, to approve the agenda as submitted.

Approval of Minutes


Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended approval of the minutes of January 24, 2017, if no corrections were to be made.


Mr. Lewis moved, seconded by Mrs. Whitman, with all voting aye, to approve the minutes as submitted.

Sheriff’s Office Expansion

Mr. Whittington stated in response to the questions brought forward at the meeting of January 24, 2017, staff provided the Authority with an up to date project budget in the amount of $1,660,000 for the expansion of the Sheriff’s office.  He stated that a copy of the project schedule and a copy of the preliminary drawings had also been provided to the Authority.  He also stated that the expansion would include an improved and expanded dispatching center, offices for the deputies, IT office, IT equipment room, new evidence room and a detention room. Mr. Whittington stated the IT equipment is currently held in the attic and temperature control is an issue. The new room would alleviate this issue.
Mr. Whittington presented and read the following Resolution into record:
RESOLUTION #17-78

SUPPORT OF Greensville county sheriff office expansion


WHEREAS, Greensville County staff has been working with the Sheriff regarding an expansion of the Sheriff’s Office building on Uriah Branch Way; and


WHEREAS, Deputies are sharing office space and storage rooms are not adequate for supplies and files; and 


WHEREAS, The Industrial Development Authority is the owner and financing organization of the existing Sheriff’s Office building; and

WHEREAS, Baxter Bailey Architecture has completed a preliminary architectural study of the space needs and estimated cost for the expansion.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors strongly supports the expansion request of the Sheriff and asks the Industrial Development Authority to approve the application for financing of the expansion through USDA Rural Development.


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff requests authorization for the Chairman or Vice-Chairman to sign the documents to apply for a loan with the USDA for the expansion.


Mrs. Whitman asked were there any documents showing the basement area.  Mrs. Parson provided the preliminary drawing of the basement area.  Mrs. Whitman asked if the basement area was to be unfinished.  Mr. Whittington stated that the basement would be a finished area.  He stated that the basement would consist of long term storage, rest rooms, and the data room.  He also stated the data room was where all of the computers for the 911 dispatching system would be.  He further stated that an application would be submitted with Virginia Information Technology Agency (VITA) to allow for the City and County to be fully inter operational with one another.

Mr. Hobbs asked if the basement was the best place to have all of this equipment with consideration of the moisture.  Mr. Whittington stated that there may be the need for some de-humidification equipment but there was a positive drainage to an area out near the road way in which the drain water falls and drains by gravity to the out fall.  He stated there was also a generator at the Sheriff’s office that would keep the HVAC and humidifiers running should there be an electrical outage.

Mr. Brown asked if all of the land was currently owned by the IDA that was needed for the expansion.  Mr. Whittington stated that the IDA owned all of the land.  Mrs. Whitman asked if an acre of land was being purchased from the County.  Mr. Whittington stated no, the land was owned by the IDA.  Mrs. Whitman noted that the budget reflected $25,000 for land.  Mr. Whittington stated that was a standard item that the architect placed in there but that item could be removed as there would be no exchange in funds for land purchase.

Mr. Hobbs stated that the Authority was not questioning the need for the expansion, but the square footage mentioned at the meeting on January 24, 2017, versus the $1.6M was not accurate.  Mr. Whittington stated that standard operating practice should be to provide the IDA with the floor plan, the budget, and a Resolution from the Board of Supervisors as to their position of the request for approval and that there were several other projects coming soon and this would be the process used.

Mr. Hobbs asked if there were currently holding cells at the existing Sheriff’s office.  Mr. Whittington stated no.  He stated that the current office was designed under a different Sheriff and things had changed significantly.  He also stated that Sheriff Jarratt was trying to get his office accredited and by doing so this would open up avenues for grant funding that would be harder to get if the office was not accredited.  

Mrs. Whitman asked if parking would be reconfigured.  Mr. Whittington stated there would be additional parking. 
Mr. Lewis moved, seconded by Mr. Brown, with all voting aye, to approve Staff’s request for the authorization for the Chairman or Vice Chairman to sign all documents pertaining to the financing of the Sheriff’s office expansion with the USDA Rural Development.

Small Purchase Policy


Mrs. Slate stated the IDA and County follow the State Small Purchase Policy.  She stated that with inflation the state had raised the minimum and maximum allowance in the State Code and the IDA policy had been revised to match the state.  

Mrs. Slate stated that the Bid Books were maintained by the County Staff and the forms used in the books were presented to the Authority.  She stated the bid books were kept in the County Library and that the books were categorized by which type of business or service a specific company offered.  She also stated that when specific bids or RFP’s were put out that the book was referenced and if there were any businesses that fall under the needed services the bid or RFP was sent directly to that company.


Mrs. Whitman moved, seconded by Mr. Lewis, with all voting aye, to adopt the revised Small Purchase Policy.
