Proposed FY17 Budget

Mrs. Parson reviewed the proposed budget by reviewing each line item.  She stated the budgeted expense amount for FY17 was $631,215 and was a perfect match for the revenues to be received. She asked if there were any questions.  There were none.

Mr. Hobbs moved, seconded by Mr. Lewis, with all voting aye, to approve the

FY 17 Budget as submitted.

Borrow Area for Otterdam Road Improvements Project, Phase I

Mrs. Slate stated that at the last meeting in February an agreement was approved to test a borrow area on the Mega Site to see if the material could be used as fill dirt for the Otterdam Road Project.  She stated that the material tested positive and Curtis Contracting would like to enter into a Contract to use the borrow area for fill dirt.  She also stated that the Contract would allow Curtis Contracting access to the site and to be able to take the fill dirt.

Mrs. Slate stated that the Contract had been reviewed by Butler Barrett, IDA Attorney; the agreement gave the IDA permission to ask Curtis to leave the site should a client become available for that site.  

Mr. Hobbs asked about the time frame listed on page 3 of 6, #9, Early Termination.  He said it stated two different length of time, 30 vs. 45.  Mrs. Slate stated that she would have Russell Slayton, County Attorney, review that section and make the necessary change.

Mr. Hobbs asked about the amount of the Insurance required of contractor on page 4 of 6, #14.  He asked if the $300,000 coverage was all that was required.  Mrs. Slate stated that she would have Russell Slayton check that amount and increase to $1,000,000 should it be deemed necessary.

Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended approval of the Contract to allow the Chairman or Vice-Chairman to sign the Contract, contingent upon the attorney review of the requested changes.
Mr. Hobbs moved, seconded by Mr. Lewis, with all voting aye, to approve the
Contract contingent upon attorney review and requested changes.

In Re:
Property Acquisition for Otterdam Road Improvements Project, Phase I

Mrs. Slate stated that Storm Water basins had been engineered along Otterdam Road and there were some necessary changes therefore, additional land was needed.  She stated that there would be an additional need for 1.28 acres and the IDA owns that land.  She also stated that the County was requesting that the IDA donate the land in order to complete the Otterdam Road Project and add that additional storm water basin.

Mrs. Slate stated that the location of the storm water basin was not in area that would be developed.  She stated that there was a barking tree frog habitat just south east of this basin and Staff had told Army Corps of Engineers that the County would not go into that area that would not be touched.

Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended the IDA donate the additional 1.28 acres to the County to complete the required land acquisition needed for the Otterdam Road Project, as well as to authorize the Chair or Vice-Chair to sign all documents needed for the transfer.
Mr. Brown moved, seconded by Mr. Lewis, with all voting aye, to approve the donation of the 1.28 acres of land.

MAMaC Utility Easement Acquisition

Mrs. Slate stated that the County was awarded $300,000 from the Tobacco Commission in order to secure the utility easement from the main transmission line, running north south, which is about 2 miles west of MAMaC to the MAMaC site.  She stated that there was a 200’ utility easement that would bring electric power on and also reserve a portion in case Columbia Gas should need to be brought through that easement.

Mrs. Slate stated that Mecklenburg Electric had already entered the land and completed all environmental work and to make sure that the land was compatible for the necessary easement.  She stated that eight landowners had been impacted along this 2 mile stretch.

Mrs. Slate stated that 5 of the 8 landowners had responded to the first letter that was sent out and have agreed to the offer made.  She stated the necessary documents were being prepared for the landowner’s approval.
Mrs. Slate recommended authorization the Chair and/or Vice –Chair to sign all closing documents necessary for the IDA to obtain the 200’ utility easement required for electrical and gas lines to serve MAMaC.

Mr. Brown moved, seconded by Mr. Lewis, with all voting aye to approve the 200’ utility easement acquisition and for the Chair and/or Vice-Chair to sign all closing documents.
