Mr. Pope reviewed the staff report and location maps with the board members advising that the applicant, De Ette Gordon, filed a variance request seeking relief from zoning ordinance requirements that require public road frontage for residential lots.    
Mr. Pope stated the applicant wishes to subdivide property containing 142.35 acres to create two additional lots for family members.  Mr. Pope further stated this case is unique where the parcel is located in both Greensville County and Southampton County; that the majority of the road frontage is located in Southampton County; and, there is not enough road frontage located in Greensville County to meet the minimum road frontage requirement set forth in Article 3 of the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance.
Mr. Pope further stated staff recommendation is to approve the variance request presented as follows:
1. Have the property subdivided so that the two newly created lots contain a minimum of 1.5 acres.

2. Newly created lots shall be accessed by a recorded ingress/egress easement that is a minimum of 20’ in width (in order to remain in conformance with Southampton County).

3. If a new driveway entrance is created to serve the newly created lots, a VDOT Land Use Permit is required prior to installing the entrance.

Vice-Chairman Cain asked for comments from the applicant.  There were none.  Vice-Chairman Cain asked for comments from the members.  Mr. Rae asked if the subdivided property would be occupied by a family member.  Mr. Pope advised the residences would be for Mrs. Gordon’s daughters.
