RESOLUTION # 15-04

WHEREAS, the Industrial Development Authority of Greensville County, Virginia (“IDA”) holds an option afforded by Terminal Network Solutions, LLC (“TNS”), pursuant to a written option contract dated August 12, 2014, recorded in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court for Greensville County, Virginia, as Instrument Number 140000856 (“Option Contract”) for the purchase of property described as containing 14.786 acres and having the physical address of 20 Three Creek Drive, Emporia, Virginia 23847, including all improvements thereon and appurtenances thereto (“Property”), for the sum of $1,500,000.00; and 

WHEREAS, the term of the Option Contract expires December 31, 2014; and 

WHEREAS, TNS has advised that it is in negotiations with a potential purchaser of the Property, and that a sale of the Property by TNS to the Prospect would cause the Property to be taxable, would realize other tax benefits for Greensville County (“County”), and would create employment opportunities for County citizens; and 

WHEREAS, IDA has determined that a release of IDA’s rights under the Option Contract would be consistent with IDA’s mission, and would serve the best interests of County. 

IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED that IDA hereby terminates all rights accruing to it under the Option Contract, effective immediately, with the express intent that TNS have the authority and ability to enter into a contract for sale of the Property prior to December 31, 2014, without securing any further release or authorization from IDA.
