RESOLUTION # 19-03
CERTIFICATION OF CLOSED MEETING

WHEREAS, the Greensville County Industrial Development Authority has convened a closed meeting on this date pursuant to an affirmative recorded vote and in accordance with the provision of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act; and

WHEREAS, Section 2.2-3712 of the Code of Virginia requires a certification by the Greensville County Industrial Development Authority that such closed meeting was conducted in conformity with Virginia law:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Industrial Development Authority hereby certifies that, to the best of each members knowledge, (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements by Virginia law were discussed in the closed meeting to which this certification resolution applies, and (ii) only such public business matters as were identified in the motion convening the closed  meeting were heard, discussed or considered by the Greensville County Industrial Development Authority.

FY20 Budget

Mrs. Parson stated that the projected revenues for the upcoming year were mostly comprised of lease amounts from various industries and revenue streams from leases on the farms and the hunt clubs.  She stated that the anticipated revenues for FY20 was $473,391.

Mrs. Parson stated that the IDA had routine expenditures such as boards and commissions payment, audit fees, legal services, maintenance contracts and office supplies.  She stated that there was one US Bank payment for $270,141 this was the payment on the OSG expansion.  She also stated that if you look back at the revenues you would see a lease payment from OSG for $292,637.

Mrs. Parson stated that there was a loan with GCWSA for Toll Brothers and the Skippers Road Building for $58,954.  She stated that the expenditures totaled $473,391.  She also stated that this was a reduction in expenditures of approximately 40% from prior year.  She further stated that the reduction was due in part to one of the loans was paid off this year.
Mr. Blackwell moved, seconded by Mr. Slippy, with all voting aye, to accept the FY20 budget as submitted.

Financial Report for Year Ended June 30, 2018
Mrs. Parson stated that on page 7, the total net position was $19,500,000 and most of that amount was available for use by the IDA.  She stated that on page 8 the change in net position decreased $134,680.  She also stated that on page 9 there was an increase in cash of $523,269.  She further stated that this increase in cash balance was largely attributed to the unspent bond proceeds from the 2017 Bond Issuance and the remaining amount would be spent in the upcoming year.  

Mrs. Parson stated that the auditors have disclosed no significant deficiencies or material weaknesses in the financial reporting structure and there were no legal acts reported.
Mr. Lewis moved, seconded by Mr. Gainey, with all voting aye, to accept the financial report for year ended June 30, 2018, as submitted.

Facility Conditions Assessment
Mrs. Slate stated that the Perdue facility had been vacant for over 18 years and the facility was steadily declining.  She stated that Larry Battle had purchased the facility approximately two years ago.  She also stated that there had been no upgrades other than a portion of the electrical had been done to date.  

Mrs. Slate stated that the Board of Supervisors (Board) had expressed an interest in purchasing the facility.  She stated that the Board would like to determine if the facility could be rehabbed or whether the building should be torn down.

Mrs. Slate stated that she had prepared a Request for Proposals (RFP) and requested proposals from consultants to go into the facility and determine what needed to be done.  She stated logistically the facility was a great site and with the building falling down it was an eye sore to the community.  

Mrs. Slate stated that she received four RFP’s and of those four, three were interviewed.  She stated that Staff doing the interviews were herself, K. David Whittington, Mike Veliky and Tricia Lewis.  She also stated that of those interviews, a scope of services was requested from Baskervill to include a cost breakdown.  She further stated that there were a few items that needed to be negotiated with Baskervill to make sure that we were getting clear recommendations on how to move forward.
Mrs. Slate stated that a right of entry had been obtained from Mr. Battle for a one-year period.  She stated that Mr. Battle was willing to work with us during this process.  Mr. Gainey asked if Mr. Battle was willing to sell the property.  Mrs. Slate stated yes.  She stated that Mr. Battle wanted the IDA to enter into an option agreement prior to the right of entry and she declined.  
Mr. Blackwell asked if there was a price discussed.  Mrs. Slate stated yes.  She stated that he would like approximately $1.1M.  She also stated that the report would be used to determine if that was a good price or not.  She further stated that he paid approximately $800,000 for the facility.  

Mr. Slippy asked if Staff had any ideas on how the facility could be used in the future.  Mrs. Slate stated that the report would help define that information.  She stated her opinion was that if the building could be brought up to FDA standards the facility could become a food processing facility again.  She also stated that the report would probably indicate that the metal buildings on the site be torn down.  She further stated the site was actually two parcels.  Mrs. Slate stated that if the metal buildings were torn down and the main concrete building left that cleared up 20 acres.  She stated that she would like to see the facility become a Data Center but she was unsure because the location was not secluded.  

Mr. Slippy asked how old the Perdue facility was.  Mrs. Slate stated she was unsure of the date the facility was built.  Mr. Slippy stated his reasoning for asking was the concern of asbestos.  Mrs. Slate stated that would be looked at in the report.  

Mr. Hobbs asked if the County would be interested in marketing the site as two parcels or just one.  Mrs. Slate stated that she would like to see the entire site to be purchased by one owner.  

Mr. Slippy asked what the definition of evaluate was.  Mrs. Slate stated that she asked Baskervill that exact question and their response was “the term means visual inspection, pictorial documentation and evaluation of the buildings and systems in terms of either the current building code or the Virginia Rehabilitation Code. Findings include deficiencies and recommended corrective actions and the cost estimate will address corrective actions and/or demolition costs”.

Mrs. Slate stated that if there were any adjustments to the scope of services she would be glad to share those thoughts with Baskervill.  She stated that if more definitions were needed she would address that with Baskervill also.  
Mr. Hobbs asked if the report would include pictures.  Mrs. Slate stated yes.  She stated that the report would have recommendations and costs associated with those recommendations.

Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommends negotiating and signing a scope of service and contract with Baskervill contingent upon attorney approval.  

Mr. Blackwell moved, seconded by Mr. Slippy, with all voting aye, to approve Staff’s recommendation.

Mrs. Slate stated that Eastern Engineered Wood Products they have located a distribution center here in Greensville County.  She stated they were leasing the rail spur that Toll Brothers built.
