Audit Year Ended June 30, 2013

Mr. Matt McClearen, Robinson, Farmer, Cox and Associates, stated that the audit was prepared for the IDA for 2013.  He stated that the audit was clean with no issues and was good for only 2013.

Mr. McClearen stated that the financial statements showed a net position of approximately $19,000,000.  He stated the change in equity of net position increased approximately $11.4 million.  He also stated this had a lot to do with the grants that were received from the Tobacco Commission.  He further stated that statement of cash flow was $253,000 and that represented a net increase of $121,000.


Mrs. Whitman moved, seconded by Mr. Rook, with all voting aye, to approve the Financial Report FY13. A copy of which is incorporated herein by reference.

In Re:  Deed of Exchange – Little Shiloh Baptist Church

Mrs. Slate stated that Little Shiloh Church was on the southern tip of the mega site on Otterdam Road.  She stated in order to build Otterdam Road a larger right-of-way was needed than what existed on the current road.  She also stated it was being designed as a four lane divided highway but only building two lanes now but were acquiring the necessary right-of-way for the full four lanes and would not have to go back later and renegotiate.  

Mrs. Slate stated that the existing Otterdam Road had a large curve and with the new design that curve would be straightened out and would allow a better intersection where Aberdour Road comes into Otterdam Road.  She stated in order to do that some right-of-way needed to be obtained from Little Shiloh Church.  She also stated that the church would acquire some additional land north of the church and deeded the right-of-way requested to extend Otterdam Road.  She further stated there would be no money exchanged, just land exchanged.

Mr. Lewis moved, seconded by Mrs. Whitman, with all voting aye, to approve the deed of exchange with Little Shiloh Baptist Church.
