Mrs. Slate stated that the IDA owned a warehouse in the Industrial Park and Beach Mold and Tool had signed a lease to rent that warehouse.  She stated that a German company named Heyco Werks had bought out Beach Mold and Tool. She also stated that the treasurer report did not show a lease payment from Heyco Werks for a couple of months then a large installment was made.  She further stated there were some communication barriers that delayed the payments from being on time.

Mr. Blackwell moved, seconded by Mr. Hobbs, with all voting aye, to approve the Treasurer’s Report.

In Re:
Deed of Gift – Otterdam Road Phase II, Tax Map 16-53
Mrs. Slate stated the reconstruction and expansion of Otterdam Road had been split into two phases.  She stated that Phase I was complete.  She also stated that the Phase I project only addressed about ¾ of the way up the mega site project.  She further stated that Phase II would start at the end of Phase I and will go up to the Department of Corrections land.
Mrs. Slate stated that VDOT was the one who requested that this work be done because the bridge was old and small and would not accommodate the potential traffic from the mega site.  She stated that the IDA owned the land on the east side of Otterdam Road up to the edge of the site.  

Mrs. Slate stated that the Deed of Gift was requesting approximately 3.18 acres of right of way and approximately 1.5 acres of public utility easement and temporary construction easement. 

Mrs. Slate stated that there were Tobacco funds in the project and those funds need to be expended by May 2020.  

Mr. Slippy asked for clarity, the land would be given to VDOT.  Mrs. Slate stated that right now the land was going to Greensville County but once the project was approved after construction was final then VDOT would take the right of way into their ownership.  She also stated that the temporary easements would come back to the IDA.
Mr. Blackwell moved, seconded by Mr. Hobbs, with all voting aye, to approve the Deed of Gift for Otterdam Road Phase II, Tax Map 16-53.

Miscellaneous
Mrs. Slate stated that she had been working with VEDP on a study of all of the sites in Virginia that were 25 acres or larger.  She stated that they were looking at the status of the site, does it have pre-engineering for water and sewer, does it have water and sewer, is it cleared, is it timbered, does it have an environmental study and things of that nature to determine the tier of the site. She also stated that Tier 1 was wooded, no environmental; a Tier 2 would be that the environmental was done and maybe some pre-engineering and then it moves up to Tier 5, which was the industrial park site, which was clear and leveled, the site, had all the utilities needed.  She further stated that the IDA had one Tier 5 site and that the mega site was considered a Tier 4.  
Mr. Blackwell asked if Heyco Werks had any intention of expanding.  Mrs. Slate stated that she believed they would in the future.
