In Re:  Mr. Joe Lomax, Residency Administrator for VDOT

Mr. Lomax addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a handout in which he reviewed with them on the work VDOT had accomplished and the future work list.  He then asked if there were any questions.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if VDOT had any idea on when the rest of Independence Church Road would be complete.  Mr. Lomax stated that it was included in the Six Year Plan and did not have it with him tonight for review.  He stated that he would get back with him regarding the status.  Mr. Ferguson also commented on the length of time Illuka had the Independence Church Road closed.  He stated that the time frame was supposed to have been for two weeks/October 15, but was closed until October 26.  He then stated that he noticed there were eight days where no work was done.  Supervisor Ferguson stated that when something like this happens again, he wanted it in writing so that the time frame would be adhered to.  Mr. Lomax stated that VDOT representatives had stated that they did not think the project could be done in two weeks.  

Dr. Lee thanked Mr. Lomax for the work done on Brickyard Road, Sunnyside Road and State Route 611.


Mr. Lomax stated that the work order process had picked up in this area and that VDOT needed to do a better job at responding to the work orders so that the people would know when the work was completed or give a status on the work order.


Supervisor Ferguson also stated that a request was put in to shut down the dirt road going down beside Jerusalem Baptist Church to the pond.  Mr. Lomax stated that he received a letter also and had informed the requester that he needed to go through the County representatives and he was also advised of the process.


Mr. Whittington stated that Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, was trying to schedule a meeting with VDOT and an industrial client and wanted to know when that meeting would take place.  Mr. Lomax stated that he had given Mr. Pope some dates but would look into the matter.
