In Re:  Mr. David Lipscomb with Mecklenburg Electric Cooperative

Mr. Lipscomb addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a power point presentation regarding an effort that staff with Mecklenburg Electric was working on which was Empower Broadband.  He stated that Empower Broadband was an affiliate of Mecklenburg Electric Cooperative. He also stated that the mission statement was to provide service and create opportunities to enhance the quality of life. He further stated that in today’s time, our kids, businesses and citizens need broadband.  Mr. Lipscomb then referenced the power point showing the membership, substations, electrical grids and path of infrastructure for fiber leading to the members’ home. He stated that Mecklenburg Electric would be collaborating with Mid-Atlantic Broadband by tying into their system to fill in some of the gaps around the system to cover more area.  He further stated that Mecklenburg had received a $2.62 million matching grant through the Tobacco Commission to be able to build 135 miles of fiber across the system.  He stated that the fiber would go through Pennsylvania County, Halifax County, Mecklenburg County, Brunswick County and the City of Emporia/Greensville County area.  Mr. Lipscomb stated to date, they had built just over 80 miles of fiber.  He then gave an estimate of what it would cost each household.

Chairman Ferguson asked how long before the fiber would be available for the consumers.  Mr. Lipscomb stated that they were not going to build it all out and then serve the citizens.  He stated that they were building the fiber and servicing the homes within 1,000 feet of the line.


Supervisor Bryant stated that according to the map, his district was not included.  He stated that fiber was already mounted on Mecklenburg’s pole.  Mr. Lipscomb stated that it belonged to Mid-Atlantic Broadband and he would talk with them to see what opportunities were available.


At the end of the presentation, the Board and the citizens were given an opportunity for questions and answers.

In Re: Washington Park, Phase VI Pre-Contract Activities
Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board stating that the County was currently under the 90-day Pre-Contract period for the Washington Park, Phase VI Grant.  He stated that the County was about half way through the process and after tonight; Staff would be finished with all of the pre-contract activities except one, the Environmental Review that the engineers were working on now.  He also stated that there were a number of housekeeping items that needed to be approved to get under contract for the program.  Mr. Pope further stated that those items included the appointment of the Project Management Team for the Washington Park Community Development Project, Phase VI; Adoption of Section 3 Business and Employment Plan; Adoption of the Non-Discrimination Policy; Adoption of the Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Policy and the Adoption of the Washington Park CDBG, Phase VI Program Design.  He then explained each.
Supervisor Bryant moved, seconded Supervisor Conwell, to approve all of the Washington Park, Phase VI Pre-Contract Activities.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.

In Re:  Resolution #20-52 – Committing Additional Local Funds and In-Kind Matching Funds

WASHINGTON PARK COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

PHASE VI

WHEREAS, Greensville County wishes to apply for Virginia Community Development Block Grant funds for the Washington Park Community; and

WHEREAS, the funds will be for Housing Rehabilitation and Infrastructure improvements; and

WHEREAS, it is projected that 26 residents in the Washington Park Community will benefit from the implementation of this project, of which 22 will be low-and moderate-income persons; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County is requesting $1,377,276 in Community Development Block Grant Funds from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County will expend funds in the amount of $50,453 as ‘in kind” contributions; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County will expend funds in the amount of $63,700 as cash contributions of which $39,000 will be expended in FY 2020 and $24,700 will be expended in FY 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Southern Virginia Development Corporation will expend $86,000 as cash contributions; and

WHEREAS, the total Washington Park Community Development Program’s budget is $1,577,429.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Brenda N. Parson, Greensville County Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this Virginia Community Development Block Grant Proposal.

In Re:  Street Light Requests


Mr. Pope stated that the Transportation Safety Commission met to hear two street light requests.  He stated that the first request was for Quarter Moon Road because there had been concerns regarding littering, loitering and activities taking place at 
the dead end dirt road/cul-de-sac.  He further stated that residents called and requested the street light.  Mr. Pope also stated that Staff met with representatives from Mecklenburg Electric and was told there was an existing pole at the end of the cul-de-sac where a light could be installed.  He stated that there would be no charge for the installation of the light and it would cost $18.00 per month on the electric bill.  He then stated that the Transportation Safety Commission and Staff recommended approval of the request. 


Mr. Pope stated that the second request for a street light was part of the Washington Park Phase V Community Development Project.  He stated that when infrastructure improvements were installed, Staff would try at that time to improve the street lighting in the Washington Park neighborhood.  He also stated that as a part of the Washington Park project, the County was responsible for four streetlights on Anderson and Wyatt Street.  He further stated that Staff met with representatives from Dominion and agreed on the location.  Mr. Pope stated that two streetlights would be placed on existing poles, but two new poles would be installed along the new road.  He stated that the cost of all the lights were $5,685.88 and would not be coming out of his street light budget because it was a part of the CDBG budget.  He also stated that $10,000 in funding was in the grant to cover the installation of the streetlights.  He then stated there was an additional $8.87 per light, per month on the electric bill.  Mr. Pope stated that the Transportation Safety Commission and Staff recommended approval.

Supervisor Conwell moved, seconded by Supervisor Bryant, to approve both street light requests.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Bryant, Cain, Conwell and Chairman Ferguson.
