In Re:  Public Hearing

In Re:  Radium Road Condemnation


Mr. Whittington stated that in support of the Dominion Virginia Power Station, there were some additional right-of-ways needed along Radium Road to build the right-of-way to the right-of-way width required by the Virginia Department of Transportation.  He stated that there were approximately 11 properties that were needed and Mr. Pope, who was in charge of property acquisition for this part of the project, had been and will be successful in obtaining most of the acquisitions.  He also stated that there were a few properties that needed to be acquired by condemnation because of the number of heirs involved.  He further mentioned the four properties needed as advertised in the local paper titled in the names of Wayland Callis Edwards and Ruffin Edwards.  He then stated that in order for Staff to proceed on the condemnations, a Public Hearing was required.  Mr. Whittington then opened the floor for anyone wishing to speak in favor of or in opposition of the proposed condemnation of the four properties needed.  There was no one.

In Re:  Lowground Road Sidewalk Project


Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Greensville County Planning Commission had recommended that a sidewalk be installed connecting the city limit’s sidewalk to the Springhill Mobile Home Village.  He stated that the reason for the request was due to a lot of foot traffic from the mobile home park to the City.  He also stated that over the years, there had been several incidents between pedestrians and traffic.  He further stated that the Transportation Alternative Funds Applications were due November 1 of this year and he had prepared an application for installation of approximately 1100 lf of sidewalk which included curb, gutter and stormwater drainage.  Mr. Pope stated that the estimated budget was $315,000 with an 80/20 cost share with VDOT.  He stated that VDOT would pay 80% and the County would be responsible for 20%.  He also stated that 80% would be $252,000 and the 20% would be $63,000.  Mr. Pope then requested that the Board of Supervisors would need to adopt a resolution in support of the project after the public hearing.  He stated that the project was scheduled to begin in the spring of 2017.  He then asked if the Board of Supervisors and the public had any questions.  


Mr. Cornell Hines, 1537 Low Ground, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he served on the Greensville County Transportation Safety Commission for over 25 years and their concern were not only for the safety of vehicular traffic but pedestrians.  He stated that they had discovered through the years, with an addition to the trailer park, that there was a lot of foot traffic since it was so close to the city limits; therefore, a lot of people walked from the trailer park to the City.  He also stated that there was nowhere for the pedestrians to walk during the summer and winter because of the grass line in between.  Mr. Hines stated that was the reason it was brought to the Transportation Safety Commission and the Safety Commission trusted that the Board of Supervisors would support the project.

 OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA, ON BEHALF OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA TO AUTHORIZE CONDEMNATION FOR PUBLIC USE AND TO ENTER AND TAKE FEE SIMPLE INTERESTS AND TEMPRORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS IN REAL PROPERTY IDENTIFIED AS TAX MAP NOS. 18-3-3, 18-3-4, AND 18-28

Recitals:


WHEREAS, Radium Road (State Route 620) is being expanded and improved to serve public purposes (the “Project”).


WHEREAS, the expansion and improvement of Radium Road (SR 620) requires Greensville County (the “County”) to acquire real estate, part of which the County has already acquired; and


WHEREAS, the additional property interests required for the Project are described as follows (the “Property”):

1. Fee simple title to a 0.409 acre portion of real property identified as Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28, situate in Belfield Magisterial District, and titled in the name of Wayland Callis Edwards.

2. Fee simple title to a 0.145 acre portion of real property identified as Tax Map Parcel No. 18-3-3, situate in Belfield Magisterial District, and titled in the name of Ruffin Edwards.

3. Temporary Construction easements traversing a 0.058 acre portion and a 0.086 portion of real property identified as Tax Map Parcel No. 18-3-3, situate in Belfield Magisterial District, and titled in the name of Ruffin Edwards.

4. Fee simple title to a 0.797 acre portion of real property identified as Tax Map Parcel No. 18-3-4, situate in Belfield Magisterial District, and titled in the name of Ruffin Edwards; and


WHEREAS, Tax Map Parcel Nos, 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 are titled in the name of Ruffin Edwards. According to the County’s investigation, Ruffin Edwards is deceased and Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 are currently owned by 13 heirs; and


WHEREAS, the County has been unable to locate all of the owners of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 and unable to reach agreement with all of the owners on compensation and damages to be paid or other terms of the purchase or settlement with respect to the needed portions of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4; and


WHEREAS, Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28 is titled in the name of Wayland Callis Edwards. According to the County’s investigation, Wayland Callis Edwards is deceased and the current owners of Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28 are unknown; and


WHEREAS, despite performing a title search and despite exercising due diligence, the County has been unable to identify and/or locate all of the owners of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3, 18-3-4 and 18-28; and


