In Re:  Mr. Charles Kasper


Mr. Kasper addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a brief history of his background.  He stated that he had purchased a parcel of land from the County in 1997 containing 20 acres.  He also gave a handout to the Board of Supervisors referencing the parcels purchased.  He further stated that he had some serious issues to discuss so he stopped by to talk with Mrs. Swenson in the Commissioner of Revenue’s Office and had hoped that Mr. Slayton, the County Attorney, would be present to answer some questions.  Mr. Kasper stated that he had requested that Mr. Whittington set up a meeting with Mr. Slayton so that some of the issues could be discussed and three months had passed without any communication.  He stated that his purpose for being at the meeting was to let every citizen in Greensville County know that when there was an issue, it should be discussed first with the proper people and he wanted the Board of Supervisors to know the issue or he would proceed with legal ramifications.  He then discussed how he acquired the property that once belonged to Mr. Author Phipps back in 1935.  He stated that several surveys of the property were conducted by JC Fields that overlapped the adjacent parcels of property.  Mr. Kasper stated that the deed book showed that the property he purchased existed but he was being told it did not exist after paying taxes on the property for years and now he was being threatened with garnishment of his checking account.  He further stated that he was being double taxed for property that the County stated it(DELETE) did not exist.  He then stated that he felt the whole problem was blown out of proportion because of favoritism from the County.

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff would set up a meeting with Mr. Kasper, the County Attorney and the Commissioner of the Revenue and bring a recommendation back to the Board of Supervisors.

In Re:  Citizens Comments

Mr. Whittington asked if there was anyone present who wished to address the Board of Supervisors to come forward and state their name and address for the record. 

Mr. Paul Adams resident of the Grace Meade Parker Subdivision addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he appeared before the Board on September 15, 2014 with a request for the Board to revisit a decision made in 2009 regarding a tract of property in the Grace Meade Parker Subdivision.  He also stated that eleven (11) questions had been submitted to Mr. Pope, Planning Director along with an additional nine questions that were not answered.  He further stated that the property was zoned single family dwelling but was now single family rental property.  Mr. Adams stated that the concerned citizens of Greensville County wanted clarification as to when the water and sewer was installed and asked if the rental property to be constructed or is being constructed in the Grace Meade Parker Subdivision was in compliance with the ordinances of Greensville County.  He then asked again had the Board revisited the issue or did he need to make another appointment to appear before the Board.

Mr. Whittington stated that Mr. Pope answered the majority of the questions, if not all of the questions, at the last meeting.  He then asked that Mr. Pope come forward.  

Mr. Whittington asked Mr. Pope if the Board had the authority to revisit or reverse the zoning at this point regarding the property located on Moonlight Road.  Mr. Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors and Mr. Adams stating that he did not see any way the Board could reverse the decision.  He stated that the ordinance did not distinguish between rental property and owner occupied property.  He then stated that it distinguished between single and multi-family dwellings in which single family dwellings uses are permitted.  He also stated that if more than four (4) lots were created, the owner had to appear before the Planning Commission and go through the subdivision process, in which the project being constructed went through the proper channels.  

Mr. Adams stated that his concern was if the owner complied with the ordinance of Greensville County and that he researched the ordinance but did not get a lot of information as to how the ordinance for a subdivision in Greensville County was to be adhered to.  He then stated that if the Board could not revisit the previous decision, he would like an appointment to meet with the Board or else he would have to go another step because the residents were not happy with the rental property being constructed in the Grace Meade Parker Subdivision.

In Re:  Master Plan


Mr. Whittington stated that the item was deferred from the September 2, 2014 meeting.  He stated that the attachment was a sketch of the master plan and if the Board of Supervisor had any questions, he would answer them at this time.  He then stated that Staff recommended approval of the Master Plan for the Greensville County Office Park.

