In Re:  Public Hearing

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding Zoning Matter – SP-3-14 – Dominion Power Substation

In Re:  Zoning Matter – SP-3-14 – Dominion Power Substation


Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant requested a special use permit for the construction of an electrical distribution substation to be located 3350’ northeast of the Sykes Lane (State Route 680)/Wyatts Mill Road (State Route 608) intersection in Election District Four.  He stated that the Planning Commission and Staff recommended approval contingent upon the five conditions.


Chairman Wiley asked the Board of Supervisors and the public if there were any comments.  


Mr. Dan Doody, Project Manager with Dominion Power addressed the Supervisors stating that the substation would be located in Jarratt with flexible output.  He stated that Dominion had approached Boars Head to see if they were willing to work with Dominion to have a site on their property since they had a pretty big addition going on.  He also stated that it would help with reliability and give new power needed in the area.  He then asked if there were any questions.  There were none.

In Re:  Return to Regular Session


Mr. Whittington stated Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors return to regular session.

In Re:  SP-3-14 – Dominion Power Substation

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve SP-3-14 – Dominion Power Substation with the following conditions.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

1. A special use permit is being granted to Dominion Virginia Power for the construction of an electrical distribution substation to be located on property to be acquired from Boar’s Head Provisions.

2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules and regulations.

3. Secure site by installation of security fence with one (1) strand of barbed wire at the top.

4. Provide security lighting to illuminate facility from dusk to dawn.

5. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the revocation of the Special Use Permit.

In Re:  Mr. Jerry Kee with VDOT – Road Matters

Mr. Jerry Kee addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a brief update regarding road matters as follows:

Mowing – Mr. Kee stated that there had been some requests regarding mowing.  He stated that VDOT would begin the last cycle of mowing for the year to include clean up and cutting behind the ditches.


Tree Trimming - He stated some requests were received regarding tree trimming on some roads and that VDOT would begin within the next week.

Cross Drains – Mr. Kee stated that 10-12 cross drains would be replaced.

Jarratt – He also stated that there were a lot of issues on Main Street in Jarratt with the road failing on the Greensville County end.  He stated that this would also be fixed within this week or next week.


301 Bridge – Mr. Kee stated that bid had been received on the 24th to repair the 301 Bridge.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if VDOT would be cutting the high limbs.  Mr. Kee stated yes up to 20’ tall.  Supervisor Ferguson also asked if VDOT would continue with the ditching machine.  Mr. Kee stated yes, that they had just renewed the contract.  Supervisor Ferguson then asked that someone check the sign on Pine Log Road regarding the road number for the shutdown of a portion of the Independence Church Road.  Mr. Kee stated that Staff was aware of that and it was being fixed.  Supervisor Ferguson reiterated that VDOT staff needed to do a good job with the tie end of the construction to be done on Independence Church Road resulting in a good finished product.


Supervisor Lee asked Mr. Kee if Joe Lomax received any information regarding the yard located on Brickyard Road. Mr. Kee stated that Mr. Lomax had spoken with a CSX representative and they may let VDOT enter the CSX right-of-way. 

Supervisor Vaughan stated that a lot of gravel trucks travel Route 621 and at least a foot of extra space needed to be added to each side of the road because there was no shoulder space and that the ditch needed to be cleaned.

In Re:   Drexel Pierce with the Greensville/Emporia Extension Agency

Mr. Pierce addressed the Board and gave an update on the 4-H Youth Development Program.  He stated that this past summer, there were over 60 kids enrolled in the summer day camps.  He also thanked the Board of Supervisors for its support of the Summer Junior Camp that consisted of about 280 participants with 68 kids from the Emporia/Greensville area. He also stated that it was attributable to support from Greensville County and the City of Emporia in the form of the Scholars Program.  Mr. Drexel stated that he also challenged himself to raise $2,000 of external funding from local businesses and succeeded by receiving contributions totaling $4800.

In Re:  Concerned Citizens of Moonlight Road


Mr. Paul Adams of Moonlight Road addressed the Board stating that some of the residents of Moonlight Road were concerned about the construction of rental houses in the Grace Meade Parker subdivision.  He asked that the Board of Supervisors go back and revisit what they approved in 2009 regarding the subdivision.  He then stated that the residents wanted to know if the area was only for homeowners or rental property as well.  He then requested that the Board of Supervisor stop the development of rental property in the subdivision.

Mr. Lin Pope stated that the property was zoned R1C and that it allowed for single family dwellings.  He stated that there was nothing in the code stating that it had to be rental or homeowner property only.  Mr. Pope stated that the code did not prohibit single family rental dwellings in the Grace Meade Parker Subdivision.

Mr. Whittington addressed the public stating that anyone wishing to address the Board of Supervisors to please come forward and state their name for the record.

In Re:  VRA Financing – Resolution #15-42 and the Support Agreement

Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, stated that the Authority requested that the Supervisors facilitate the financing of various projects for the upcoming year.  She stated that the re-financing of the Authority’s $515,000 Water and Sewer Revenue Bond from 2004 would also be included in the financing issue.  She also stated that by entering into the Support Agreement with the Authority and the Virginia Resource Authority, it would allow the Water and Sewer Authority to move forward with the projects.  Mrs. Parson stated that the following Resolution #15-42 approved the execution of the Support Agreement and provided the County’s moral obligation to make the appropriations with respect to the Authority’s revenue and refunding bond for 2014.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1RESOLUTION#15-42 OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SUPPORT AGREEMENT PROVIDING FOR GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA’S MORAL OBLIGATION TO MAKE CERTAIN APPROPRIATIONS WITH RESPECT TO A WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE AND REFUNDING BOND OF THE GREENSVILLE COUNTY WATER AND SEWER AUTHORITY
The Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority (the “Authority”) presently owns, operates and maintains water and sewer facilities (the “System”) to provide for the water and sewer needs of the residents of Greensville County, Virginia (the “County”).

