In Re:  MAMaC Bush Hogging Project Contract

Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff advertised, on behalf of the RIFA, to conduct the annual Bush Hogging Project.  He stated that the acreage now totaled 229 acres that had been cleared through the stump shredding process but needed to be maintained.  He also stated that after further discussion with Staff, the project was found to be budgeted in the RIFA budget.  He further stated that after bidding the project, Frank Owens Farm came in as the lowest bidder with a bid price of $8,415.00.  Mr. Owens then stated that Staff was recommending authorization to enter into a contract with Frank Owens Farm to conduct the bush hogging. He then stated that any expenses incurred by the County would be reimbursed by the RIFA.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve entering into a contract with Frank Owens Farm for the Bush Hogging Project.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Sidewalk Improvements/Low Ground Road

Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that at last month’s Transportation Safety Commission meeting, he was asked to request the Board of Supervisors to consider applying for transportation funds from VDOT to install a sidewalk from the City limits on the Low Ground Road up the hill to serve the trailer park.  He stated that there was a lot of pedestrian traffic and a few accidents had occurred involving pedestrians.  He also stated that with the Board’s permission, he would be glad to prepare everything to start the process of applying for funds.  He further stated that Staff was not requesting approval of the application tonight because he would have to come back before the Board with the prices and approval of a resolution, etc. before submitting the application.

Supervisor Ferguson asked which side would the sidewalk be installed.  Mr. Pope stated that it would be on the south side, the same side that the church was located.  He stated that it would start at the church where sidewalk was already installed, extending up the hill.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the process of starting the application to be submitted for the sidewalk improvements along Low Ground Road.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Reimbursement for Livestock Claim

Mr. Reggie Owens addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that in June of this year, David Rawlings called Animal Control stating that there were some unidentifiable stray dogs that came into his pen and chased his livestock, and as a result, 7 of them died.  He also stated that Officer Mise conducted an investigation in accordance with the Code of Virginia that a resident could be reimbursed up to $400 per animal at fair market price, not to exceed $400 for animals killed at-large.  He further stated that Officer Mise attempted to identify of the owners of the dogs but was unsuccessful.  Mr. Owens stated that the cost of reimbursement would be $933.15, based on livestock prices within the last 2-3 weeks as referenced from the Blackstone Livestock Market.  He then stated that Staff was requesting that the Board of Supervisors allow Staff to reimburse Mr. Rawlings in accordance to the Code of Virginia.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the reimbursement of $913.15 to Mr. Rawlings for the livestock claim.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
