She then stated that anyone who wanted to speak regarding the proposed budget was welcome to do so at this time.


Mr. Jeff Robinson and Christine Vaughan with the YMCA addressed the Board of Supervisors thanking the Board for its support.  Mr. Robinson then asked the Board to consider funding the YMCA in the next fiscal year.  Supporters of the YMCA then expressed their gratitude of the YMCA and its contributions to the community.


Mrs. Martha Swenson, Commissioner of the Revenue, addressed the Board stating that the high school students were working out very well.  She stated that their last day would be June 18 as far as getting paid and wanted to request that the Board of Supervisors authorize them to continue as employees in the office.  Mrs. Swenson stated that she still had some funds left from the Comp Board last year and had talked with Mrs. Whitby and she stated that their last day as far as getting paid in this fiscal year would be June 18.  She then requested that they be allowed to work and get paid until the end of the month.  Mrs. Swenson stated that she needed employees to work and if she was not going to get the full-time employee that she needed badly, she needed to keep the girls to help with the simple things and truly needed a full time person to help with the major work.  Mrs. Swenson then described some of the duties performed in her office to justify the need for the full-time employee and requested the Board’s favorable consideration.

Thalice Jackson addressed the Board of Supervisors in reference to the property taxes being increased.  She stated that a lot of people could not afford a tax increase and wanted to know what type of services or agencies were out there that the County could get help on funding in order to not increase the taxes.

Mrs. Wiley stated that the Board of Supervisors could not do that because there was not a state budget.  Mrs. Wiley stated that she was included on a conference call and there was still no state budget at this time.  


Mr. Whittington stated that Greensville County had just gone through a real property reassessment.  He stated that the Board of Equalization and the Board of Assessors evaluated the real property in the County.  He also stated that when you compare the property values now in the aggregate, they went down 12%, so in order for Greensville County to obtain the same tax levy, off the new tax assessment, it had to go up $.08 cents just to break even.  Mr. Whittington stated that the rate was $0.11 cents but only $.08 cents was attributable to the decrease in the value of the real estate and then a $.03 cents increase was being recommended to be a truly effective increase.


Ms. Jackson stated that when taxes go up, the community was looking for a type of service to be given back to the community and nothing was being offered in Greensville County. She stated that taxes were steady going up without any new services being offered.

Ms. Stacey Bradshaw with the Chowan Basin Soil Conservation thanked the Board of Supervisors for its continued support and provided the Board with an annual report.  


Mr. Tom Clinedinst addressed the Board of Supervisors and thanked the County for providing the budget on the website.  Mr. Clinedinst than requested that the County keep the history of the budgets on the website to know how the budget this year was compared to the previous years and going forward.  He also requested that it be posted what the one cent increase equaled in terms of dollars in the budget.  Mr. Clinedinst then asked if there had been any reductions in the County’s expenditures in the past year going forward to be put on the website.  He also asked that it be shown in the administrative cost how much of an increase in the budget was due to merit increase and raises.  He also stated after looking at the debt service, he felt that the County was in a lot of debt.




Chairman Wiley then asked if there were anyone else who wished to speak.  There was no one.
