In Re:  Introduction of New Employees


Mrs. Alice Whitby, Finance Supervisor, addressed the Board of Supervisors and introduced four new employees of the County and Water and Sewer Authority.  She stated that Amanda Huskey, Deputy I with the Commissioner of the Revenue’s Office, Heath Clements, Truck Driver for the Solid Waste Dumpster Sites, Susan Wyatt-Greene Probation Officer for Southside Community Corrections and Michael Smith, Chief Wastewater Plant Operator for the Water and Sewer Authority.

The Board of Supervisors welcomed all new employees and stated that it looked forward to working with them.

In Re:  Public Hearing

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors to go into Public Hearing to solicit public comments regarding the Proposed Six-Year Plan and an Amendment to the Greensville County Code regarding Tipping Fees for the landfill.

Supervisor Vaughan moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to go into Public Hearing.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Proposed Virginia Department of Transportation Secondary Six-Year Plan for Fiscal Years 2014 through 2019 and the Proposed Secondary System Construction Budget for Fiscal Years 2014 through 2019.

Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Joe Lomax, Franklin’s Residency Administrator, was present to present the proposed Six-Year Plan.  He stated that about a month ago, he had sent all Board Members a memo asking that they come up with some suggested road projects within their perspective districts that could be added to the priority list.  He also stated that as a result of that memo, Supervisor Vaughan’s concern was 629 which was already on the priority list; Chairman Wiley’s concern was the hill on Doodlum Road and Supervisor Lee’s district was three potential road projects which were Sunnyside Lane, Brick Yard Road and James River Junction with the need to improve the alignment, drainage and pave a portion of those road.  Mr. Pope stated that the priority list was not the Six-Year Plan.  He stated that as the projects were completed on the Six-Year Plan, then the top priority would move up to the Six-Year Plan by resolution.  Mr. Pope stated that there were ten items on the priority list with one being substantially completed.

Mr. Lomax addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a powerpoint presentation regarding the Six-Year Plan.  He stated that within the last few years funding was lacking and actually went from bad to worse.  He also stated that VDOT had not been receiving unpaved monies and no regular secondary monies which put everything at a freeze regarding the projects.  Mr. Lomax stated that there were $2 million dollars needed to finish funding the Independence Church Road project.  He stated that he would need to meet with Lin within the next ten days to discuss options for the Otterdam Road that would benefit the mega site project.  Mr. Lomax stated that after the meeting with Lin and the project engineer to lay out some options, he would then come back before the Board with those options pertaining to Otterdam Road.  He stated that for the past three years, VDOT had only been receiving telefees.  Mr. Lomax stated that between the years of 2017 through 2019 was when the projected funding increased with a total estimated funding of $525,460.  He also stated that the top three projects were finishing up the first half of Independence Church Road, beginning the second half of Independence Church Road from Rt. 6633 to the intersection of Route 627 and Route 614 Otterdam Road.

Chairman Wiley asked if there were anyone present who wished to speak.


Mr. Herbert Scott addressed the Board of Supervisors with concerns regarding the bridge on Route 629.  He stated that the bridge had rehab work and was very steady.  He also commented on the bridge that was called beaver pond.  He then stated that bridge had been patched for twice a year and that there was a hole in the bridge where you can see down to the water and that VDOT crossed the bridge about twice a week and would not stop to fix it until he called on it.  Mr. Scott stated that VDOT put in six beams and filled a space with black tar but he and others were standing on the bridge when vehicles crossed it and the whole bridge vibrated loudly and moved.  Mr. Lomax stated that he would contact maintenance that handles bridges to see what was going on.


Mr. Scott also commented on the safety on I-95, Exit 4 due to the vegetation and height of the trees.

In Re: Proposed Amendments to the Greensville County Code, Chapter 18-Solid Waste Management Section 18-14. Fees and Charges (a), (b), (c), and (d), Increase in Tipping Fees


Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the proposed amendment for the increase in the landfill tipping fees was advertised.  He stated that the engineering firm, Dewberry, recommended a plan for the landfill to periodically increase tipping fees to keep up with operational cost at the landfill.  He then gave the amounts of increases for the tipping fees.

Chairman Wiley asked if anyone was present who wished to speak on the increase in tipping fees.  There was no one.

