Chairman Wiley called the meeting to order at 1:00 P.M.
----------



In Re:  Budget Session


Mr. Whittington stated that the budget meeting would start with Mr. Richard Short regarding the EGRA and the Greensville Rescue Squad.
-----



In Re:  Richard Short – Greensville Rescue Squad


Mr. Short addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he and Mrs. Parson had defined the initial request of splitting the expenses on the worker’s compensation and retirement fees.  He stated that after further research, he came up with an aggregate amount of $7,722 for those two items in addition to the $10,000 for the budget.  He also stated that the $10,000 would be used for training within the organization as a whole.  He then asked if there were any questions.

Supervisor Ferguson asked how was the billing program working.  Mr. Short stated that it was working well and that was the reason the organization was requesting $10,000.

Mrs. Parson stated that in the past years, the amount requested was split 50/50 with the City of Emporia.  She also asked that Mr. Short provide a copy of the Rescue Squad’s audit for last year.

------




In Re:  Richard Short – EGRA


Mrs. Parson stated that the current request for FY2014 was $58,830.  Mr. Short stated that he was the current President of the EGRA.  He stated that after the committee met, there was a decision by the committee that there had been several years without an increase in the budget.  He stated that programs were becoming more costly to implement and had asked the commissioner to hold off on equipment and uniforms as long as possible but now the time was here to perform upgrade on the equipment due to safety reasons and uniforms needed to be up to standard.  Mr. Short stated that this year, there would be a larger increase in purchases than the past year.  He also stated that the budget only reflected a 4.4% increase and the request to the Board of Supervisors was a little better than 10%.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if the committee had thought about increasing the amount to participate in a sport.


Mr. Short stated that their rate had been consistent at $35 for registration and they did not want to overprice registration and not have many to participate in the activities.

In Re:  Alice Whitby – Finance Director


Mrs. Whitby addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that as a result of the last budget meeting, she was requested to look at what the State was doing regarding increases versus Staff’s proposal regarding salary increases.  She stated that the State was proposing a 2% increase and if you had five years of continuous service, an employee would get $65 per year towards their retirement.  She also stated that if you were a constitutional officer, you would receive a 3% increase and nothing for your years of service.  Mrs. Whitby said it was two different scenarios that the State had adopted for its employees.  She then reviewed the current salaries regarding the County employees, plus what the increase would be with a 3% bonus and the proposed 4% increase across the board that did not include constitutional officers due to the 3% from the State.

Mr. Whittington stated that Staff’s recommendation was to include the proposed 4% increase in the County’s budget.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, with reservation, to accept Staff’s recommendation regarding the 4% salary increase.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Budget Initiatives


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff had recommendations and four budget initiatives.  He stated that the four proposed initiatives included, 1) Job Creation, 2) MAMaC, 3) Southside Virginia Education Center and, 4) Capital Expenditures, in the amount of $320,079 with Supplemental Revenues to offset the cost totaling $111,618.  He then asked the Supervisors if they had any questions.  There were none.

In Re:  Becky Walker – Meherrin Regional Library


Mrs. Walker addressed the Board of Supervisors thanking them for all the support to the library this year.  She also highlighted some of the services provided by the library system and then requested full funding of the budget request for FY2013-2014 in the amount of $10,050.35.

In Re:  Feed More 


The representative addressed the Board of Supervisors and background information as to what the organization provided to the community.  She then stated that she was requesting $2,000 in funding for FY2013-14.

