In Re:  Public Hearing

In Re:  SP-1-13 – Mid-Atlantic Mining, LLC


Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant wished to apply for a Special Use Permit to establish a sand and gravel mining operation located on the southeast corner of Low Ground Road (State Route 730)/Steel Bridge Road (State Route 624) in Election District 1.  He stated that the Planning Commission and Staff recommended approval with conditions.


Chairman Wiley asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak in favor of or in opposition of the project.  There was no one.

In Re:  SP2-13 – Greensville Ruritan Club

Mr. Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant wished to apply for a Special Use Permit to hold a Special Event, Truck and Tractor Pull located 1947’ north of Ruritan Drive (State Route 640)/Pleasant Shade Drive (State Highway 58W) intersection in Election District 3.  He stated that the Planning Commission and Staff recommended approval with 13 conditions.


Chairman Wiley asked if anyone was present to speak in favor of or in opposition of the event.  There was no one.

In Re:  Notice of Intent to Propose Ordinance for Adoption – Imposition of Civil Penalties for Litter Control Violations


Mr. Pope stated that at a previous meeting, approval of civil penalties was imposed on abandoned vehicle and weed and that the ordinance before the Board of Supervisor tonight would do the same for trash and debris.  He stated that properties with trash and debris would be subject to the same civil penalties, if approved.

In Re:  SP-1-13 – Mid-Atlantic Mining, LLC


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve SP-1-13 with the following 12 conditions.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
1. A Spcial Use permit is hereby granted to Mid-Atlantic Mines LLC, allowing Mid-Atlantic Mines to operate a sand and gravel mine not to exceed 10 acres on property identified as Greensville County Tax Maps 60-1-B, 60-1-C, and 60-4.
2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules, regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances.

3. The applicant is responsible for securing all permits for all aspects of the activity and responsible for adhering to all terms and conditions imposed by this permit.

4. The applicant must obtain a Greensville County Business License and provide a copy to the Planning Department.

5. Applicant must obtain a General Permit from DMM and provide a copy to the Planning Department.  (*Should the applicant with to increase the operation size greater than 10 acres, the applicant shll obtain proper permits from DMM and provide documentation to the County.  In no case can the operation exceed 25 acres as outline in the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance.)
6. Applicant must provide the Greensville County Commissioner of the Revenue a copy of their Annual Tonnage Report (DMM-146) for the previous calendar year.  The Annual Tonnage Report must be submitted between January 1st and February 15 of each year.

7. The applicant must obtain a Land Use Permit from the Virginia Department of Transportation for the construction of a commercial entrance off of State Route 730.

8. The hours of operation shall be no earlier than 7:00 a.m. and no later than 5:00 p.m. 

9. The operator may erect on-site signage deemed necessary to direct traffic on the premises.

10. A sign may be installed to advertise the site and must conform to the County’s sign ordinance.

11. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if this activity is not established within two years or is unutilized for a two year period, the activity will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

12. Failure to abide by the above conditions ay result in the revocation of this Special Use Permit.

In Re:  SP-2-13 – Greensville Ruritan Club


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve SP-2-13 with the following 13 conditions.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

1. A Special Use Permit is granted to the Greensville Ruritan Club, hereinafter operator, for a Special Event, Truck and Tractor Pull, separate and distinguishable from any other special event held I Greensville County, on property known as Tax Map 20, Parcel 47 and 48B.  This event shall not exceed a period of time exceeding four (4) calendar days within any calendar year.

2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances, with special attention given to the Health Department rules and regulations.

3. The Greensville Ruritan Club will have to submit an application for a temporary food event.  This application needs to be filed with the Health Department at least ten (10) business days prior to the event.  For more information, contact Lisa Latham at (434) 348-4201, Extension 224.

4. Porta-Johns shall be provided at a rate of 1 per 100 persons attending the event.

5. Traffic control devices shall be on hand to safely move vehicles on and off the roadway.

6. There shall be no parking within the VDOT right-of-way.

7. A sign no larger than thirty square feet (30’), which advertises the vent may be erected on the premises no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the event.  Said sign must be removed from the premises within seven (7) days of the event.  While posted the sign shall be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the right-of-way of all maintained roads.

