In Re:  Proposed Noise Ordinance

Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors and apologized in regards to presenting the ordinance at the last meeting without properly advertising for the Public Hearing.  He stated that the advertisement had gone to the Independent Messenger for the Public Hearing to be held tonight for the proposed change to the Noise Ordinance.  He also stated that as mentioned at the previous meeting, Staff was recommending adding number six to the ordinance which would read as follows:

CHAPTER 15: OFFENSES-MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE II, NOISE

SECTION 15-54- EXEMPTIONS

Noises created incidental or necessary to the conduct of industrial 



activity when such industrial activity is authorized by a conditional use 


permit approved under the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance, as 


adopted and amended from time to time.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the Noise Ordinance.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Mr. Erik Johnston with VACo

Mr. Erik Johnston, the new Director of Governor’s Affairs, with the Virginia Association of County, addressed the Board of Supervisors and presented the VACo Achievement Awards.  He stated that in the past eight years, he had read applications on community development and planning issues from counties across the country but Greensville County’s application submitted for the Washington Park Neighborhood Improvement Program, was one of the best he had seen.  He also stated that it was the 11th time that VACo had an Achievement Awards Program.  Mr. Johnston stated that VACo had received 38 entries from across the Commonwealth and only 12 winners were selected.  He also stated that this was the second consecutive year that Greensville County had won the award with last year’s award being for the Southside Virginia Education Program.  He then stated that the reasons for the award was to bring up innovative solutions in programs that counties develop across the Commonwealth, look at intergovernmental cooperation between the local, federal and state entities working with the public/private sector, models that other counties could replicate and something that really went above and beyond the call of duty.  He also commented on the different activities/projects conducted in the Washington Park community that made it such a success in obtaining the award.  Mr. Johnston stated that the VACo Annual Conference would also hold a ceremony to recognize the County and its peers across the Commonwealth of its accomplishments.  He stated that VACo was just impressed with the stats/numbers such as 28 rental units in a single family homeownership opportunity, 20 rehabilitated substandard housing units, 11 demolished housing units, the installation of thousands of linear feet of sidewalk, new storm drainage, new piping and eight new street lights including a 3500 sq. ft. Community Center for a cost of over $4.1 million.  Pictures were taken and the County was presented with the award.

In Re:  Matt Hickey with Blue Ridge Appraisal Company

Mr. Hickey with Blue Ridge Appraisal Company stated that they were way ahead of schedule.  He stated that they had less than 800 parcels left to work and that all the data entry was complete.  Mr. Hickey stated that at the last meeting, he focused on the timber letters.  He stated that he received more back this year than previous years and all had been processed in the system.  He also stated that he recently worked with the Board of Assessors and timber industry leaders with coming up with timber value structures so when the letters were sent out, they had the backing of the timber industries for support in their numbers. He then stated that they should finish the field work within the next couple of weeks and planned to send out notices the middle of October and have the books delivered.  Mr. Hickey stated that they would work with Staff regarding setting up the location of the hearings, then send out notices of the previous values, the new values and contact information regarding land use.  He stated that no problems were foreseen as to not staying ahead of schedule and completing the project.  


Supervisor Ferguson stated that he knew it was early in the process but wanted to know what Mr. Hickey foresaw as far as the percentages increasing or decreasing.

Mr. Hickey stated that right now, things looked fairly stable with a slight decrease in value.  He stated that some commercial properties may go up from where it was valued now.  He stated that the timber values looked as though it would have a slight decrease in certain acreage ranges.


Mr. Whittington stated that just as a footnote, Blue Ridge was a consultant to the Board of Assessors and that the Assessors had been charged with conducting the reassessment.  He stated that the Board of Supervisors had stepped away from that responsibility and Mr. Hickey was working effectively with the Board of Assessors in preparing the new assessment.  Mr. Whittington stated that he did not want the community to think that Mr. Hickey was reporting to the Board of Supervisors and that the Board of Supervisor were conducting the assessment but that it was the responsibility of the  Board of Assessors.
