Mr. Whittington stated that he had met with the Airport Commission last week.  He stated that the Airport Commission did not have enough planes to sustain its standing with the Federal Aviation Commission and would lose approximately $150,000 a year in operation money.  He also stated that the Airport Commission had a plan that in order to get an additional four planes, which would be needed to qualify for the federal funding, part of their marketing plan was to build more hangers so that it could be an attraction to clients and have their aircraft protected at the airport.  He then stated that the second plan would be to reduce the personal property rate on aircraft to $.001 in hopes that with the implementation of the two recommendations, it would get more airplanes at the airport and the $150,000 of operating money could be restored next year.

Chairman Wiley asked if there were any questions or comments regarding the proposed tax increases.  There were none.

In Re:  ZTA 1-14


Mr. Pope addressed the Board stating that the County Stormwater Ordinance was adopted and the purpose tonight was that several articles in the zoning ordinance and the erosion sediment control plan were now referenced in the stormwater ordinance.  He then stated that the changes in the ordinance were highlighted in red and that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval of the changes as noted.  A copy of which is incorporated herein by reference.

Supervisor Ferguson stated that he was approached by citizens of the County asking why the other localities did not opt-into the stormwater management program.  

Mr. Whittington stated that the overwhelming reason that Staff recommended the Board of Supervisors to opt-in was that if ever any of the Board’s constituents or industries at MAMaC had to get a stormwater control plan, Staff did not want to throw them to DEQ to have to resolve the issues themselves.  Mr. Pope stated that it was about a 50/50 split of the localities that did or did not opt-into the program.

WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia, 1950, section 22.1-93, states that the governing body of a county shall approve an annual budget for educational purposes by May first or within thirty days of the receipt by the County of the estimates of state funds, whichever shall occur later;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors approves a budget consisting of $7,398,139 in local funds of which $3,977,881 is projected to be the County of Greensville share and $3,420,258 is projected to be the share of the City of Emporia.
