In Re:  Lisa Wright- SP-3-13

Mr. Lin Pope, Planning Director, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant wished to hold a special event (a motorcycle and car show) at the family center of Tucker’s Pond on Taylors Mill Road located 1.3 miles west of Little Low Ground Road (State Route 622)/Taylors Mill Road (State Route 625) intersection in Election District One.  He stated that the Planning Commission and Staff recommended approval with 11 conditions.

In Re:  Lisa Wright – SP-3-13

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, approval of SP-3-13 with the following eleven conditions.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
1. A Special Use Permit is granted to Lisa Wright, hereinafter operator, for a Special Event, a motorcycle and car show, separate and distinguishable from any other special event held in Greensville County, on property know as Tax Map 46, parcel 44.  This Special Event shall not exceed a period of time exceeding four (4) calendar days within any calendar year.

2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances, with special attention given to the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code and the Health Departments Rules and Regulations.

3. The operator is responsible for securing all permits for all subordinate aspects of the event and adhering to all terms and conditions imposed by this permit.

4. The entrance to the property must be widened to accommodate two (2) vehicles widths.  Entrance must be gravel from the edge of the pavement to the edge of the VDOT right-of-way.

5. No parking is to occur within the right-of-way of any public road.

6. A sign, no larger than thirty (30) square feet, which advertises the event may be erected on the premises no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the event.  Said sign must be removed within seven (7) days of the event.  While posted, said sign shall be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the right-of-way of all state maintained roads.

7. The operator may erect any signage deemed necessary to direct pedestrians and motorist on the event premises and related parking areas.  The operator may erect any off-site signage directing pedestrians and motorist to the event, but that signage must be removed immediately.
8. The event hours shall be established between 12:00 noon and 9:00 p.m. exclusive of set-up and dismantling.

9. Noise generated by the event shall not be discernable at any point at, or further than, one (1) mile from the event.

10. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the event is not held for two (2) consecutive years, the event will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.

11. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the Special Use Permit.

In Re:  Community Health Advocacy Team (CHAT)

In Re: Resolution #14-07, Emergency Operations Plan

Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Virginia Department of Emergency Management (VDEM) required localities to update their Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) every four years.   He stated that the EOP was a standard operating manual that County Staff followed when reacting to emergency situations that affected the community. He also stated that Staff completed the updates on the current EOP, as needed, and seeked Board’s approval to adopt the new EOP with an effective date of July 9, 2013.  Mr. Owens stated that after review of the manual by the Board of Supervisors, if they had any revisions, to please let him know and he would make proper revisions.  He then requested approval of the following resolution.

RESOLUTION #14-07

EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia recognizes the need to prepare for, respond to, and recover from natural and man-made disasters, and


WHEREAS, Greensville County has a responsibility to provide for the safety and well being of its citizens and visitors; and


WHEREAS, Greensville County has established a Department of Emergency Management and appointed a Director and Coordinator of Emergency Management.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia, that the Emergency Operations Plan, as revised June 2013, is officially adopted within the effective date of July 9, 2013; and


IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that the Director of Emergency Management, or his/her designees, are tasked and authorized to maintain and revise as necessary this document over the next four year period or until such time it be ordered to come before this Board.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #14-07.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re: Landfill New Cell Development Bid Results

Mr. Whittington stated that an appointment needed to be made to the Southside Criminal Justice Board – an At-Large Appointment for a term of two years.  He also stated that Mrs. Alice Whitby had agreed to serve if the Board so desired.

Chairman Wiley opened the floor for nominations of an individual to serve on the Southside Criminal Justice Board.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, the appointment of Mrs. Alice Whitby to the Southside Criminal Justice Board for a term of two years.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  2013-2018 Comprehensive Plan


Mr. Pope addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that state law required the County to revisit the Comprehensive Plan every five years and if needed, make adjustments to the plan.  He stated that within the last five years, the County had a lot of Industrial Development projects take place.  Mr. Pope stated that one of the main adjustments to the plan was the future land use plan which was the addition of properties throughout the County that were added as future commercial and industrial sites.  He also stated that it included the options on properties between Boar’s Head and the chip mill.  Mr. Pope also stated that the other changes included the census data, businesses closing and opening, updates on the Economic Development Strategies, and the Capital Improvements Plan.  He stated that the Board only received the portion of the plan that had changes.  He also stated that the new Enterprise Zone was added.  He then asked if there were any questions.  Mr. Pope stated that if the plan was not approved tonight he would request that it be deferred until the next meeting so that the Board of Supervisors would have a better opportunity to review the revised Comprehensive Plan.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to defer the item until the next meeting.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Proposed Amendments to the Noise Ordinance


Mr. Pope stated that the proposed language would affect the large commercial and industrial properties.  He stated that it would allow industries located on larger properties a little more flexibility as far as the noise ordinance was concerned.  He also stated that the larger the properties, the larger the buffer the industries would have between the operations and the surrounding uses that may be affected.  Mr. Pope stated that it also gave Staff, through the special use permit process, the ability to attach conditions to prevent nuisances to surrounding properties.  He stated that there were two options in the Ordinance 1) Noises created incidental or necessary to the conduct of industrial activity on a parcel or group of parcels under common ownership exceeding 200 acres in area when such industrial activity is authorized by a conditional use permit approved under the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance, as adopted and as amended from time to time. 2) Noises created incidental or necessary to the conduct of industrial activity when such industrial activity is authorized by a conditional use permit approved under the Greensville County Zoning Ordinance, as adopted and amended from time to time.  Mr. Pope stated that he was also asking that this issue be deferred until the next meeting to give the Board of Supervisors ample time to review the Ordinance.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to defer the issue until the next meeting.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