WHEREAS, based on the County’s acquisition of other properties in the area in connection with the project, and considering the assessed value of the property, the County believes the property value is $8,000 per acre. Based on the area taken, the value of the property, and the absence of any damages to the remainder of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4, the County offers the owners of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 $8,688 as compensation and/or damages, if any, for the property taken and the temporary construction easements. Based on the area taken, the value of the property, and the absence of any damage to the remainder of Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28, the County offers the owners of Parcel 18-28 $3,272 as compensation and/or damages, if any, for the property taken; and


WHEREAS, the property is necessary for the development of public roads, and the County is authorized to condemn property for public road construction by Va. Code Ann. §§ 15.2-1901.1 and 15.2-1902(1) and to institute and conduct condemnation proceedings under Chapter 3 of Title 25.1 of the Code of Virginia, following adoption of a resolution after conducting a public hearing meeting the requirements of Va. Code Ann. § 15.2-1905; and


WHEREAS, after proper publication of notice, a public hearing was conducted to consider the adoption of this Resolution.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it Resolved, by the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia, (the “Board”), as follows:

1. This Resolution incorporates the Recitals stated above.

2. The Board declares its intent to enter and take the property as necessary for the purpose of expanding and improving a public road, namely Radium Road (State Route 620), prior to the conclusion of condemnation proceedings instituted under Va. Code Ann. § 25.1-300, et seq., and for all other purposes incidental thereto.

3. The Radium Road Project is subject to specific financing and other scheduling requirements. The County must be able to enter and take the property to enable road construction prior to completing condemnation proceedings, because financing and other scheduling requirements require the County to proceed with the award of construction contracts earlier than said condemnation proceedings can be completed.
4. Based on the County’s acquisition of other properties in the area in connection with the Project, and considering the assessed value of the parcels, the area taken, and the absence of any damages to the remainder of the parcels, the Board concludes that the property taken from Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 and the temporary construction easements have a value of $8,688, as compensation and/or damages, if any, and the property taken from Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28 has a value of $3,272, as compensation and/or damages, if any.

5. The County offers the owners of Tax Map Parcel Nos. 18-3-3 and 18-3-4 $8,688 as compensation and/or damages, if any, for the property taken and the temporary construction easements.

6. The County offers the owners of Tax Map Parcel No. 18-28 $3,272 as compensation and/or damages, if any, for the property taken.

7. The County has or will make a bona fide effort to purchase the interests of the property from any of the owners that can be identified or located. Because some of the owners cannot be identified or located, a bona fide effort to purchase all of the interests in the property cannot be made.

8. The Board approves the condemnation and acquisition of the property which is necessary and incidental to the expansion and improvement of a roadway for public use as authorized by Va. Code Ann. § 15.2-1904.

9. The Board certifies that this acquisition has been reviewed by the County for purposes of complying with Va. Code Ann. § 1-219.1.

10. The Board directs the County Attorney, and, to the extent necessary, the Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board, or the County Administrator, to complete the procedure and prepare and execute any necessary documents, in order to acquire the property, including filing a condemnation petition to initiate the condemnation action in the Board’s name, payment of the offer amount into the Greensville County Circuit Court, filing a Certificate of Take, and any other necessary actions in accordance with the procedures of Chapter 3 of Title 25.1 of the Code of Virginia.

11. This Resolution shall be effective upon its adoption.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County of Greensville will be responsible for maintenance and operating costs of any facility constructed with Transportation Alternatives Program funds unless arrangements have been made with the Department.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the County of Greensville subsequently elects to cancel this project, the County of Greensville hereby agrees to reimburse the Virginia Department of Transportation for the total amount of costs expended by the Department through the date the Department is notified of such cancelation.  The County of Greensville also agrees to repay my funds previously reimbursed that are later deemed ineligible by the Federal Highway Administration.

In Re: U.S. Route 301 Sidewalk Extension Project – Resolution #16-57

Mr. Pope stated that in the 2013 funding cycle for VDOT’s Transportation Enhancement Program, the County applied for and was awarded $398,965.00 for the installation of a sidewalk that would begin where the sidewalk terminated at the school and go in a northerly direction to Crescent Road.  He stated that the sidewalk was suppose to be under construction in the spring of 2015; unfortunately, DEQ overhauled the stormwater regulations in 2014 and the new regulations requirements added cost plus some of the construction line items increased.  He also stated that there was another estimate done and the funding need now was $165,000 in additional money to complete the project.  He further stated that the Staff had applied for transportation funding this year which would be due November 1 for the additional $165,000.  He then stated that Staff was requesting the adoption of the following Resolution.  Mr. Pope stated that VDOT would commit 80% and the County 20%.