In Re:  Resolution #15-56 –USDA Grant for the Purchase of Sheriff’s Vehicles


Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that USDA-Rural Development had awarded Greensville County $33,000 to be used for the purchase of a vehicle for the Sheriff’s department.  She stated that USDA required compliance with the covenants in the agreement and requested that the County Administrator be authorized to execute the documents on behalf of the Board of Supervisors in order to obtain the financial assistance.  She then requested approval of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #15-56
USDA GRANT FOR THE PURCHASE OF SHERIFFS VEHICLES


WHEREAS, the governing body of Greensville County, consisting of 4 members, in a regularly scheduled meeting held on the 6th day of October, 2014, at which a quorum was present; Resolved as follows:


BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that, in order to facilitate obtaining financial assistance from the United States of America, United States Department of Agriculture, Rural Development (the Government) in the purchase of police vehicles to serve the Community, the governing body does hereby adopt and abide by the covenants contained in the agreements, documents, and forms required by the Government to be executed.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator of Greensville County be authorized to execute on behalf of the Board of Supervisors the above-referenced agreements and to execute such other documents including, but not limited to debt instruments and security instruments as may be required in obtaining the said financial assistance.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve Resolution #15-56.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Resolution #15-57 – I-95 Exit 13 Beautification Project/Maintenance Agreement Permit


Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board requesting that no action be taken on Resolution #15-57.  He stated that the Maintenance Agreement for the Exit 13 project stated that once the project was complete, the County would enter into the Maintenance Agreement with VDOT and take care of the area to be landscaped at Exit 13.  

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the I-95 Exit 13 Maintenance Agreement.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if Staff was still waiting on paperwork from Mr. Dickens.  Mr. Pope stated that Mr. Dickens obtained the bids in a timely manner and he had sat down with Mr. Dickens and office personnel and submitted the land use permit application to VDOT.  He further stated that VDOT kicked the application back and changes were made last week and then it was returned.  He also stated that he talked with Jason Fowler with VDOT and he stated that everything looked good.  Mr. Pope stated that he would speak with Mr. Fowler in the morning.

In Re:  Resolution #15-58 – Tobacco Commission Research and Development Grant


 Mrs. Natalie Slate, Economic Development Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff had been working with a client named Zynnovation.  She stated that it was a start-up company currently located in the Dominion Research and Development Building in Ashland Virginia.  She also stated that the company asked for Staff’s help in obtaining a grant from the Tobacco Commission through the Research and Development Program and would like to request $2 million for a $4 million project with a one to one match.  Mrs. Slate stated that the company had the money to match the grant.  She stated that the grant would funnel through Greensville County but the County would not be held accountable because it was a reimbursement and not an upfront cost that needed to be secured.  She then stated that the company intended to locate in Greensville within two years and hoped to go to full commercialization and build a facility for the manufacturing of the product.  Mrs. Slate then requested approval of the following resolution supporting the application to the Tobacco Commission and authorization that Mr. Whittington execute the appropriate documents for the submittal of the application.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #15-58.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Truck Driving Training School Lease with Southside Virginia Community College


Mrs. Slate stated that the lease was in place several years prior and now renewal of the lease was being requested.  She stated that the lease was with the City of Emporia, the County of Greensville and the Community College.  She further stated that grant funds were received from the Tobacco Commission to build an educational school out at the Airport and the abandoned runway was being used for the truck driving training program.  She then stated that the program had been revamped because there was trouble getting people to participate because of the lengthy time it took and that it was 4 to 5 days a week, during the week for 6-8 hours a day.  Mrs. Slate stated that Staff asked for reconsideration of the times and days the training was provided due to people holding full-time jobs.  She stated that now the program was revamped and there were evening and weekend courses and that the project had sprung back into life because of these changes.  Mrs. Slate then requested approval of the renewal of the lease and authorization that Mr. Whittington sign on behalf of the Board of Supervisors.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve the renewal of the Truck Driving Training School Lease.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  E.A.G.L.E.S. Scholarship Initiative


Mr. Parson stated that a letter was mailed to the Board of Supervisors and the City of Emporia from the Southside Virginia Education Center Board of Directors.  She stated that in the letter, the Board of Directors was requesting that the Board approve a contribution of $10,000 for an initiative that was recently developed called the Greensville Emporia Scholarship Initiative.  She then stated that it was renamed to the E.A.G.L.E.S. Scholarship and that would provide funds for any of the graduating seniors from Greensville County High School that wished to attend the Community College.  Mrs. Parson stated that it would pay the senior’s tuition for at least one full year and that it would be a recurring expenditure that Staff would like to have appropriated each year in the budget.  She stated that Staff was requesting approval for the FY2016 budget now because the scholarship had to be distributed in the spring of the year and awarded at that point even though the funds would not be disbursed until September or October of next year for the fall semester.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve the E.A.G.L.E.S. Initiative and funding in the annual amount of $10,000.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