The Authority proposes to issue its Water and Sewer System Revenue and Refunding Bond, Series 2014 (the “2014 Bond”), to finance (a) (i) acquisition of land for the construction of a raw water reservoir, new intake and pump station on the Nottoway River, (ii) improvements to the pump station and sludge dewatering system at Jarratt Water Treatment Plant, (iii) replacement of the pump station at High Hills, (iv) replacement of the control panel at Falling Run Wastewater Treatment Plant, (v) upgrades to various manholes, (vi) connection of Well #4, (vii) acquisition of various equipment, and (viii) other related and ancillary improvements to facilities of the System (collectively, the “Project”), together with capitalized interest, (b) the refunding of all or a portion of the outstanding balance of its $515,000 Water and Sewer System Revenue Bond, Series of 2004 (the “Refunded Bond”), that financed the acquisition, construction and equipping of certain improvements to the System, (c) a debt service reserve fund and (d) issuance costs in connection with such financing, and to cause the 2014 Bond to be sold to the Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”) pursuant to the terms of a Local Bond Sale and Financing Agreement to be dated a date specified by VRA, between VRA and the Authority (the “Financing Agreement”).

The Authority has requested the Board of Supervisors of the County facilitate the issuance and sale of the 2014 Bond by entering into a Support Agreement to be dated a date specified by VRA, among the Authority, the County and VRA (the “Support Agreement”), the form of which has been presented to this meeting and filed with the County and to acknowledge certain matters as conditions to VRA’s purchase of the 2014 Bond.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA:

1.
The Board of Supervisors of the County acknowledges that VRA is treating the 2014 Bond as a “local obligation” within the meaning of Section 62.1-199 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended (the “Virginia Code”), including amendments thereto taking effect as of July 1, 2011, which in the event of a nonpayment thereunder authorizes VRA or VRA’s trustee to file an affidavit with the Governor of Virginia (the “Governor”) that such nonpayment has occurred pursuant to Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code.  In purchasing the 2014 Bond, VRA is further relying on Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code, providing that if the Governor is satisfied that such nonpayment has occurred, the Governor will immediately make an order directing the Comptroller of Virginia (the “Comptroller”) to withhold all further payment to the County of all funds, or of any part of them, appropriated and payable by the Commonwealth of Virginia to the County for any and all purposes, and the Governor will, while the nonpayment continues, direct in writing the payment of all sums withheld by the Comptroller, or as much of them as is necessary, to VRA, so as to cure, or cure insofar as possible, such nonpayment.

2.
The Support Agreement is approved in substantially the form presented to this meeting, with such changes, insertions or omissions as may be approved by the Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board of Supervisors of the County or the County Administrator, any of whom may act, whose approval shall be evidenced conclusively by the execution and delivery of the Support Agreement on the County’s behalf.  The Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board of Supervisors of the County or the County Administrator, any of whom may act, is authorized to execute and deliver the Support Agreement and such other documents and certificates as such officer may consider necessary in connection therewith.

3.
As provided in the Support Agreement, the Board of Supervisors of the County hereby undertakes a non-binding obligation to appropriate to the Authority such amounts as may be requested from time to time pursuant to the Support Agreement, to the fullest degree and in such manner as is consistent with the Constitution and laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  The Board of Supervisors of the County, while recognizing that it is not empowered to make any binding commitment to make such appropriations in future fiscal years, hereby states its intent to make such appropriations in future fiscal years, and hereby recommends future Boards of Supervisors of the County do likewise during the term of the Support Agreement.

4.
The County Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to take such actions and give such notices as may be required of him under the Support Agreement.


5.
All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.


6.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

In Re:  Exit 13, I-95 VDOT’s Comprehensive Roadside Management Program


Mr. Pope stated that Staff opened bids for the Exit 13 Landscaping project.  He stated that bids were received from three firms with Dickens Construction being the low bidder.  He also stated that Sadler had accepted the bid and wanted to proceed with the project.  He then stated that Staff recommended approval of Dickens and requested authorization to enter into a contract with Dickens, in conformance with the agreement with Mr. Sadler, contingent upon review by the County Attorney.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve entering into a construction contract with Dickens contingent upon review by the County Attorney.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Morgan Road Right-of-Way


Mr. Pope stated that a site plan was submitted about a year and a half ago to enlarge the parking lot for trucks.  He stated that part of the project would be to take out the old portion of Morgan Road, moving it to the south and constructing a new Morgan Road to enlarge the lot.  He also that the gentleman that was working with Parker Oil was no longer there and now there was a new road constructed and an old road that still existed.  He then stated that the new road had been inspected and approved by VDOT with a matter of accepting the right-of-way.  Mr. Pope stated that he should be receiving the Deed of Dedication from Parker Oil’s attorney and the plat would be use to dedicate the right-of-way along with the deed.  He also stated that once the right-of-way was dedicated and Staff executed a maintenance agreement with VDOT, the process of abandonment of the old portion of Morgan Road would begin.  Mr. Pope stated that Staff requests approval.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, approval of the plat dedicating the right-of-way for the new portion of Morgan Road and also the approval of the plat that would vacate the old portion of Morgan Road.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