WHEREAS, this Board had previously agreed to assist in the preparation of this Plan, in accordance with the Virginia Department of Transportation policies and procedures, and participated in a public hearing on the proposed Plan (2014 through 2019) as well as the Construction Priority List (2014/2019) on June 3, 2013 after duly advertised so that all citizens of the County had the opportunity to participate in said hearing and to make comments and recommendations concerning the proposed Plan and Priority List; and


WHEREAS, Joe Lomax, Franklin Residency Administrator, Virginia Department of Transportation, appeared before the Board and recommended approval of the Six-Year Plan for Secondary Road (2014 through 2019) and the Construction Priority List (2014/2019) for Greensville County.

AMENDMENT TO GREENSVILLE COUNTY CODE

SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT

Section 18-24. Fees and Charges, (a), (b) (c) and (d)

(a) A fee of $0.22 per pound ($44.00 per ton) shall be charged for all household solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(b) A fee of $0.022 per pound ($44.00 per ton) shall be charged for all commercial solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(c) A fee of $0.022 per pound ($44.00 per ton) shall be charged for all industrial solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(d) A fee of $0.026.5 per pound ($53.00 per ton) shall be charged for all institutional solid waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(e) A fee of $0.0475 per pound ($95.00 per ton) shall be charged for all tires disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

(f) A fee of $0.005 per pound ($10.00 per ton) shall be charged for clean un-bagged yard waste disposed of at the County’s sanitary landfill.

In Re:  Update on Real Property Reassessment – Mr. William Curcio, Field Supervisor/Assessor


Mr. William Curcio with Blue Ridge Appraisals addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the current progress of the reassessment was that Staff had completed approximately 75 percent of the field work and have about 2,000 parcels remaining to be visited in field.  He stated that at this point, the Assessors have had three meetings with the last meeting being two weeks ago to inspect some recent sales from last year and that the next meeting was scheduled for July 24 in which they would be discussing projected decreases and projected rates.  Mr. Curcio stated that at this point, they were projecting a general decrease and was on schedule.

In Re:  Adoption of the FY2014 Budget

Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that as a purpose to approving the resolutions for the upcoming budgets, due to the Board’s action at the last meeting to reduce school funding, it resulted in a $179,061 increase in revenues.  She stated that in revenues, there were over expenditures and after taking an account of all the Board’s actions regarding the proposed 2013 budget, Staff was proposing a reduction of one cent that made the tax increase five cents instead of the originally proposed six cent for the 2013 calendar year.  Mrs. Parson stated that along with that, Staff would be budgeting an additional $100,000 in the contingency fund.

In Re:  2013 Tax Ordinance

2013 TAX ORDINANCE

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia, that for the year 2013 there is hereby levied:

1. A tax of $0.56 per $100.00 assessed valuation on all real estate in Greensville County.

2. A tax of $5.00 per $100.00 assessed valuation of all taxable tangible personal property located in Greensville County on the first day of January 2013, except household goods and personal effects.

3. The levy upon real and personal property owned by public service corporations shall be at the same rate established by the Code of Virginia or State Corporation Commission.

4. A tax of $4.00 per $100.00 assessed valuation of machinery and tools, located in Greensville County on the first day of January, 2013.

5. A tax rate of $0.50 per $100.00 of assessed valuation for aircraft located in Greensville County on the first day of January, 2013.

6. A tax rate of $0.00 per $100.00 of assessed valuation of farm machinery and tools located in Greensville County on the first day of January, 2013.

The foregoing tax rates shall remain in force for calendar year 2013, and thereafter, unless increased of decreased by ordinance.

All levies shall be due on or before December 5 in each calendar year.

In Re:  Solid Waste Collection Site Change Order


Mr. Reggie Owens addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff requested approval for a change order from Rightmyer Machine Rental for an extension of 68 days due to delays from above average rainfall during the construction period and approval of the Change order from Heaton Construction for an extension of 45 days to allow time to prep the Kiosk area for construction. He stated that if approved, the County would be aligned to reduce the undercut cost associated with sites 1, 2 and 8 and finish the project under budget.  He also stated that If Staff moved forward with construction in wet soil conditions, the extra amount of undercut would be a substantial cost increase of $140,000 or more depending on the amount of soil required to be removed to reach the desired compaction ratio needed to stabilize the sites.


Mr. Whittington asked when was the completion date.  Mr. Owens stated that it was June 1 for substantial completion and July 1 for final completion.  He stated that final completion was set for September 6 for Rightmeyer and August 6 for substantial completion.  Mr. Owens stated that the sites at Zion School, Fiddlers Road and Carter Road was not scheduled to be opened until September 6 but the citizens could continue to use the old dumpsters on Ruritan Drive and 58 East.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the Solid Waste Collection Site Change Order.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