In Re:  
Pam Lifsey-Treasurer

Mrs. Lifsey addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that line item for Professional Services: VEC/DIT increased from $450 to $1500 due to added fees from the Virginia Employment Commission.  She stated that previously the office paid the VEC $100 a quarter and last year, they added a $931 yearly access fee.  She also stated that advertising increased from $200 to $250 due to an ad regarding the dog tags and the bill had not been received as of yet; Telecommunications increased from $100 to $125 due to they went a little over last fiscal year; Travel and Training increased from $2,500 to $3,000 due to she had enrolled her other two deputies to become certified; Bank Card Fees increased from $3,500 to 4,500 due to BB&T increased their fees every year and she had set a meeting with BB&T on Thursday to discuss a solution to the fee increase every year; DMV charges increased from $2,500 to $5,500 due to release the DMV stop; Office Supplies increased from $4,000 to $4,500 due to allow for rising cost of supplies ; ADP supplies increased from $1,000 to $1,200 due to allow for rising cost of the product; Tax Bills increased from $1,900 to $2,500 due to bank statements need to be ordered to perform supplemental billing.

In Re:  Mr. Scott - Adult Activity


Mr. Scott addressed the Board of Supervisors requesting funding in the amount of $14,964.  He stated that the request was based on actual need but was also based on direct percentages of the number of consumers served in Greensville County during the past twelve months.  He then gave background information on services provided.

In Re:  Rick Franklin - Airport Funding


Mr. Franklin addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he appreciated all of the funding the Board had supported the airport with over the many years.  He stated that the Commission was requesting $60,000 in funding towards the capital program which was a drainage system rehabilitation construction in the amount of $300,000 and $240,000 would come from the State; so if funded by the City and County, the amount needed would be $60,000.  He also stated that the project had been put off for several years and now with the airport getting old, this was the opportunity to receive funding for the project.  He then stated that the Commission had also been able to get 80% funding towards maintenance of the building and equipment.

In Re:  Natalie Slate - Economic Development


Mrs. Slate addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that marketing expenses increased from $7,500 to $10,000 due to the marketing of the interstate which was listed on the initiatives; Virginia Growth Alliance increased from $500 to $12,400 due to the membership cost; Industrial Development Authority increased from $408,400 to $410,708 due to the County’s contribution to the IDA; Office Supplies increased from $250 to $300.  Mrs. Slate then asked if the RIFA funding should be included in this line item.  Mr. Whittington stated that it did need to be incorporated into this budget.

In Re:  Environmental Management


Mrs. Parson stated that this department accounted for the Soil and Water Conservation and RC&D Council.  She stated that Chowan Basin rain gages request was made by the Mayor of Franklin, and was paid by a P.O. that was not showing on the report in the amount of $9,918 for FY2013 and FY2014.  She then stated that the other two contributions were level funding for the Soil and Water Conservation in the amount of $6,918 and $3,000 for the RC&D Council.

In Re:  Jarratt Volunteer Fire Department


Mrs. Parson stated that JVFD submitted a request for funding in the coming year and that there was one debt service payment on the vehicle.

In Re:  Sandy Ligon – General District Court


Mr. Parson stated that Ms. Ligon’s request totaled $26,750 which was a little less than the current budget year at $29,018.  She stated that the copy machine had to be replaced last year which made up the difference.   She also stated that the office supplies line item increased due to the fax machine needed to be replaced and the maintenance contract line item due to it was time for an upgrade on the postage machine through Pitney Bowes.

In Re:  Mike Veliky – Building and Grounds

Mr. Veliky stated that Chuck was in the process of pulling some information from accounting regarding why there were so many bad overages in some of the line items for this building and the courthouse.  He stated that they were going as far back as 2009 to figure out exactly what was going on.  Mrs. Parson stated that she thought there were some issues with the maintenance services and contracts regarding if they had been coded correctly or should some service charges had gone under another line item.

In Re:  Debt Service


Mrs. Parson stated that a number of the first items were debt reserve accounts.  She stated that it was required by the USDA to have 10% of the monthly payment over a span of 10 years.    She stated that the County wrote a check to the IDA for the 10% for the debt service and it was held in the IDA account so that it would be less likely to mingle with the general funds and could be tracked more carefully.  Mrs. Parson stated that Mrs. Ogburn prepared a Treasurer Report each month for the IDA and those monies were listed in the debt reserve account.  She then reviewed the debt service line items totaling $1,061,159.  She also stated that in regards to the JVFD vehicle, and would be the last payment.