8. The operator may erect any signage deemed necessary to direct pedestrians and motorist on the event premises and related parking areas.  The operator may erect any off-site signage directing pedestrians and motorist to the event, but that signage must be removed immediately.

9. The event hours shall be stablished between 6:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. exclusive of set up and dismantling.

10. Noise generated by the event shall not be discernable at any point at, or further than, one (1) mile from the event.

11. The applicant shall provide an emergency services plan ten (10) calendar prior to the event for review and approval by the County Fire Official.  The Plan shall address medical and fire services to be provided during the event.

12. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the event is not held for two (2) consecutive years, the event will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

13. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the permit.

In Re:  Proposed Ordinance for Imposition of Civil Penalties for Litter Control Violations

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the following Ordinance for Adoption – Imposition of Civil Penalties for Litter Control Violations.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

GREENSVILLE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

ORDINANCE

RE:  IMPOSITION OF CIVIL PENALTIES FOR 

LITTER CONTROL VIOLATIONS 
ORDAINED:  That the following language is hereby added as Sec. 11.5-18 and Sec. 11.5-36 of Chapter 11.5, Litter Control, of the Greensville County Code pursuant to Virginia Code Section 15.2-901:

Sec. 11.5-18 & Sec. 11.5-36.  Civil penalties for violation of this article.

(a)
Any violation of this Article shall result in imposition of a civil penalty, which shall be imposed in accordance with the provisions of Section 15.2-901 of the Code of Virginia.

(b)
Said civil penalty shall preclude prosecution of such violation as a misdemeanor.  However, in the event that three civil penalties are imposed on any individual or legal entity within a twenty-four-month period, the fourth such violation shall constitute a Class 3 misdemeanor.  Any violation hereof prosecuted as a criminal offense shall preclude the imposition of civil penalties for the same violation.

(c) 
The civil penalty for violation hereof shall not exceed $50.00 for the first violation, or violations arising from the same set of operative facts.

(d)
The civil penalty for subsequent violations not arising from the same set of operative facts within twelve months of the first violation shall not exceed $200.00.

(e)
Each business day during which the same violation is found to have existed shall constitute a separate offense.

(f)
In no event shall a series of specified violations arising from the same set of operative facts result in civil penalties that exceed a total of $3,000.00 in a twelve-month period.

In Re:  Citizens Comments


Mr. Whittington invited anyone present who wished to address the Supervisors, to come forward and state their name for the record.

Moses Clements, Assistant Director of GCWSA, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he was providing public notice that an informational meeting would be held in the Board of Supervisors Meeting Room on April 25 at 5:30, regarding the Authority’s intent to apply for a permit for a new surface water project.  He stated that the new project would be for a raw water intake and reservoir and that information would be provided to the public.

In Re:  Matt Hickey – Vice-President of Operations for Blue Ridge Mass Appraisal Company

Mr. Hickey stated that the firm performed the general reassessment for the County.  He stated that he wanted to update the Board of Supervisors regarding the status of the reassessment and that currently Staff only had about 2500 parcels left to visit in the County at this time.  He stated that they were a little ahead of schedule and that at this time, they were still gathering and evaluating information.  Mr. Hickey stated that the County’s current ratio was about 100, where it was suppose to be, and that they wanted to be in the 95 range.  He stated that there might be some properties to increase and some to decrease but overall a very little change in the total assessed value in the end.  Mr. Hickey stated that with several months to go, including the summer months, the real estate market could change during that time.  He also stated that the other big project was that the company was getting ready to send out the timber forms to the land owners.  He stated that it was very important that the forms be returned with the correct date because it helped properly assess the property or they would be going off of their best guessed information.  Mr. Hickey also requested that the media get the word out on how important it was to get the timber forms back.