In Re:  Rufus Tyler -The Improvement Association


Mr. Tyler addressed the Board of Supervisors and introduced his Staff.  Mrs. Wren addressed the Supervisors and gave a power point presentation regarding the different initiatives of the Association which included Education, Employee Training/Employment, Emergency Services/Supportive Services and Housing.  Mr. Tyler then addressed the Board of Supervisors again and stated that his Staff was requesting an amount of $30,000 in funding which was a $10,000 increase from the current budget.  Mrs. Parson requested that Mr. Tyler provide the County with the last audit.

In Re:  Marva Dunn – CYC, Limited


Mrs. Dunn addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave background information regarding the CYC stating that her request was for $2,287.25 for pool maintenance and two positions.  The Board of Supervisors requested that Mrs. Dunn provide an audit to the County and discussion was held in reference to the funding given in previous years and how it was spent.  Mrs. Dunn then stated that she would be willing to have the bills come to the County and paid by the County if it would consider funding the CYC.

In Re:  Closed Session

In Re:  Request for Additional Funding to the Coyote Bounty Program

Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff requested additional funding to the Coyote Bounty Program from $5,000 to $6,500 in order to continue providing bounty payments through June 30, 2013.  He stated that currently he was holding 11 bounty requests pending approval.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the additional funding in the amount of $1,500 to the Coyote Bounty Program.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.


Supervisor Ferguson asked Mr. Owens if he saw where it was helping to continue to program.  Mr. Owens stated yes in the areas where there was a concentration to trap coyotes.  He also stated the numbers had been reduced drastically, but they would never be distinct.  He also stated that if it came down to being very low on funding, he would recommend going to trapping only with the Bounty Program.

In Re:  Landfill Ground Water and Gas Monitoring Contract

Mr. Owens stated that Staff requested approval of the RFP from Joyce Engineering to provide the landfill gas and water monitoring for the next three years.  He also stated that the contract was prepared by the County Attorney and requested that Mr. Whittington be authorized to sign on behalf of the Board in the amount of $38,970.00.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Landfill Ground Water and Gas Monitoring Contract and that Mr. Whittington sign on behalf of the Board of Supervisors.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Greensville County Sanitary Landfill Bids


Mr. Owens stated that the consulting engineers, Dewberry & Davis prepared the request for bid proposals and six bids were received with the successful bidder being Haymes Construction.  He stated that the company was recommended by Dewberry and they had verified that all the bids were in order and that Haymes Construction was the lowest bidder in the amount of $2,240,000.  He then stated that Staff had originally budgeted $2,912,000 but the bid came in under budget.  He also stated that Staff requested that Mr. Whittington be authorized to sign on behalf of the Board of Supervisors contingent upon review by the County’s Attorney.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the landfill lowest bidder in the amount of $2,240,000 and authorization that Mr. Whittington sign on behalf of the Board contingent upon the County’s Attorney review.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Greensville County Solid Waste Transition Plan


Mr. Owens stated that the Board was asked originally to extend the time on the contract and was scheduled to transition July 1, 2013.  He stated that Staff was tasked to see if it could happen sooner so he contacted the contractors involved but the weather had not been cooperating.  He also stated Staff was working hard towards bringing on six sites to start which were all full service sites.  He then stated that it would be site #3 – Moore’s Ferry Road, #4- Brink Road, #7 – Three Creek, #8 – Carter Road, #9 – the first one on Purdy Road and #10 – Allen Road.  Mr. Owens stated that it would give the County full service sites two months ahead of schedule if the weather cooperated.


Supervisor Ferguson asked about the satellite site on Barley Road.  Mr. Owens stated that they would be working on it also, but Staff was working with the contractors to build the kiosk and could not get the underground power in until the line had gone through the inspection process and get the fence up.