In Re:  Solid Waste Collection Sites Operating Schedule and Recycling Program


Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that at the last meeting, he asked that the Board of Supervisors to concur with their constituents regarding the collection sites schedules.  He stated that option #1 would be that the sites would be open at various locations from Monday through Saturday 7 a.m. – 7 p.m., with one collection site open in each election district on all six days and option #2 would be that the sites would be open from Tuesday through Saturday 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. and on Sunday from 1 p.m. – 7 p.m., with a collection site open in each district on all six days.  Mr. Owens stated that the key point was that residents would not have to drive outside their election district to use a collection site.  He then requested that the Board strongly consider option #1, allowing the residents to use the collection sites for six full days each week.

There was a consensus among the Board to approve option #1, Monday through Saturday, 7 a.m. – 7.p.m.


Mr. Owens stated that Staff had been working to introduce recycling in the County and Staff had concurred with other localities that had been successful with the recycling program.  He also stated that the program would start off with metal, aluminum cans, paper and card board, clothing, shoes, books, batteries and motor oil.  He then stated that in talking with other localities, metal and aluminum would be held until the market went up and unloaded, but basically it would be moved as to what was most cost advantageous to the County.  Mr. Owens stated that the car batteries could not be held as long but sent to the recycler as most cost advantageous to the County and clean motor oil would be collected in a 300 gallon container that would sit at each site and filled as it was bought in. He stated that Clean Oil out of Chesterfield serviced this area and had the best price to come and pump the oil out of the containers.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if the oil would be tested for contamination.  Mr. Owens stated that at this time, the site attendants would be conducting a visual inspection for contaminated oil but if it was the desire of the Board, he would contact the recycler to find out if strips could be provided for testing of clean motor oil.


Mr. Owens also stated that in regards to clothes, shoes and books, the containers would be provided by the vendor and pay the County for so much per pound.


Chairman Wiley asked in regards to the card board and plastics.  Mr. Owens stated that it was not decided at this time due to the weight but if it proved to be cost advantageous at a later date, he would come back to the Board and request to buy a bailer.


Supervisor Ferguson asked if it was mandatory to separate the trash for recycling.  Mr. Owens stated no but Staff was asking that the community separate the trash for recycling.


Mr. Owens then requested approval of the recycling program.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the recycling program.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Approval of an application to apply for funding for the Golden Leaf Commons Equipment

Mrs. Parson addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff requested authorization to apply for funding though USDA for the purchase of audio-visual equipment to be used in the Golden Leaf Commons.  She stated that the equipment was needed so that industries, organizations and agencies that used the facility could present to large groups.  She also stated that the equipment required in a facility the size of the Commons included projectors, an equipment cabinet, three permanently mounted screens, and a sound system along with installation/wiring, and was estimated to cost approximately $90,000.  Mrs. Parson then requested approval from the Board of Supervisors to apply for the funding from USDA for the purchase of the equipment.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, authorization that Staff apply for the funding through USDA for the Golden Leaf Commons Equipment.

In Re:  Resolution #13-127, 301 Bridge Design Approval

Mr. Lin Pope addressed the Board stating that VDOT was requesting approval of the following Resolution #13-127 to proceed with the design of the southbound CSX crossing on 301.

RESOLUTION #13-127

301 BRIDGE DESIGN APPROVAL

WHEREAS, a "Notice of Willingness to Hold a Public Hearing" was posted for the purpose of considering the design features for Project No. UPC 77359 in the County of Greensville; and

WHEREAS, no requests were received or all inquiries were satisfactorily answered, so that a public hearing is not required; and 

WHEREAS, Section 33.1-89 of the Code of Virginia authorizes the Department of Transportation to acquire rights of way for the construction of such projects, upon official request from the County; and, 

WHEREAS, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors has previously requested the Department to program this project.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the major design features of the proposed project as presently designed

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors requests the Virginia Department of Transportation to acquire all rights of way necessary for the project in the name of the Commonwealth of Virginia at the appropriate time.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator is hereby authorized to execute, on behalf of Greensville County, all necessary railroad and utility agreements required in conjunction with acquiring such rights of way. 

Chairman Wiley asked if there were any questions.  There was none.