Supervisor Ferguson asked how many sites would have recycle bins.  Mr. Owens stated that there would be a recycling container and waste oil container at each site.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Solid Waste Transition Plan.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Stormwater Management Program/Procurement of Engineering Services


Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff received proposals for the development of the County’s Stormwater Management Program on March 1, 2013.  He stated that Staff had reviewed the proposals, conducted phone interviews with two of the companies, Joyce Engineering and Reynolds Clark.  He then stated that Staff recommended entering into a contract with Joyce Engineering for the development of the Stormwater Management Program and authorization that Mr. Whittington sign on behalf of the Board contingent upon Mr. Slayton’s review.

In Re:  Resolution #13-113 – Declaring Intent to Reimburse Project Expenditures with Proceeds of Revenue Bonds


Mrs. Brenda Parson, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board stating that it was a reimbursement resolution pertaining to SVEC, Phase III.  She stated that Staff was requesting approval of the following resolution should additional bond funds needed to be borrowed to complete the project and the County could be reimbursed expenses 60 days back from this date.

RESOLUTION #13-113

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF GREENSVILLE, VIRGINIA DECLARING INTENT TO REIMBURSE PROJECT EXPENDITURES WITH PROCEEDS OF REVENUE BONDS

WHEREAS, the County of Greensville, Virginia (the “County”) has included in its capital improvement program the undertaking, acquisition and construction of the following project(s):  Phase III Additions for (and located at) the Southside Virginia Education Center, which may include additional classrooms and academic space for Southside Virginia Community College and Longwood University and administrative and office space for the Virginia Employment Commission (each a “Project” and collectively, the “Projects”); 


WHEREAS, the County intends to issue, or to provide by and through the Industrial Development Authority of Greensville County, Virginia with respect to the issuance of, one or more series of tax-exempt revenue bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $750,000 (the “Bonds”) to finance all or a portion of the cost of the Projects;


WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 thereunder, provide that proceeds of tax-exempt obligations may be used to reimburse a previously paid expenditure provided that certain criteria are met; and


WHEREAS, the County has paid and intends to pay certain expenditures with respect to the Projects prior to the issuance of Bonds to finance the Projects and to receive reimbursement for such expenditures from proceeds of the Bonds; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF GREENSVILLE, VIRGINIA AS FOLLOWS:

1.
The County intends to issue or to cause the issuance of Bonds to pay all or part of the costs of the Projects, together with other available funds.


2.
The County intends to receive reimbursement from proceeds of the Bonds, when issued, for expenditures made not more than 60 days prior to the date of this Resolution related to the respective Project that are paid prior to such issuance.


3.
Each expenditure reimbursed with proceeds of the Bonds will be, unless otherwise approved by the County’s bond counsel, either (a) of a type properly chargeable to a capital account under general federal income tax principles (determined in each case as of the date of the expenditure), (b) a cost of issuance with respect to the Bonds, (c) a nonrecurring item that is not customarily payable from current revenues, or (d) a grant to a party that is not related to or an agent of the County so long as such grant does not impose any obligation or condition to repay any amount to or for the benefit of the County.


4.
The County intends to make a reimbursement allocation, which is a written allocation that evidences the County’s use of proceeds of the Bonds to reimburse an expenditure, no later than 18 months after the later of the date on which the expenditure is paid or the Project is placed in service or abandoned (but in no event more than three years after the date on which the expenditure is paid).


5.
The County recognizes that exceptions are available under the applicable Treasury Regulations which also may permit reimbursement for certain (a) preliminary expenditures incurred prior to commencement of construction, (b) expenditures in an amount not in excess of the lesser of $100,000 or five percent of the proceeds of the Bonds, and (c) expenditures for long-term construction projects of at least five years duration.


6.
The County intends that adoption of this Resolution shall constitute “official intent” within the meaning of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.

7.
This Resolution shall be effective immediately.
